under ten years, 10 cents. Persons driving on the Grounds in carriages will be charged
60 cents ; and for buggies and sulki»'8, 30 cents, with extra for passengers, if not niambers.

No person will be allowed to drive faster than a walk on the Grounds, on pain of exelu-

ion, except by direction of the Judges while on Exhibition. Any person violating these

i-ules will be dealt with as the law directs.

3rd.—Eveiy article or thing for exhibition must be on the grounds, or in its proper
place in the Aricultural Hall, before 10 o'clock, a.m., on the first day, and remaia tiU

4:30 p.m., on the second day.

4th.—All stock must be in its proper place on the Grounds by 10 o'clock a.m., on th«-

»ecdnd day of exhibition, and remain till 4:30 p.m. Thorough-bred stock will not be
allowed to exhibit in the class of grades, and owners must produce pedigrees to Judges, if

demanded, on the day of Exhibition, or premiums awarded will not be paid.

5th.—All competitors are required to make their entries personally, at the Secretary's

Office, Newmarket, or by letter, on or before Saturday, the Ist day ot October. Twenty-
tire cents extra will be charged to all competitors making entries after that date.

(5th.—No person or persons will be allowed to interfere with the Judges while in the
discharge of their duties, by conversation or otherwise. At 12 o'clock, noon, precisely,

each day, the Judges will commence the duties of inspection and decision.
