(you can get a portfolio from us for $1.00). Under each card you 
can write your prices per dozen, two dozen, etc. It is much easier 
to show cards in a book than just loose and it creates a better 
impression on the customer. 

Public institutions, banks, insurance companies and other places 
employing large staffs are excellent outlets for sales. You can often 
interest your acquaintances who work for such organizations to take 
orders for a small commission. 

Sunday school classes, girls' clubs, public and high school girls 
and boys, college students and others are eager to earn money and 
enjoy the fun of being agents. 

You can often get some store such as a stationery store or a 
drug store, to let you display your book on their counters. They 
will gladly take orders for you for a nominal commission. 

There are many other methods of getting orders that will occur 
to you as you go along. 

You will certainly get considerable fun and profit from the 
fascinating game of hand colouring Tally Ho! Cards. Everyone who 
buys these cards from you will be an enthusiastic supporter for you. 

Be sure the assortment of Tally Ho! Cards you make up is 
varied, because tastes vary. The larger the assortment you show 
the more prospects you will please and the more money you will make.

SUGGESTIONS FOR 
COLOURING 

For the best results use moist tube 
colours or hard colours in pans, 
preferably, those recommended by 
Tally Ho! Art Shop, and good sable 
brushes. Provide yourself with a 
pad of white paper and plenty of 
clean water. Press out a small 
quantity of colour, if tube colours 
are used, and with the brush add 
enough water to make sufficient 
colour, of the proper consistency, to 
work on several cards. Be sure to 
try your colours on the white paper 
before applying them to the cards. 

Be particularly careful to wash 
your brushes free of one colour be­
fore mixing another, otherwise 
muddy effects may result. 

Limit the number of colours to 
simplify the work. At our Studios 
we find vermilion, ultramarine, a 
pleasant yellow and emerald green 
very effective and about all that are 
required to produce beautiful re­
sults. Chinese white is necessary 
and may be mixed with any colour 
to reduce its intensity. 

A pan of gold and one of silver 
are also very useful for adding 
finishing touches. 

The easiest way to handle several 
cards is to spread them out on a 
table or drawing board, and go 
through the group, applying one 
colour wherever required. Follow 
the same procedure with the next 
colour, etc. Uniform results can be 
obtained in this way in very much 
less time than it would require to 
colour one card at a time.
