R.C.Y.C. SAILING RULES. 

I. All Clnb Haccs, except in the 16 Ft. and H Ft. Dinghy 
f' Ias~es shall be governed by t bc Sailing Hcgulations of the 
L . Y. n .. \ ., a nd Lhc 16 Ft. and 14 Ft. Dinghy Classes by the Sail­
ing Hules of the L.S.S.A., s nbject to a ny exception made !J.v 
t h csc ftulcs. 

2. Upon written notification from the Measurer, each 
Yacht owner must,'.hold his Yacht in readiness to be m easured 
Any delay in non-compliance with the foregoing will be nt 
the owner's risk, aud no Yacht shall be eutered for any Club 
R,we unless so measured. All expenses incurred by the 
Measurer in connection with the l\Ieasurement of Yacl1ts 
shall be defrayc<l by the owner or owners. 

The ,Weas nrcr shall keep and post in the Clnb House a 
record of all m easur e ments taken. 

3. Any member buying or selling a Yacht, or altering tbo 
name, rig, model, or trim of a Yacht. ~hall notify the Mcnsm·er 
who shall mnkc a n<l record any necessary change an<I re-
111ca.::,uren1ents as soon as possible. 

4. F.ntries may be made with the Secretary of the Club 
not later than 6 p.m. of the day before the day appointcrl fm· 
s/ arting the races, in case of Snndny intervening, 21 hours 
shall be adde<l. An extension of time may be granted by t he 
Sailing Committee, in the event of delay being shown to their 
sa t i;faction to have bee n unavoidable. 

5. The Sailing Commiltce, or Officer in charge for the 
day, shall have the power to pospone any race should nnfa­
Yorable weather or any other circumstances renrl er such a 
course desirable, and no new entries may be made for a post­
poned race. 

6. Unless two or more boats enter, the race may be post­
poned or cancelled at, the discretion of the Comrnittec. The 
number of prizes awarded shall always be less than the 
number of boats starting. In the case of a "w,Llk-o,·cr," half 
the money shall be a warded. 

7. Charts of the Course ancl Instruc tio11, for each race 
shall be posted in the Club rooms. 

8. The start in every race Fhall be a flying or.e, and no 
time shall be allowed for crossing t,he line. A Yacht shall be 
considered t.o have finished the race, when 011 cempkting the 
course, any part of her hull or spars shall be on or across the 
line. 



. No distinguishing flags need be carried, but each Yacht 
must carry her "Number " of the size prescribed by the 
L.Y.R.A., throughout all races of the season, conspicuously 
displayed on both sides of the mainsail. 

10. Except when otherwise specified in the instructions, 
a race in any class, in which no Yacht has finished at one half 
hour after sunset, shall be declared off, except in Cruising 
Races, in which there shall be no time limit. 

11. Attention is called to the rule of the L.Y.R.A., which 
provides that no ballast shall be shifted or trimmed in any 
way whatever within 2! hours before the race. 

12. None but Corinthian Yachtsmen shall be allowed to 
sail in Club races, excepting such professional or professionals 
as may be regularly employed to take charge of, or to sail on 
each Yacht throughout the season. All Yachts, Skiffs and 
Din3hies must be steered in Club Races by men,bers of the R. C. Y.C. 

13. Thero shall be no Scrutineers in Club races, unless the 
Committee deem it advisable to appoint one in any particular 
case or cases, but all sailing Yachts with auxiliary power 
must carry a scrutineer, to be appointed by the Sailing Com· 
mittee, or, if the owner so elects, to have her engine sealed by 
the Official Starter before starting in any race, seal to bo 
verified after finish of race by any member of the Sailing 
Committee, other than Owner or member of the Crew of such 
Yacht. The owner of any snch Yacht intending to sta,·t in any 
race mitst notify the Sec1·eta,·y at least Z4 hon rs bef01·e the start of 
S'ltch ·race, of his intention to C01npete, and also his election as above 
specified. 

l!. In Cruising races there shall be no limit as to the 
number of crew. 

15. In all Cruising Races Dinghies shall be carried or 
towed, and Lifo Buoys shall be carried unlashed and within 
convenient distance of the helmsman. 

16. The Owner or Owners of the Yacht making the best 
average for the season-in each class-shall present to the Club 
a model of such Yacht. The Salling Cvmmittee reserves tho 
right to retain prize money won by such Yacht until the said 
model shall have been presented to the Club. 

17. The enforcement of the,;e rules shall be in the hands 
of the Sailing Committee, who shall have the power to SUS· 

pend the operations of any rule, should any circumstances 
arise, which, in their opinion, make such a course advisable. 

18. No spinnake,-s to be canied in the bay or channels 
This applies only to First and Second Divisions.
