I. Its Srrvarion,

Lying to the north-west of the city of Toronto, five
nmiles from the corner of Yonge and King Streets.
High Park lies on the southern limit of the town,
shutting off the growth of Toronto on the south-
west, and thus forcing all the western growth of
that city into West Toronto Junction. The distance
from Toronto is sufficiently great to make of West
"Toronto Junction a commerecial centre, and thus
