® Readers’ advisory service, chiefly in the
field of fiction, grows apace, both with
the borrowers and over the telephone
for shut-ins.



Books and reading have been promoted
by weekly reviews and news articles in
the local newspaper; by mailing lists to
churches omd compiling book lists for
distribution at the library, where there
are also special displays focussing
attention on various subjects of current
interest.

The library serves as a focal meeting
place in the community. Eight groups
held regular meetings throughout the
year. Book purchasing reflects the
special interests of these groups —
Photography, art, horticulture, public
speaking.

2,615 records were borrowed by Lea-
side residents during 1963, momy
students finding the Shakespeare ond
modern longuage records particularly
helpful. In music the range is from Bach
to the Beatles.

As a joint project with the Board of
Education, working closely with princi-
pals ond their staffs, the boys and girls
are served by the main library ond
three school branches. Class visits plus
work with pre-school groups constitute
the most importont work of this depart-
ment, a different program of book talks
being plemned for each grade. Story
hours are held regularly at Main and
Northlea. A summer reading program
was held, culminating in Young Conada
Book Week, with awards and a puppet
show.
