A. Yes, verily: and by God,s help so I will. 
And I heartily thank our heaven] y Father that 
he hath called me to this state of salvation, 
through Jesus Christ our Saviour.

Q. Rehearse the articles of thy belief.

Q. What desirest thou of Godin this prayer?

And I pray unto God, that 
he will send us all things that be needful both 
for our souls and bodies : and that he will be 
merciful unto us, and forgive us our sins; and 
that it will please him to save and defend us 
from all dangers ghostly and bodily: and that 
he will keep us from all sin and wickedness, and 
from our ghostly enemy, and from everlasting 
death.

Q. What is the outward or visible sign, or 
form in baptism ? 
A. Water, wherein the person is baptized, in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and 
of the Holy Ghost. 

Q. vVhat is the inward and spiritual grace? 
A. A death unto sin, and a new birth unto 
righteousness: for being by nature born in 
sin, and the children of wrath, we are hereby 
made the children of grace. 

Q. vVhat is required of persons to be bap­
tized? 
A. Repentance, whereby they forsake sin; 
and faith, whereby they steadfastly believe the 
promise of God made to them in that sacra 
ment. 

Q. Why then are infants baptized, when 
by reason of their tender age they cannot 
perform them ? 
A. Because they promise them both by their 
sureties; which promise when they come to 
age, themselves are bound to perform. 

Q. \!\Thy was the sacrament of the Lord,s 
supper ordained? 
A. For the continual remembrance of the 
sacrifice of the death of Christ, and of the 
benefits which we receive thereby. 

Q. VVhat is the outward part or sign of 
the Lord,s supper? 
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A. Bread and wine, which the Lord hath 
commanded to be received. 

Q. vVhat is the inward part or thing 
signified? 
A. The body and blood of Christ, which are 
verily and i~deed taken and received by the 
faithful in the Lord,s supper. 

Q. "\Vhat are the benefits whereof we are 
partakers thereby ? 
A. The strengthening and refreshing of our 
souls by the body and blood of Christ, as 
our bodies are by the bread and wine. 

Q. What is required of them who come to 
the Lord's supper? 
A. To examine themselves, whether they re­
pent them truly of their former sins, stead­
fastly purposing to lead a new life : have a 
lively faith in God,s mercy through Christ, 
with a thankful remembrance of his death, 
and be in charity with all men.
