After three
calls he comes beforé the delinguent with a badge upon his hat
reading: “Coneetor of Bad Debts,” This generally brings the
money. It it does not, he calle daily and demands payment. These
calls attract the attention of the neighbors, and Madame Gruntly
takes it up and there is music in the air in case the debtor persists
in hig refusal to pay, The Creditor pays 15 to 25 per cent. of the
amount colleeted. - We do not make it a husiness to prosecute sick
or distressed people, who by reason of their nfﬂlcclons are unable to
pay promptly, but those who are confirmed * dead beats and who
abonud in every locality. Sometimes the irate dend beat goes in
for a fight, and the collector may be bounced. In that case another
and larger collector takes up. the case.
