V. And be it enacted, That every Law or Ordinance to be made by 
the said Governor, with such Advice and Consent as aforesaid, shall, 
before the passing or Enactment thereof, be published at length in 
the public Gazette of the said Province of LOII'er Canada, and that 
no such Law or Ordinance by which the Tenure of Land within the 
said Province, or any Part thereof, shall be altered or affected shall be 
passed or enacted by the said Governor, with such Ad\,lce and 
Consent as aforesaid, until the Expiration of Thirty Days from the 
Date of such Publication. 

VI. And be it enacted, That for the Purposes of this Act the 
Person authorized to execute the Commission of Governor of the 
Province of LOll'cr Canada shall be taken to be the Governor 
thereof. 

VII. And be it enacted, That this Act may be amended or repealed 
by any Act to be passed during the present Session of Parliament. 
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
