The Report of the Select Committee appointed to examine
the condition of the bridge passing over the river Rouge, on
lot No. 5, in the 3rd concession of the Township of Scar-
borough, and to report the result of said examination to the
said Council, at its meeting to be held on the 29th May, 1865 :

Ist. Your committee beg leave to report as follows: That
in discharge of their duty they met at the bridge named in
their commission, on Saturday afternoon, the 27th May, 1865,
and on close inspection found said bridge in a state of great
dilapidation, so much so as to render it exceedingly dangerous
for a loaded team to pass over the same.

2nd. Your committee observed said bridge to be composed
entirely of timber, put together in the form of tressels, or bents,
extending over a distance of 230 feet, or thereabouts. The
part of said bridge immediately spanning the river is in a tol-
erable state of repair, having been repaired within the last few
years. Such portion covers a distanee of about 50 feet. The
residue of said bridge, measuring something over 180 feet,
extends from the north side of the river, over a ravine or val-
ley, together with a small creek, to the northerly bank of said
ravine, thus making the entire bridge. This portion of the
bridge is in a most shattered state, owing to most of the mud
sills, many of the post-girts, braces, string-pieces, planks;
(indeed most all of the planks) being in a completely rotten
condition, so as to be entirely worthless for any purpose what-
ever, A great many of the braces which constitute the princi-
pal support of the structure, are not in their places. Many of
the posts are now much out of perpendicular—a circumstance
caused by the decay of the mud sills, posts, girts,and braces, and
therefore may at any time, under any sudden impulse, entirely
give way. Such a state of things must obviously necessitate
immediate reparation or reconstruction..
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3. Your Committee would respectfully suggest that to repair
afier the mode employed in the present structure, would be a
waste of money, and attended by heavy expenditure to be
repeated at short intervals, with no permanent effect.

Your Committee would therefore- advise in the matter the -
following course :—First, that the portion of the present bridge,
immediately spanning the river, be allowed to remain undis-
turbed for the present, as with a little, almost inexpensive
adjustment, it may serve a useful purpose for some time to
come.

4. Your Committee would also recommend that a competent
person be employed by the Council to form a plan and speci-
fications, neccssary to the repair of said bridge ; and that the
sum of four hundred dollars be appropriated by your Couneil,
for the purpose of repairing the same, to be expended by
Messrs. John Coxworth, William Helliwell, and Stephen
Closson, commissioners for that purpose.

DEar SiR,

In reference to the question submitted to us, under your
direction, by Mr. Closson, one of the commissioners appointed
by the township council for expending certain moneys in
repair of roads, &c., we have examined the deed of Messrs
Eaton & Peters to the township and accompanying plan
When Mr. Closson spoke to us on the subject, we were under
the impression that Mr, Gorrie, the present possessor of lot No.
5, in the 3rd concession, had acquired his title from Mr, Eaton
subsequently to the deed from Mr. Eaton to the corporation ;
and DMr, Closson was also under that impression. We have
since made a search at the Registry Office, and find that the
mortgage from Eaton to Gorrie, and under which partially his
title is derived, bears date a few weeks prior to the deed from
Eaton to the township, and was duly registered, and that nei-
ther it nor the deed of release of the equity of redemption after-
wards obtained by Mr. Gorrie from Eaton’s assigns, makes
any reservation or mention of the road. Under these circum-
stances, we fear that the deed to the municipal corporation
would not be held a good grant as against Gorrie’s title, but
that the character ot the road as a highway would have to be
established by facts independently of the grant. The Munici-
pal Act (C.8.U.C. ch. 54, sec. 313,) defines what shall be
deemed a public highway. It is there provided, amongst
other things, that all roads whereon the public money has
been expended for opening the same, or whereon the statute
labour has been usually performed, shall be deemed common
and public highways. We understand that public money was
expended, and statute labour usually perfermed, on this road.
We think, therefore, that it must be deemed a highway to the
extent and width actually travelled and used as a road; but
as it is in parts not enclosed by any fence, and in other parts
feflced in only to the width of about twenty feet, we are in-
clined to the opinion that the right of a public highway could
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only be successfully asserted as against Gorrie, to the extent
actually enclosed or travelled as a road, and not to the full
width contemplated by the grant. The consequence is that, in
our opinion, the Municipal Corporation and the contractors for
repair of the Rouge bridge on the road would, in strict law, be
wrong-doers in taking sand or gravel outside of the fence or the
actual line of travelled road where not fenced.

As, however, it seems a matter of great urgency, and even
of necessity for the public interests, that the gravel for filling
in at the ends of the bridge should be obtained at once, and as
it can only be (in accordance with the contract entered into)
outside of the limits described in the grant, and as, at the
worst, any damages Mr. Gorrie could recover would probably
be very trifling, we think it would be well, perhaps, should
the Municipal Council think proper, under the circumstances,
to proceed with the work as if the grant of the road were in
all respects valid, even at the risk of being subjected to a
small measure of damages. And we would advise the Council
without delay to take the necessary steps under the Municipal
Act, to have the road, as described in the grant, established by
By.Law as a public highway, and so remove any question on
the subject in future.

We have examined the mortgage from Edward Wheler and
wife to the Corporation of the Township of Scarborough, dated
41k February, 1857, securing the sum of £825, loaned to Mr.
Wheler by the Township out of moneys derived from ¢ The
Upper Canada Municipalities Fund.”” We und('arstand that
no By-Law was passed by the Township relative to these
moneys, but that they have been all along set apart and appro-
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priated for educational purposes by the Township Council
according to the Clergy Reserve Act (C.8.C. ch. 25, sec. 11),
we think a by-law should have been passed defining the pur-
pose for which these moneys and the proceeds from invest-
ments should be applied, and then the investments should
have been made in the purchase of debentures mentioned in
the act, and not by mortgage on real estate. And we are
inclined to think that, for these reasons, the members of the
council who authorized this loan would be liable to the corpo-
ration for any loss that might arise from insufficiency of the
security. But we are not prepared to say that the mortgage
would have been held, even under the act of the Consolidated
Statutes, invalid ; on the contrary, we think that, at all events,
the covenant for the payment of the money could have been
enforced by action against Wheler, and possibly the security
on the land also, though considerable doubt may exist on this
latter point. However that may be, we are strongly of opinion
that the morlgage is made valid by the Act of 1863, ch. 17,s. 2.
This act seems to contemplate that when mortgages mature,
the money should be invested in other like securities. As the
mortgage in question is now past due, and as Mr. Wheler
seems unable or unwilling to pay, and as the sum is large to
be outstanding on the secuarity of one hundred acres of land,
we would advise the Council to take steps without delay to
have the amount realized, by a bill in Chancery for a sale of
the lands.

The Act of 1863 requires that the moneys for the Upper
Canada Municipalities Fund should be set apart by by-law.
As this has not been done by your corporation (though we
understand that it has been set apart and appropriated by
resolution of the council). We would also advise that a by-law
be at once passed reciting the purpose for which these moneys
have been set apart, and defining the purposes for which the
moneys and their proceeds are to be continued to be held and
appropriated in accordance with the act.
