Brockvillc, aod ::.er a Discourse delivered by tile Rev. Robert 
Lyle, A. lU. the Presbytery being constituted by prayer, by the 
Rev. William Smart, ~Jo~eliltor, they proceeded to iJusines!, and 
continued their .<1ehberations un the two succeeding oays, during 
which ma:ters of great interest and importance came under con­
sideration.

religious and moral sentiments, tbrough the medium qf periodical 
publications, as a subject of great impoIt"r..c~ to the prosperity of 
the Churches under tbeir carc. and 11lQ increale of religion in the 
Province. 

2. That the Presbytery agree to support "The Canadian 
Watcbman," and ttl recommeild to all their fl'i£nds, (0 give it every 
encoora"erncnt in their pOlVer, on the condition, (hat it advocates 
the rcr~lre'l principle. of the presbytery, as expressed in the' 
We,(min;ter Confession of Faith-in tbe hope that it will pro've 
useful. in promoting the interests of religion in general and)llat of 
the Presbyterian C!nn-ch in particular. 

The Pre,bytery then took up tbe subject of Missions. They 
deeply regret, th,t, notwilh.tandin~ the numerous pressin:; appli­
cations for l'r~achiog. they have so few labourer3 at th£il' disposal. 
Tbey are unalJle fully to supply the wants of tbe people, but to 
afford every a~sistance in tbeir pOlVer, it Wn3 

Itesolved,-That two or more of tho ministers of this Presbytery. 
be employed as Missionariei for a li~jted period, during.~h!s sum­
mer; and that the Members of thlq Presbytery. be enJoLDed to 
make pro<:,iiln, by taking up collections or otherwise, tor defray­
ing the expeccea (If the 1':10: and presellt mis;iQDs, 
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to supply the maoy congregations, that have)ut themselves under 
their care-it was, 

Re.o(ved,-That tbe Rev'd Messrs. IIfcDoll'alI, S~~rt, and ~. 
Bell, be a Committee to prepare an address, to the rehglous public 
01 Great Britain, directing their attention to Upper ~anada~ BS ~ very 
important field for IIllssionary labours, and requeshng thelf aid and 
co-operation in the views and objects of this Presbytery and espe­
cially in sending some able anJ devoted Missionaries ..

While we mo;t heartilJ' rejDice in the exertions of Bible aDd Mis­
o!onary Socie'ies for the conversion of the He,:thens, and give glory 

J God for the signal eU:C8" attending their e!forts, we have' mingled 
3'rs wilh our joy, when amid,t the nnmerODS ohjects embraced by 
~hristi"o philanthropy, the British Colony of Upper Canada has 
een so moch overlooked. We are the only l' resbytel y ill the 
'rovincl', aDd have at present fi:leen ministers belonging to our 
)dy, ellcn of whom preaches to from two to six or eight coogre­
,tions, not only on the S"bbath but through tbe week. We ha~e 
:iginally belonged to diITerent denominations of Presbyterians in
