district of country of which Chatham is the geographical as well 
as commercial centre, is more immediately the County of Kent-of 
which Chatham is the County seat-but practical:y a great portion 

of the territory comprised in till' three fine Counties of Essex, Kent and 
Lambton, which formed the old judicial Western District prior to 1850. 

The geographical location of this di5trict is at the extreme south-western 
end of the Ontario peninsula, and is the most southerly point in the Dominion 
of Canada. It position is well defined by the accompanying map; its advan· 
tages, climatically and commercially, bei~g clearly apparent. 

Topographically, with the exception of the ridge. formation prevailing in 
several of the Townships of Lake Erie, this district is a level plain with only 
sufficient slope towards the west to insure drainage, and contains an area of 
1,690,126 acres, and within the narrower limits of Kent County an area of 
about 580,000 acres, * ot which about 570,000 acres are improved and aosessed, 
and forms one of the finest stretches of fertile, agricultural land, unsurpassed 
either in the Dominion or the United States-excepting, perhaps, a few rare 
and peculiarly favored localities, 

The County of Kent, to which remarks will be more particularly con­
fined, dates its existence as a County from 179:l, when, with the County of 
Essex, it formed part of the Western District, hitherto known as "Hesse"­
one of the four divisions intt> which Lord Dorchester had divided the upper 
country, and which at first included a great portion of Western Ontario and 
the State of Michigan. In 1791:l the district was limited to the present area 
of the Counties above named. They had little practical jurisdiction apart 
from the District until the Municipal Act of 1849 (12 Vic., cap. 78), which 
came in force 1st Jan'y, 1850, abolished Districts and gave municipal powers 
and autonomy not only to Counties, but to the Townships forming them. 
Until 1850 Kent included all the territory of the present County of Lambton, 
whbh was then established a5 a separate municipality-attached to Kent for 
judicial purposes, and afterwards to Essex, until it assumed all the dignity of 

an independent County in 1854.

The opportunities for undertaking the first are now amply l1yailable, r nder 
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the Drainage Act, at a cost considerably exceeding one million do.lars, large 
open drains ramify every Township, reaching all the low lands, drawing off all 
the surplus waters and affording convenient outlets for farm drains. With a 
soil that has stood fifteen to twenty years cropping without apparent deteri­
oration or loss of producing power, enterprise, capital and labor are the only 
requisites for the second. 

The chief industries connected with the agricultural interests of the 
County are: Stock raising, cheese and butter making, f~uit drying and pres­
erving, and pickling, all of which are now carried on more or less extensivtly. 

Sfock raising, although already attaining considerable proportions, is yet 
in its infancy, and the inducements for engaging in this most profitable indus­
try are most inviting. The (l~ality of the stock is improving wonderfully, and 
herds of fine cattle and pens of choice pigs and sheep, are to be found in all 
sections of the County. It is almost superflous to refer to the great herd of 
pure Polled Angus of the Geary Bros. at Bothwell-hundreds in number-and 
within the next decade few animals will be found which do not show more or 
less breeding. As it is, the excellent shipping facilities secure active compe­
tition and create a ready demand, at fair prices, at the farmer's door. The 
bush and meadow lands, and the rich prairies which extend over a consider­
able area, afford excellent pasturp, while the corn fields provide the very best 
food for fattening hogs, thousands of which are raised and slaughtered every 
year-an important industry, for the prosecution of which few other localities 
have such advantages-a fact which intending settlers should not lose sight 
of when looking up locations.

A wrage of milk recluired to make a pound of 
cheese, lOt Ibs.; average return per cow, 19c. per day, or :328.44 for the sea-
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son; average price of cheese produced, slightly oyer 10:\c. per lb. Five fac­
tories, with 30:~ patrons furnishing milk, aggregated thf' milk of l,:~10 cows, 
producing 35,000 Ibs. of cheese. From this data some idea of the 'Iuantity of 
milk utilized hy the other ten factories may be arrived at 

The Butter product of the County in 188~ exceeded 70(\,000 Ibs., and at 
an average price of 12}c. to 15c. per )1,., would return :BH7,500 to $105,000 to 
our dairymen. This County oft"I'S a promising field for the development of 
the scientific creamery. 

The Chatham Pickling and Canning Factory is attainillg' large propor­
tions. This business is only beginning, but the Ilatural advantages of loca­
tion, the fine range of fruits and vegetahlps grown ill thf' County, the cheap 
female labor of our towns, the facility and economy with which the products 
can be placed in the country's markets, render it capable-under judicious 
management, and with a fail' inve~tment of capital-of great development. 
The report above referred to says ;-" The Counties of Kent and Ess!>x in 
many parts present the appearance of a vast fruit garden. * * The soil 
and temperature of the County of Kent is unsurpassf'd for flUit growing." 
The estimatf'd apple crcp of 1885 is :~5,000 barrels. 

No better proof of the richness of tl,,· !tgricultural resources of the local· 
ity can he adduced than a reference to the shipping returns. In 181'+-;; the 
estimate of the produce dealers puts tlw shipment of wheat from the County 
at 1,200,000 bushels, of which the g'I'Put(·1' portion was in the shape of 250,-
000 barrels of flour; 100,000 bushels barley; 250,000 Imohels beans; 150,-
000 bush"ls corn; 500,000 bushels oats; 25,000 bushels cloveI' seed; 15,000 
hogs, or about 3,000,000 I\'s.; 5,000 lllS. of dead poultry; 500,000 dozens of 
eggs; besidf's large shipment,; of buckwheat, rye, dressed meat, tons of hutter 
and cheese, hundreds of cars of horses and live stock, numerous crates of grapes 
and peaches, hundreds of barrels of fish and other products Until the alter­
ation of the U. S. tariff a few years ago destroyed the industry, 100,000 bush­
els of malt were exported annually. Over 30,000 barrels of apples will be 
shipped this season. and probably 1000 tons of hay. In 18K.! ;\11'. D. K. ;\Ic­
Naughton alone shipped from Chatham fifty car loads of eggs, each car con­
taining 130 barrel~ and each barrel 70 dozen, or O\'er 6,000,000 eggs. Over 
30,000 muskrat skins were shipped by ;\Iessrs. Tighe & Stringer of Chatham, 
besides several thousands of racoon, fox and other skins and furs. 

The local markets for all agricultural products are many and good, and 
the prices obtained as satisfactory as at any other point in Canada consider­
ing the geographical position. Tndeed, rarely do local quotations differ more 
than a few cents from those of Toronto. This result is due to the superior 
shipping facilities afforded by the two great railway lines running through the 
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County, and the Dlany ports on lak" and l'iH'r,s. alHl 11101'1' <,specially to tlw

Fisheries of the locality form one of the most valuable of the natu­
ral resources, and is an industry of considerable extent and importance, The

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Lambton (Port Franks and Elarton) and Goderich salt in 1884, was i8&c. per 
barrel. Moulding sand of a fair quality is found in Harwich and Howard 
alvng the River Thames, which, besides supplying the Chatham and other 
local foundries, is occasionally shipped to Detroit and Toledo. 

The climate is an exceptionally fine one, the winters being comparatively 
short, moderate, crisp and clear, and the summers long, warm and pleasant. 
Snow seldom falls, in sufficient quantity to lie, until December, and save an 
occasional "November bluster" in the latter part of that month, fine sunny 
weather often continues till Christmas. The heat of July and August is 
greatly modified by gentle winds from the surrounding lakes. Seeding begins 
from the 1st to the 15th of April-often much earlier. Clover cutting com 
mences in the last two weeks of June, and the wheat harvest immediately 
after. Corn husking is continued through October and November; fall plow­
ing often long into the winter. 

The Hygiene of the County is most satisfactory, the death rate being be­
low the Provincial average. No zymotic diseases prevail and practically all 
parts of the County are healthy. It is a delusion which should be eradicated 
from the public mind that the district is subject to malarial diseases, for such 
are 1'0w almost unknown It is true that fever and ague were more or less 
prevahmt twenty years ago, as in Illany other parts of Ontario whm drainage 
was in its infancy, and when the incoming settlers first exposed the deep, rich 
vegetable mould to the atmosphere-a cause as prolific of malaria in the dry, 
rolling uplands of the Western prairies as on the plains of Kent. But these 
days are past, and probably no County in the Province is so free from stag­
nant water, and the di.eases arising therefrom as Kent. 

The internal communication and the railway and shipping facilities, con. 
necting with the outside world, are ample and efficient. Well drained and 
graded roads pass every farmer's door, and connect him with the thoroughfares 
leading to Chatham and the other towns and villages. The Grand Trunk and 
Canada Southern Railways, several miles apart, travelle the County from e~st 
to wpst, and the Erie & Huron from norlh to south. On all these lines are 
numerous stations, conveniently located, while along the lake shore and the 
Sydenham and Thames rivers are a score of ports accessible to the largest 
vessels. Daily stages connect the few points in the County not touched by 
the railways and steamboats. 

The Couuty of Kent contains 17 Municipalities, ten of which are Town-
ship or rural, viz., Camden, Chatham, Dover, Harwich, Howard, Orford, Ral­

The important matter of Education receives every consideration from 
the County, and the Public f-klwols, managed under the exc"llent system in­
stituted by the School Act of It;!:O, are in a most efficient condition. Each 
Township is divided into a series of seatiolls of an extent suitaLle for one 
school, and in each of these three Truste"s are elected annually to manage its 
affairs, including the levying of the rates for School support. The Schools 
are under the superintendence of two Inspeetors-for East and \V t'st Ridings 
respectively, who visit the schools periodically and n'IHJI"t to tl]t' County Coun­
cil. These r~l'nrts indicate ,t"ady progress both as regards illcrt"""d attend­
ance and efficiency. Exclusive of the schools in the Town of Chatham-which 
are under the supervision of a local Inspector, who reports directly to th ..

TIlf're Ilre now two H i,gh :-;chools in the County-one at Chatham, the 
other at Ridgetown. Owing to the separation of the Town the former has 
become t1w Chatham High Sehool, and will l"Pl"f'iv.· due attentioll under our 
sketch of the tOWII. The Ridgetown High 8chool is therefore the only County 
High School. According to thp last report of the Principal, Ii" pupils had 
been enrolled on the 1st of Jan'y, 1885, of which number 82 lived beyond the 
Municipality of Ridgetown. At the examinations for teachers in July, one 
obtained a first-class certificate, nine second-class, five third· class, nine inter­
mediate. One passed the matriculation eXlLmination in Arts at the Uninr· 
sity of Toronto, two the examination in ~redicille, and two in Law. The pro­
portioll of th::>se who pass"cl the second-class hlachers' examination was unus­
ually large. The"e art' now three teachers in this High School-a Principal, 
or Mathf'matical MastPI', a Classical Master (both University graduates), and 
an assistant Teacher. Gross income, say $~,OOO. Tpachers' salaries, about 
$;],400. 

The County Model School is located at Chatham, in which Public School 
Teachers, under the supervision of the Inspectors, are trained in the practical 
and most approved modes of teaching and conducting schools. 

Chltrches arp numerous and accessible to all. The Pastors and Mission 
aTies number about 100, of whom 12 belong to the Church of England, i to 
the Church of Rome, Ii to the Baptist, 1:i to the Preshyterian, 40 to the 
Methodist, and 12 to otllf'r Churches. The Chunh edifices in the rural sec­
tions are generally neat and substantial; those of the Villages and Towns, of 
elegant design and considerable proportions. Tn COl1l1E'ction with nearly all 
the Churches are \\'('11 organized and efficient :-;,,},),ath Schools, generally with 
tine Librarips attached. It may I,," of interlest to not,. till' fact that there 
were hut I ~ minist"rs ill K pnt in 11'.-,0, anel in IH:lO·I, only I. The names 
of the Illini.stp!"s alltl df'llOlI1illatiolls in 11';;0 WPl"!' as follows:

that has been made during the last fifty years.

CHATHAM. <hr lijM5··1S8ti. 
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CH'ATHAM. 

IT is gt'nprally believed that tht' settlt'ment of Chatbam began in and its 
history dates from 1820, when thp reputed pioneer, William Chrysler, locatpd 
himself within the limits. It had, however, an interesting existence long prior 
to that pt'riod. In thO' time of Governor Simcoe the site had been looked up­
on as It position of military importance. In his schemes for the colonization 
as well as the protection of the western country, it was to form a prominent 
post. It was to form a fortified stronghold in the line of the culonization 
and military road which was to run from Burlington Heights to Sandwich, 
and was also to form the angle at the junction of a lateral Ii II .. or road (now 
known as the CommunicatIOn Road), whi"h Dep.-Surveyol' Ahraham Iredell, 
through the Surveyor-Gpneral's office, was directed to run "as straight as 
possible to Point aux Pins, on Lake Erif', to ],p hereaftpr caliI'd the 'Land 
Uuard,' when' a position for a town is to he rt'servpd." The establishment of 
a dry dock harl lwpn uIHlpr consideration, and to further facilitate the settle­
mant and strengthpn the military positiun the navig-ation of t.he "Thames 
River l"'tw .... 11 thp forks at Chatham and th" forks at London," was to be 
made available. As early as 20th ~1a.", lin-the datt' of his report-Dep.­
Surveyor Patrick :\J,,~itr had mad .. tl!p necessary suney of the ri" .. r and de­
clared "t.he scheme practicable, with thp erpction of on(' or two locks." And 
in anticipation of a rPlwwal of hostiliti('s with the newly-tledged American 
Republic* the Military Reser"e, now the Tecumseh Park, had heen partially 
shorn of its timber, a stockaded hlock house t'rectf'd, a ship yard established, 
and SOllle 2!'i men-under builder Willialll Baker, the grandfather of William 
D. Eberts-employed in building gUll boats. III case of war these vessels 
were, according to sOllle authorities, to h" takC'n to Lake Erie by a callal to 
be cut from the Thames, hut this report IS prohably a misapplication of th .. 
true fact as recorded hy the :\lar'luis de la Rochefoucalt, at the time a guest 
of the Governor, that they were to he takell into Lake Ontario hy way of the 
Georgian Bay, Lak .. Simcoe, and artili"ial waterways then d .. tprmilled upon 

for construction.

able if e\'~n one of them Her left the sto('b, much 1"8S the river. Years after 
one or more of them lay rotting and Il1culdering into dust amidst the brush 
and rank weeds on the river flat, in which condition they were ,mcountered 
by the late John Toll, of Troy Mills, whilst on a berrying excursion immed'i. 
ately before the war of 1812, who was informed by his well posted boy com· 
panions that they were" Bpker's boats." And this fact is corroborated by a 
nonogenarian and soldier of the war of 1812-Daniel Fields, of Harwich­
who adds that the settlers hurned and destroyed portions thereof for the pur. 
pose of securing the iron-then a'1 extremely scarce and dear commodity­
used in their construction. 

The position chosen for the ship yard was the river flat on the }I iJit:cry Re· 
serve, at a point nearly opposite what is now the foot of Y idol'ia avenue, and 
between the two old trees still standing. The buildings stood on the high 
bank imTn!'diat!'ly al,oY!'. or between the riwr and the site of the old barracks 
-about the location of the hand stand-and consisted of a hlock house llUilt 
of logs, used as a storeroom, sleeping apartments and fort, if occasion required 
it. One or two guns wer.' mounted therein, with which UO\'ernor Simcoe, 
when on his famous western tour, was saluted as lw sailed into v'ew by way 
of the riTeI'. Th" saw·pits were also erected on the flats, dOl'I.tless with the 
ohj!'ct of facilitating the skiddin.c: of th,' timher-which was all hand·sawed­
from th" Ipwl. In 17!)lj, :!:l workmen were eltlploypd in tht· yard, the orig· 
inal pay.roll of whom reads: 

".We whose names aI''' hereunto sl1l"niIJf(1 do hereby acknowledge to have 
receIved of Richard Barn Tick.·lI, Es({uirt', Dep'ty Paymaster Gen'l, the sums 
of money cpposit" our names, IlPing in full for our st'nices, having been em­
ployed the number of days opposite our names in sundry works carried on at 
Chatham, on the River Thames, bet\,'een the 25th December, 179+, and 24th 
March, 179.'i, inclusive; signing two receipts of this tenor and date.

Procto)' had IJrOllliserl the Indians he 
would make a stand and tight for their homes and ,-illagt's, allel fr01ll whence 
it was with ditlieulty the British otlk~)', could illduce thellJ tu rdire farther 
up the river, It was there that their rear ,~uard, 011 the n)ol'llill,~ of the Hh, 
remained to destroy thl: bridge and lJUl'll Bak.tr's !'Iock house with its stores, 
and check the advance of the Americans, UpOIl whom they opened tire, killillg 
three or four and wounding se\-eral others, sOl1Jewlll'rt' about the corner of 
King and Fifth streets, and the site of the Merchants Bank: and there at the 
same time they left on tl)(' said "Point" two of their IIU1l1),,,r (olle a chief) to 
receive teillporary bUl'ial at the hands of sYlllpathizing settlers, alld afterwards 
a more permanent one IJ}' the Indians themselyes at a spot near D. R. Van· 
Allen's residellce, and where, SOllie years aft .. )', a now old and )'espeeted towns­

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H ere also, on the historic Park point, about and prior to the year It120, 
were buried some of the early settlers. Amongst others, Paddy Robinson, 
who was killed at an "xtempore hoI's" race gotten up by the I·lectors at one of 
the earlier political eliTtilllls, and whose brllised body lay unburied until the 
drunken and callous electors sobered Slltiicifmtly to partly carry alld partly 
(trag it, with the assistance of an Indian pony, across the rllde log bridge to 
the place of sepulchre; one Samh Qllant, wif.· of old Jacob Qllallt, a yictim of 
intemperunce and nf1glect, and whose ruined life departed in absolut<· wantt; 
another, the son of Strobach, the Dutchman, who was drowned in the creek 
near by; and particlliarly of Maria, a daughter of the said ~trl)l",ck, and her 
two children-a maid who loved well but unwisely, and who lost her life in 
giving birth to two pledges of misplaced affection; and there is little doubt 
but that the bonl's of the children and the woman lately found lJy the llIen en­
gaged in sloping away the bank at the "Point," which years ago was less in­
lalld, are those of this woman and her children, and not, as has been supposed, 

of Indians. 

Opposite, on the site of the Mel'challts Bank, the spot is little less rich 
in early reminiscences. Then, and long afterwards, it was a beautiful grove 
of fine maples, and the resort upon all occasions of a politica: or festive Jhar­
acter Here, prior to thf' erection of St. Paul's Church, missionaries occasion­
ally held di "ine senic, for the benefit of the hOI se-racing settlers, and where 
at the same time they administered the sacrament to and christened the little 
olive branches of the more God fearing. Here, under their grateful shade, 
Indians resorted to trade-and, on sOllie occasions, at least, to receive their 
annual Government prpsents; and the "linn"" made loye to his dusky forest 
l:!elle; or, what is more likely, bawled in hideous howls over interdicted corn 
whisky, which was sold to hilll under th ... J ustice's nose. And here, too, at a 
particular spot near a thorn trl'e, took place the polling at the earlier political 
electiolls-then a six days' matter. The poll WetS held here when Joshua 
Cornwall was I·leeted-a gentlt'man known as the "silent member," having 
new'r ],PI'I\ able to make a speech or address the Assemhly; as well as when 
i\I)', :\ld~)'egor was returned. On that occasion a bowel' was erected for Me 
Gregor's comfort and convenience by the late Philip Toll, the father of Col. 
Toll, where the "free and independent," then fearless of disqualifications and 
election trials, recorded their yotes by open word of mouth and imbibed to

their heart's content the whiskey supplied by thei·r favorite candidates. In" 
deed he was no candidate who could or would not provide a free lunch or a 
barrel of the,ever-present liquor on the ground; and at the election of 1828 
J os. Eberts, the father of W m. Eberts, spread out on behalf of Birczey, his 
favorite (and the successful) candidate, a fr~e entertainment. Another can­
didate (Gordon), grateful for the liberal support he had received, promitsed 
the settlers that he would send them a supply of salt and harrow teeth then 
sadly wanted in the settlement at the time; and he kept his word, but 
charged $:!O per barrel for the salt, and $1 each for the harrow teeth. An­
other candidate, hilarious with the copious swigs at his own whiskey barrel, 
in a tussel with a Lrawny and afterwards prominent yeoman of down-the­
river-settlement, rolled down the steep bank in loving (1) embrace, and only 
escaped a sound sousing by coming in contact with an old stump at the 
bottom. 

From the de'lth of Abram Iredell until William Chrysler's advent in 1820, 
Chatham appears to have been practically abandoned, if we except the annual 
muster and drill of the Kent Militia, which took place on King George's DaY' 
(June 4). Then the yeomen, each bringing on his horse (if he had one) in 
front of him a bundle of scutched hemp with which to meet expenses-social 
or otherwise-in lieu of money, would meet upon the Military Reserve and 
go through the manreuvres of the awkward squad drill, a farce which, under a 
much later regime, seemed especially designed to show off the handsome (1) 
forms of the officers and their tailors' handiwork, and to unnecessarily depJ;ive 
the soldier citizens of a holiday; also the fact that a bridge was· erected OTer 
the creek on William street. But this is true only of its original survey and 
limits. A settlement had already been effected on its eastern boundary, 
along the creek, on Lot :N o. 3, Harwich. 

There, as early as 1792, one Thomas Clarke, then of Dover town.hip, had 
located himself and had already prill ared the wooden material for the erection 
of a grist mill on McGregor's Creek, then called after himself, •. Ciarke'l 
Creek." When the mill first ~,egan operations, is not exactly known; lome 
even question if it, as first erected, ever ran at all. But be this as it may; 
one was running, so says Christopher Arnold, before his father's mill, which 
was in operation in 1800, and he thinks in 1797, and th., Clarke frarue mUlt 
have been erected not later than 1795, "as Gov. Simcoe, who saw it, refera to 
it in some of his let,ers as a mOlt peculiar and unique affair, and truly it wal!. 
Square in form, it was built of hewn logs, which had· been pr~vioully pr,e­
pared, but left, as worked, in 1;heir original lengthl. At the erection, which 
was effected by the usual" bee" and whiskey, the settlers-amongst whom 
wall S~outr~l Arnold -Qommenced to trim QIf the ends in proper length. 
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which Clarke obsening, said, "Never mind, boys; let thelll hang over at the 
rear corners." This plan was followed for several courses, but mi~chief get­
ting into their heads, no doubt superinduced by copious drinks of whiskey, 
the " boys" commenced to hang the tail butts on all sides, easy-going" Tom" 
laughingly joining in the freak. And the completed mill was no improvement 
-being little better than a shell composed of the saId frame of logs, a roof 
thatched with bark laid on poles, and a floor upon which rested the stones 
aud simple machinery and lay in dirty heaps the grain aIld meal, through 
which squirrels and other animals scampered at their sweet will. 

Tom Clarke was a character, and for many years was by his great size and 
with hie No. 12, 12-lb iron nobbed shoes and 5-foot cane, a better known 
person than anyone in the county. He was particularly so to the women, 
whose meagre and hard· earned tea caddies sadly suffered by the five or six 
cups of that beverage which he indulged in (when he could get it) at a sitting, 
when on his frequent visiting tours, Tom having a peculiar weakness for tea 
and small talk. Indeed this middle-aged feminine peculiarity at times inter­
fered so seriously with household arrangements that' a desperate woman set 
hili long stick- at one time it was a long rifle barrel-outside the door, inti­
mating at same time the fact, a hint which Tom took in good part and left, 
as he did always subsequently, for this effective recipe soon spread abroad. 
Tom, however, never brooked insults respecting his person, particularly his 
pedal peculiarities ,: and he never after entered the door of an esteemed friend 
-Mrs. Isaac Dolsen, of Dover-when he found her olive branches early one 
morning weighing his enormous shoes. 

Early in the present century the mill and property fell into the hands of 
John MeGregor, of Sandwich-thus the change of name-it is said by some, 
by unfair means, for Tom becoming indebted to the former was thrown into 
Sandwich gaol-then a common occurrence to debtors. At all events, a new 
mill was erected about 1808, a little higher up stream (the former being built 
at "Little Creek" mouth) and run under McGregor's management until it 
was burned down under the war exigencies of 1S12, by the retreating Indians 
to prevent it falling into the hands of the Americans. Here, in attempting 
the passage of the mill dam, several Americans and some horses were killed 
on the same eventful 4th of October, the body of one of the fallen men being 
found a year afterwards by Col. Toll, of Raleigh, and a boy companion,much 
to their horror, as th~ were hunting squirrels in the bush near by. The 
body had been laid alongside of a log and covered with brush. 

McGregor again rebuilt the mill in ISIS, this time lower down the creek 
on the east bank of the mouth of Little Creek, the contractor being one 
Scott, who was also some years miller, and in connection with a store' 'hich 
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was shortly afterwards established under the superintendance of his son 
Duncan, who about this time put in a first appearance of a long Chatham 
residence, ran it for many years, the "Mills" becoming quite a business 
centre and practically monopolizing not only the traffic pertaining to, but 
even the name of Chatham, until well in the eighteen thirties. It was at 
" McGregor's," or the" Chatham ;\Iills" as they latterly became to be called, 
where Israel Evans, Senr., and his family, including Israel, Junr., the well 
known Inspector of Licenses, who is now the oldest living settler, first put in 
appearance in 1826. 

McGregor was a character, and a shrewd one too. In spite of social and 
drinking habits-which were common to many and of repute-he never lost 
sight of the Scotch characteristics of lookillg after Number One. When 
upon one of his extended "isits to the mills, which he at intervals made, he 
loved nothing better, whilst the grist was grinding, than to sit over a jug of 
whiskey, which was always welcome to his customers, tellin~ stories; and if 
he could succeed in maki~g them "foo" his merry eyes expressed the pleasure. 
He enjoyed the marrying of couples who came far and near, through bog and 
bush, to secure his services-and they were alway~ sure of a welcome. In 
present times his habits (and others then) would not meet the approval of 
temperance peop~e. Be cared little for the outward forms of religion, 
although at one time, after a sickness, he was induced to have a marriage 
ceremony pprformed by a MinistE'r of the Gospel, and as well, his children 
baptized; for the original of the first was of somewhat doubtful a charaJter, 

and the latter never before performed. But he was nevertheless liked; was 
kin' liberal; and the people of Kent chose him thrice for their representa­

tive in Parliament. 

Meanwhile, in 1820, William Chrysler, or "Will," as he was familiarly 
called, who had been immediately before located at "Dolson's," in Dover, 
where, in 1819, working on shares he raised wheat to the amount of 686 
bushels, pitched his camp in thc' limits of Chatham, on the river fiat, Block 
C, on the spot now occupied a$ Dr. Holmes' residence, and began clearing the 
land above and below him. In evidence of his successful efforts and of the 
rich character of the soil, he raised in IS2:J no less than 2,000 lbs. of tobacco 
upon an acre of ground. Here he erected a log house on a spot somewhere 
between the Doctor's new house and the river bank; and a few years after­
wards his son Henry (the late Collector of Taxes) built another log shanty 
some where between the first-mentioned log house and the lawn of :.vIr. Jarvis, 
as, also, a blacksmith shop hetween the second log house and the street-the 
shop showing in ~l. Burwell's llla], of 1823, as standing partly on the lot and 

partly on the street. 
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A few years after.the lot fell into the hands of one Harvey, who built 
thereon one of the first frame. houses ever erected in Chatham, and which, all 
the kitchen portion of the Doctor's old house, remained, until removed (to 
make way for the present building) to the east side of Queen street where, 
opposite th~ R. C. Church and forming the fourth house from the corner, it 

. ·still presents a youthful appearance. 

The same year in which William Chrysll'r made his deuut on the Chatham 
plat, arose heavenwards St. Paul's Church on Gaol street, the first erected in 
the county, a neat wooden structure which for over 50 years formed an inter­
esting landmark in the rather limited river landscape, and its simple spire a 
suggestivp pointer to that upward and onward for the thoughtless and care­
less settlers. Bumed down in :'IIal'ch, 1869, the site only of this once inter 
esting and sacred relic remains, which, moreover, is the little ancient God's 
Acre at the east end of Gaol street, where lies the dust and ashes of the 
ancient and early settlers-a spot, let it be known, whoever may be to blame, 
-that is in sad neglect-kept in shameful ordp.r.· Erected by subscription, 
the following is a copy of the original subscription list: 

"We, the undersigned subscribers, promise to deliver Flour, \Vheat and 
Oorn to the amount of th" sums atlixed to our names, at the current price of 
this"River, on or before 'the First day of .June next, to be delivered at 
Messrs. Arnold's mill, John Dolsen, Esq., or Chatham Mills, which sums of 
money and produce are to be applied towards erecting an Episcopal Church 
in the Town of Chatham.

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In the same lot and hurying ground, on tllP N.~E. corner, near where the 
sacrilegioua hands of the E. & H. Railway have removed a portion of the 
consecrated soil, perhaps the ashes of the dead, to form their road bed, was 
e;ected in the year 18211 following, a parsonage, the timber for which was 
contracted hy John Rin', ~pnr., the memorandum of the agreement, which 
was dated 16th June, I":!.>, reading: 

"Rice is to get timl,er for a frallle house 011 Lot 12 in the Towl, of Chat~ 
ham for 4d., York currency, per foot, (eighteen by twenty feet) say 11>'1 .. 
feet, and have it completed hy the month of September next ensuing, payable 
in wheat, floul' or merchandisp. And he (Rice) further agrf'es to frame said 
house, for twenty dollars, in a workmanlike mallllPl'." 

"This frame was given to the p:lrsonage at Chatham-John Dolsen." 
The following year, or in the next two or three years, Chrysler received 

neighhor; and hrother settlers in the persons of John Hooper, Senr., and 
Peter Jot, who located themsel ves-the former at least-on Gaol street; 
and in or ahout 1824~25 several other settl~rs put in an appearance, adding 
strength to their scanty numhers and laying claim to village recognition by 
the erection of other rude dwellings. One Sharp built a ""all log house or 
shop near the top of the ri"er bank, on the lot now occupied hy the Eberts 
building. P. P. Lacroix, who succeeded him, huilt another kg huilding shortly 
after, but nearer to King street. A log shanty was also erected on the bank 
of the river near what is now the upper end of the Rallki~l warehouse. 

An interval of a few years hrought additional settlers, and saw the erection 
of other log shanties, particularly two or three on the creek, at points Iwtwenn 
Hyslop and Ronald's machine shops and Aldis' mill-one, in especial, between 
the said mill and the Erie .(, Huron creek hridge, which was sometime occu~ 
pied by Myers Tevearce, and one where the stable of the Harvester Works 
now stands in which the late respected Matthew Liddy, Chief of Forests 
and Parks, 'lived for some years suhse'luently a somewhat primitive existence. 
Then arrived the family of Mr. Merriam, Senior, including the sons George, 
and Salem, the former being now the oldest settler, excepting Israel 
Evans. 

In 1830 was erected the pioneer store of Chatham, the first frame store at 
that, and a building of considerable pretensions, considering the time and 
place. It was built by Stephen Brock, a grain~buyer, who had previously 
been enaaaed in business at "McCrae's," in the lower river settlement, as it 
was the~ :alled, who first purchaspd the lot upon which it WitS erected-the 
lot where the Merchants Bank now stands. The building was subsequently 
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long occupied by William Eberts as part dwelling-house, part storehouse, and 
but a few years ago removed to make way for the Merchants' Bank, and may 
yet be observed in the more pretentious form of shops belonging to Mrs. R. 
O. ;\Iiller, on 5th street, nearly opposite Barfoot's Block-the old Post Office. 
It is somewhat remarkable; it is very satisfactory, that the spot on which 
the trade and commerce of Chatham-moreover, the shipping of Chatham::­
first began, should now be occupied by one of the chief financial institutions. 

About the same time the father of the late Capt. Smith opened out a store 
in a small log shanty on the :\Iarkct reserve just about where the Town Hall 
now stands, in which he sold liquors. Claude Cartier started probably the 
first tavern in Chatham, in a log house just in rear of the building now occu­
pied by the American Express, at the corner of King and Fourth streets, to 
which in after years was added a frame addition fronting on King street-a 
place of considerable repute in the ''::It''ge'' times and a great resort for the 
local uummers, and the huckskin faced trowsered yeomen of the lower settle­
ment, who frequented it to enjoy its somewhat fallous 3-cent drinks of corn 
whiskey and its 12~-cent meals; for note it, modern hotel keepers~ that 50c. 
per day covered the daily expense of the transient traveller. 

On the south-east corner of King and T;,ir,j streets, where the brick house 
now stands, stood Henry Chrysler's new ulacksmith shop. A blacksmith 
shop had a!so been erected on or near the Reserve at Coluorne street, the 
owner, a colored man, dying afterwards, in lil;3~. of cholera. Dr. McMu'len 
(subsequently Crown Lands Agent) had erected a log building on the site of 
the Garner House, which he afterwards sold to Israel Evans, Senr., who 
built an addition and carried on tavern under the name of "The Cross Keys," 
and where, in after years, was erected the well-known "Farmers' Exchange," 
so long under the management of the popular "Billy Dolsen," of the River 
View farm, Raleigh. And last, but not least, immediately opposite, on the 
spot now occupied by May's stove shop, was erected by the said Israel Evans 
the first Carding and (+r.tin mill- a hor,e-power mill at that-ever 
erected in Chathall and yirtually forming the pion eel' industry of the town. 

The first Public School was erected on the site of the present Central 
School, in 1831, the window frames of which were made by that veteran ser­
val't of the Town, the late Daniel Forsyth, and was opened the same fall 
under the able mastership of Norman L. Freeman, the father of :\lrs. John E. 
Brooke. It was a frame structure, and to make room for the present brick 
building in 1854, was removed to Slagg's old brewery, where, in later years, 
it served as a stable for Leith & Walker, Tanners, who were then located on 
what is now Thos. Sutherland's property, near the l+ClS Works. There had 
been several private schools, however, prior to its erection. One had been 

kept in II'edell's old llOuse, and another in Ohrysler's old house early in 1826,

There was one Church-St. Paul's, on Gaol stre~t-already referred to, but 
there was yet no established Pastor. An occasional visit from the Rev. Mr. 
Morley, a missionary, from ~:llld\\"id" or from an itinerant ~Iethodist 
Preacher, when Divine ,;';'>l'\'it',· was held, was up to this tim" the pxtent of 
spiritual advic~ afforded the somewhat car<"iess settlers. Henceforth, how­
ever, Mr. Morley l)peall'" pel'lllanently stationed. 

It was about this period, too, when the first interesting ceremony-an oc 
casion fruitful of results, and no doubt long a pink day in the calendar of the 
early female inhabitants of th" Chatham Plat. This was the marriage of 
Hpnry Chrysler, the pioneers son, the late long collector of taxes, to Miss 
Lenover, also of the "Chatham Plat," as Chatham was still so termed; for 
the first occasion, when a similar event took place when the place deserved 
the name of village, was, the marriage of William Dolson, above refrered to, 
to Miss Nancy Evans, a sist,,!, of the License Inspector, Israpl Evans. 

The village now grew apace, and the next few years saw the arrival of 
many of our oldest and most respected townsmen-Michael C Lenover, in 
1829-1830; David Pratt, in 1831 ;' Thos. }lcCrae and Daniel Forsyth. l:';:~~; 
Joseph Northwood, in 1833; and Henry VanAllen, James Reed, William 
Eberts, Henry Verrall, J as. and W m. Baxter, James Orr, pptpr Brown, VY lll. 
Cosgrave and others, in that and the following years. "-Ill. Eb .. rts may, in­
deed, be said to have been a resident many years l,,·fnn·, as he was brought 
up on the farm in North Chatham-the farm of BakE-I', the (:un Boat Builder 
where his father, Joseph Eherts, carried on a considerabl~ trade in storekeep­
ing, tavern-keeping, boating and ferrying. The population had now reachpd 
abo~t 300, a census being then taken by H'y Yerrall, at tilt" desire of th" 
principal men of the village. who, hy a hf\t subscription, provided the necess­
ary funds for the purpose. 

The appearance of the village at this time was not very prepossessing. 
King, the chief street, forming part of the London or Tecumseh road, was 
little better than a decent trail, full of holes and stumps, twisting along the 
bends of the riypr, and barely passabl~ fer the sta'!;e ~nd wheeled whicJps. 
\Yithin the town plot there was little clearing. Along the river hank as fur 
east as 4th street, the land was under cultivat.ion. Hd.Wf'(·ll 4th and 5th 
streets, on the river side, there was a sugar lmsh, with l~ss or more clearing; 
and the square on the north side comprised within King, \v(>llin.~t()n, .nth und 
4th streets-a common. The military ground was under crop, hanng IWPlI 

cleared since 1812-13; but, with the exception of a few other spots cleared 
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neal' th" market, there was littl" or nOlle other. Beyond 6th street, IJetween 
which and nth street it had formerlv ('rossed the ~reek, the road now trailed 
along the creek as far as William str('d, where it crossed; thence following 
the same to McGregor's Mills, crossing there I.ittle Creek, and then making 
through the hush to a point on the river near Delmage's old farm. The 
school lands were a dense bush, even up to 1840, and a large swamp lay along 
Wellington street near the school and in the nRighborhood of the churches, 
where, in wet times, the school children had to disport themselves along logs 
and rails to reach the former dry shod. Towards the G. T. t:ltation and east­
ward to the boundary, the land was a black ash swale. The banks of the 
Cn'"k from 5th to 6th street, if we except "Brocks' corner," was still a sugar 
maple bush, in the shade of which Indians tied their ponies and the settlers, 
their ox teams and horses. North Chatham was NON EST so far as the em­
loryo village WaS concerned; it Jay out of the pale of the prospective town, 
and its only occupant- if it had then one, was a colored man by .he name of 
Croucher. 

This Croucher was a peculiar genius an'd as queer a looking one. By some 
unfortunate disfigurement of his Ipgs, thl; lower portions-from the kneeil 
downwards spread out at an angle of 45 o. H" had located hims"lf on the 
flats, in the neighborhood of what is now the North American Hotel, where 
he kept pigs-some say, at the public expense-but which at any rate, he 
p"nned up at night from fear of the bears, which, were then boM and num€'I­
ous. One night he was awakened from sleep by a hideous squealing, and at 
onc" taking in th~ situation, seized his gun and bolted en deshabille for the pig 
pen Th0r(' he met Mr Bruill, standing erect with a porker tucked under 
his fO! e-arm, preparillg to ascend the er.closure. In this position so man­
like aad so cool it appeared to bE', that Croucher demanded, "what was he do­
ing thpre." A half hu man grow I and the steady elevation of the hrute's head 
and shoulders over the rails as he, man-like, clambered up, was the only re­
ply, and so upset and nonplussed Croucher as to its human or animal iden­
tity that, he dropped gun and fled, crying '·th" devil was stealing his pigs."-­
"The devil sure, was st£'aling his white pig." 

With the rise and progrpss of thp village industries, sprang up. and Chatham 
became early noted, as it became in later years, f"r particular lines of business 
-a place famous for steamship building. In 1828 the first steamhoat that 
ascended the waters of the Thames, was the "Argo," Capt. Burtis, of Wind­
sor, which made the trip on the lst of August of that year. But only two 
or three years later, a steamboat of Chatham construction had left the river, 
nanlf'ly the "Western," a vessel of some 50 tons and 25 H. P., which Duncan 

McGregor had converted out of the "Rob Roy," on the river fiats, immecli 
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ately below J udgil Bell's I'Psitit'Ill'I' about till' veal' 1,nO I I I' h h ' J" - , all( W lie e put 
on the route between Chatham and Amherstburo' II tl f II ' ~. 1 II' year 0 O~"lng, 01' 

at all events, not later than 1::;;1:3, was built at the same place the st"alll­
boat" Thames," a vessel of some 200 tons and ~O h. p, which afterwards 
became historically noted, and was run as a leading lake boat twt\\'eell Port 
Stauley and Bufl'alo, until hurned by the Rehels, at Willfh,,', in lR:l~. At 
the sametime, was also built the "Cynthia }[l'liregor." (III' "\'estel'lI) a\'pssel 
of 100 tons and -10 h. p., that ran on the Chatham and Amhersthur" route 
until also unfortunately hurnerl a few years after. But the 'teallIPI'~'f that 
period, was the "Emth"",,,,' a tine hU'gf' Yf'ssel of 1;'11 tons and -i:1 H, p" built 
by \Y. & \V Elwrh, in lR:l!I, at a poillt on the Orel>k ahout the foot of lith 
street; and which ran flJr many p""'" on the ('hathalll and lJ .. tl'Oit mute, 
On this favorite steamer many hundreds of th" oldl>!' anfl leadin,!,( settlers of 
the town and country first pntel'ed th, I'rllillty, Hot a fp\\, IIf thl"m having the 
fare withheld until able to recoup the genial and kind hearted Oaptain~ 
Walter Eberts-at some futurA period. So very larg'l and profitable was thp 
emigration and nthe]' travel and tl"l,tii" hy this boat at onp timt", that ill a 

few years the firm of \\'. ,\c \\', Ebf'rts, whil·h hafi f,PC!;JTl htlsilll>,' in a ven 

small wa.y, ill a small store on the site of th" prpsent hric·k huilding at thp 
corner of King and ~th street bridge, bf',came nn" of thl" lar~psL ",mlthi .. s( 

and most important concerlls in tht' ,,','st, 

In connection with the shipping int"rest of Chatham may I ... noticf'd tl ... 
fact that the tirst wharf ever erpcted thf'rein was built at this time by tlw 
said pioneer, Stephen Brock, assisted I,y WltI. gl,"l'ts, at thp ",ollth of tl ... 
Oreek and immf'diatf'ly in rear of th" M,'rel",,,t, Bank-for tlll'l'I' was then 
no bridge-where yet may be obst'rved "t \nw \\'at(>1' mark, olle of the o]'i,~i­
nal mud sills. It lllay surprise some tn learn that hereal,nllt was launch­
ed in 184:3, a large scow vessel called tilp ., ~'Iuare T""s," which had loePIL 

built partly in tht' yard in rear of, and partly in tllP stred along'sidl" of tl!P 
Royal Exchange Hotpl, the tirst Captain of the LTaft bejng ("'l,t, (;!'nrC!;,' 
Stringer, and tllP sub or second in command, Henry Vf'rrall, of Ht'r :\la,ipsty's 

Post office, and one of Chathalll's oldt'st inhalJitants. 
It will also be intt'resting' to notiep that the tirst I'psspl tn head the list of 

the merchant fleet of ChathaTll-"- small open or half decked vessel of some ,,0 
tons capacity, built 011 McKellar's flats, by Stp!,h,," Brock, tl... piollpl"!' 
merchant-some time about 18:l0, was the" Sans Pareil," and carried as passen­
gers on one of its tirst upward trips to Ohatham, the well known family of the 
late Mr, Apdrew, S€'nr" of Dover, who were landed in rE'ar of the :\fpre\HLlIts 
Bank, where, on the ri VPI' hank ;vr rs, AlHlrew and children remained the 
night whilst her liege lord, who had ,~OIlP ofl' to seek accommodation, got 

lost. 
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In ISn, Chauncey Beadle obtained of Parliamfmt a charter securing him 
the sole right for 21 years of running covered stages betwEen Queenston and 
Sandwich, conditional upon other things, a fare not to c'xceed three pence per 
mile; and one day in the following year, when a proprietary company had 
heen formed of which the late \Villiam }rel'rae, .:'of. P., and subsequeutly 
hi.,; son Thomas, the late Police Magistrate, were prominent members, the 
,. Kt.ag .. " cal'rying His Majesty's Royal }Iaii, entered the village of Ohatham. 
The arrival was heralded long in advance by the touting of His Majesty's 
horn-- -which it was compulsory upon all mail carriers, to carry and blow 
when vehicles obstructed the roadway, and when entering tov:ns and villages­
much to tllfl pleasure and satisfaction of the adult population, and to the 
amusement of thfJ small boys in particular. Indeed, the occasion was a red 
letter day in the early history of Chatham; for it must be remembered, it 
furnished not only the first and only suhstantial communication with the 
capital and outer world, but the means of providing a frequent mail service. 
Thc carriers of His Majesty's mail, were, in those days, "some pumpkins," 
and a story is told of a free and independent son of the heather who was 
made to apprt'ciate this fact. Seeing the stage approaching, and aware of the 
expected return by it of the Kent member of Parliament, as well as some 
other officials bound for Sandwich, he hailed the conveyance to stop by 
standing in the middle of the road and semaphoring with his arms. Succeed­
ing in stopping it, he began "speerin the noos' frae York" from the member 
for Kent, but was abruptly chocked off, to his astonishment, by that 
gE ntlemen threatening to arrest and punish him for daring to obstruct, as 
the illdignant M. P., who was a proud and cockey little rooster, termed it, 
"His Majesty's Royal Mail." Thunder struck at th~ take-back, the yeoman 
stood open mouthed, rooted to the spot until the stage had passed beyond 
some distance, when recovering himself and clawing his head, he uttered, 
" .'fa consciencf>, what an ado, and "'bat braw languidge a' aboot stoppin' a 
fool' horse theck~t cadger's cartie-the puir silly club-fitted l:ody, he'll be 
speerin' for a vote agen; I'se tell him he's stoppin' an' obstructin' a looyal 
""object of His Majesty. Mind ye that ma mannie," shaking a fist at the depar­
tim: vehICle, and starting off homewards at the double quick. 

One of the tirst .J ehus of the "stage" was the late .J ames Wilc_, of the 
Mineral ~prillg's farm, Raleigh, and long proprietor of the tavern of that 
name; and a popular driver he was said to be. Concutrent with the runn­
ing of the" stage" Chatham was honored by the establishment of a post office. 
Since IS20 or thereabout it had been kept at McCrae's, but was now lemond 
to, and located at ;\lcUrpgor's, or the Chatham ;UiIls, still under the name of 
the Raleigh P. O. and under the charge of Postmaster Duncan McGregor . 

.:'tleanwhil .. several industrial concerns had begun to appear. In 1831, 
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one Wedge, on behalf of Duncan McGregor, had established the pioneer 
"saw mill" at the" Chatham M'll " f I s, an un ortunate venture, for from repeat-
~d breaks .of the m~ll dam and damage done to tl ... lll:ll"hinely owiug to /lood", 
It was of htt.le service and so~n alnndoned. A prilIlitive tannery W," ,l!" •• ttillg 
under way m a log building at a point now located by what is known as th-e 
residence of Capt. Stringer, near the Malt House ]\1: :-;t"l"r", somewhaqater 
h'l.d erected anothar on the cri'ek, sOl1lawhere ahout the Harvester \Vorks~ 
The firot ste~m saw mill, huilt by Dunnll :'Ill'Grq,)l" at his ship yard on the 
river flats, opposite the Eberts farm house, opened it.s steam thrvttle ahout 
1834, the machinery for which was taken from the Wedge :\Iill on tit" creek 
And, particularly note it, ye thi"sty souls-Roger Smith, had erected a dis­
tillery on the north side of t~e creek, just east of Aldis' mill, on or ahout 
the year 1836, and where he, it is said, made good drink. Indeed, ill this 
very popular industry Duncan McGregor had anticipated him hy estahlish­
ing another at his mill on the river, in the main building of which, sul"e 
quently, one Clarke, a s'l.iJ.or, taught school, anrl instilled in the Y.Juthful 
minds of the "young idea" better spirits and of a ,\uality and kind that 
would have efrect, ano. be felt in the comlllunity long after those of ~Illith 

and McGregor had evaporated. 
Concurrent with the erection of McGregor's new steam mill in 18:3+, was 

built the first Chatham or lower Thames hridge that p\"pr crossed the latter 
stream-a mud sill structure constructed by the GovernlllAnt, under the 
superintendence of one Barber Its location was directly opposite and I 'etW"Pll 

the old ship yard and the farm buildings of the Eherts farm, the north ap­
proach road passing close by the old farm house, It stood but a few years 
when it was carried away by a flood; the interval between its destruction 
and the erection of the new and next bridge at the foot of William street, 
(which was also erp-cted by the Government, under contractor Henry Larned, 
at a cost of $8000), l:Ieing utilized by William Eberts, to his own advantage 
and to the public convenience, in establishing a floating bridge, which he had 
constructed out of "he timbers of the old concern. It was at this homply 
bridge, in the time of 1838, that D. R. VanAllen, then a lllere youth, and 
whilst on duty as sentry, arrested Bill Herrington, a rehel, as he was at-

tempting to cross 
Nor in this onward progress of the "illage was the erection of improved 

private huildmgs behind. In 1832 or thereabout, the late Daniel Forsyth, 
of Chatham, and William Dolsen, of Raleigh, hoth of whom had graduated 
as full fledged cal:linet makers from the CORRECT establishment of Dr. Dorsey, 
of the River settlempnt, Raleigh, the year before, built for Thomas Forsyth 
the first frame house ever put up in Chatham,-:t house, moreover, that

"at-"rI til""'·, At all earlier period (!"'Jlll'ilf'r, already referred to, was long a 
sl't.tlcl'; tl", ... , was Hugh II""", living lIcar what is now thf! old Brewery; there 
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was Steve White, the colored preacher, with his ready rt·frain, "The lamps' 
gone out" and there wa~ "darkey" Rhodes. It may be interestin(f to note that 
lot :!.J-, DO\'er, was originally held hy the Earl of t-ielkirk, of B:ldoon settle­
ment renown, as was lots 1 and ::l in Ohatham Township. Lots 1 and 2 in 
the second concession once belonged to Judge Robt. Richardson, of the W. D. 
District Cou rt. 

The closp of the year 1.';;J' and the opening of I,~:)t\ saw the Kent ~Iilitia 
and Volunteers assemble at Chatham and subsequently march for the front at 
the Detroit ri\·er. through snow riwn roads and the ice and water trail of 
Tecumseh, to dri\'e back the invaders of our country and 'Iuell the rising of 
the rebellious. In this anxious period Ohatham became a military camp­
the he'fd'luarters for the district. Soldiers-MilitianlPJI, 1. \\'. men and regu­
lars-filled the taverns and larger dwellings; and from Prol,,"tt', hotel, which 
was the headquarters of Col. Chichester and statt~ down to SUlIlllIPr', boarding 
house, the range of hotels between, formed practically a military harracks. It 
may be news to some to learn that a portioll of the :)~nd Regiment were 
amongst the number of troops which were loeated here for shortpr or longer 
periods; also, that in the first of the year It\4~, 38 men of the 83rd Regiment 
under Col. Au.,tiJl. put in a short residence. To Capt. Ohambers' and Lieut. 
Perrier's company of colored troops belollg the honor of closing the" military 
occupation" of Chatham, hy thE'ir disbandment in the summer of 1 "43. 

The years I~40-l ,':+:1 form one of the epochs of the history of Chdtham. In 
the former year was built the Royal Exchange, the samp year the I1iethodist 
Church, (now the Salvation Army barracks,) alld in It<+:!~:l th~ "Old Kirk." 
As in 1 ~:):;, in thO! first school house, presided over by OOllimissioners Duncan 
McGregor and Christopher Arnold, sat the first Oourt of Rf"luest ever held 
within the limits of Chatham, so in the same, in ISH, presided ovpr by Judge 
Charles Eliot, sat the FIRST Diyision Court ever held in Chatham; not only so 
hut the second oceasion (the first was at Dawll ;Ilills the day hefore) that a 
Judge had ever graced the bench of Kellt by his presence. 

In .July, It<.J-I, was pub!ished th" first llumber of thp "Ohatham Journal," 
the first newspaper ever published in the county. From it is gleaned a few 
interesting facts, among others: that the" British North American House' 
was carried on by Elias Dauphin, the" British House" by S. T. Prohett, and 
the" Cross Keys" by William Dolsen : D. Guttridge, A. Currie and D. Fraser 
were fashionable tailors; W. ~teers. a tanner; R. Smith and William Wells 
cabinet makers; T. Dapplyn, gunmaker; D. Forsyth, James Read, Wither­
spoon and Charteris, were dealers ill dry goods, groceries and hJ,rdware, and 
Wm. Smith in leather and saddlery; Henry Verrall carried on butchering; 
John Northwood, building and dealer in pine lumber; John F. Delmage. was 
the only Attorney at Law; Pegley and Cross were Surgeons and DruggIsts; 
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Dr. Robertson practiced medicine, and Dr. Alex. Ironsides, surgery; D. 
O.R~illy (of wolf scalp fame) did conveyancing and" Magistrate's office," what­
ever that may mean; " L. Taylor, fashionable hair dresser, cuts hair and blacks 
" boots by the 'juarter for 12s , does over in the latest fashion ladies' fancy 
"curls, carries on steam scouring and coloring, and can accommodate applica­
" tions for good music, besides puts razors in order on the shortest notice" ; 
and Clarke Morton advertises his wife "Ann" as having left his bed and board 
and must not be trusted on his behalf. "The Brothers" - Walter Eberts, 
Captain-ran between Chatham and Amherstburg, and the" Western" under 
Captain C. C. N elson, made trips to Detroit and back, leaving Chatham Tues­
days, Thursdays and Sundays, (the church-going people say no wonder she 
was burried); Messrs. Slagg ran a Brewery, Jos. Tissiman another; C. Davis 
a gristing and carding mill, and Geo. Wilson a grist mill. W. H. Palmer kept 
the Royal Oak, Chatham North, and" Roger Smith, late of Chatham, now of 
" London, being of sound mind but poor in circumstances, begs to inform those 
"who are indebted to him by note or book account for beef or whiskey! or 
"otherwise, that he intends through l'eeessity to make on" more visit to Chat­
"ham for the purpose of closing his accounts." And" Peter Cole wishes to 
"notify the inhabitants of Chatham and vicinity that he is always in readiness 
" to attend as Town Crier and hopes by strict attention to business to merit 
" and r('\cei ve a share of the publie patronage" 

IT nd~r the auspices of Friend Larwill and others, a Free and Easy Club 
was established in 1841, and on the 30th of November, in the same fall, a 
~t. Andrew's Society organized, upcn which latter occasion the brethren 
were entertained at supper to "sung sheep's head and trotters, with a big 
haggis," "fat teaming rich," provided by Jamie Archibald, enlivened with 
Scotch songs, sung in broad yernacular by the newly made chairman, Dayie 
Hogg, the croupier being Geordie \Vitherspoon." A Temperance Society 
had also been organized on the 8th of Feb'y the preceding year, (was it in 
anticipation of the former societies 1) and at a meeting of the same, in J nly, 
1841, the head centre, A. Bassett, reports of Chatham: 3 Breweries, 13 
places licenspd for the sale of liquors, 6 unlicensed; 3 Magistrates in thp 
traffic; 36 drunkards !! a.nd drunkards reclaimed 0 I!! A bad state of affairs 
certainly, and offering little promise of success for the society. But the 
darkest hour is immediately before day break, and the result attained at a 
subsequent meeting, when Dr. Cross addressed it, was \londerfuL Next da.y 
after, appeared in the newspapers the following: 'Better late than never­
very strange, but true. It is well known that I have been in the habit of 
using ardent spirits to a great degree, for a long time, but I am fully and 
thoroughly convinced of the futility of the above practice, and am positively 
determined to refrain from the use of spirituous liqnors of any kind what. 
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"ever. I therefore request all persOi s to desist from solicitina me to the above 
" •• '. b 
pernwlOus practice III futur", as I shall deem it insulting." Major Slater. 

Chatham Cricketers shou Id note it, that the original of their at one time 
famous club, which few other Canadian cluhs could match, dates from 1841, 
when whvt was probably the first cluh wpst Gf London, was organized by 
Thos. W. Dapplyn, Jas. i{pE'yP and Henry :-:Iagg. Like its modern name­
sake, it had a provincial reputation. At a crick~t match which took place in 
Guelph about t],at period, when the present Lieut. Governor and other 
Toronto notables put in appearance, seH'ral members of thp Chatham Club 
gave so much pleasure by their fine play, that in their honor the suneyor of 
part of the Guelph town plot-then being laid out· -gave their names to the 
new streets which still bear them. 

It was in 1841 too, when took place, the first political election under 
responsible Government. The candidates were the late Justice Harrison 
and our well known citizen, .J oseph Woods. A hot and close contest was 
the result, ending in the election of ;\If'. Woods by a small majority. The re­
turning officer, however, at first declared the l'rovincial Secretary the elect, 
it is supposed in deferencp, to, and in the interest of his friend Harrison; but 
subsequently under the threats of an excited and whiskey tilled crowd, :\lr. 
Foott reversed his decision and declared Mr. Woods the memher for Kent, 
and the latter was reltlo~ed--carried on high, by his admiring friends. ::;0 
pleased were they with their succpss then and with :\Ir. Woods cOllduct ill 
Parliament afterwards, that he was publicly feasted in the market square under 
a" canopy of boughs interlaced with roses, and flags gaily floating atop," on his 
return from the House, 8th July, lr:n. 

On the 27th day of :-:P\,t.'IIJi"'I" lr:-J-:!, in connection with:-:t .Paul's Church, 
the first Sabbath School was established. III the same year in July, th" 
Western District Medical Society was organized; and it is amusing to notice 
that the members were as human like as their brethren of 188n, for w<' find 
them as jealous of their legalized privileges and as tyrannous of poal'hing mid­
wives and FREE HEALERS who attem ptecl to enter th"ir preserves, and punished 
all intruders with legal rigour as Drs. Robertson, Ironsides, Cross and p,'gley 
made Chas. Woods to feel. That year, too, Lord Morpeth arrived in Chatham 
(June 23rd, 184:l) and put up over night at the Royal Exchange, wher« he 
became an object of extreme solicitude to the mammas and young ladies of the 
village; and in the first of the same season he had been preceded by Lord Boo­
zoo, alias Halstead, who stole He11l'y Eberts' horse and cutt.'l" eased a few 
apeina O'reenies of full purses and a f"w ladies of a heart or so, or what is 
more li~"ly, a little disappointed vanity at the loss of a prospecti ve Ladyship. 
This person, instead of paying his OWll "ray like Lord Morpeth and other real 
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noblemen had it done, by his dudish friends, and his keeping provided by the 
corporation of the Western District in Sandwich Gaol. 

ThE' Chatham Amateur Society was also organized in June of this great 
year of events, and as evidence of the high taste and long purses of the Chat­
ham people, "Braham" the great singer gave, under its auspices, a concert in 
the Royal Exchange hotel, on the 6th day of ~eptember, for which tickets 
were $1. But the Chatham swells were nothing if not gallant and high toned, 
particularly after the "military occupation" of 1838; and it such an advertise­
ment reading:-' "'I ... P. Wp,,\~r will teach gentlemen (manners (1) and) the 
"sword exercise-broad and small sword -free of charge," appeared in the 
public print it may be taken in f>vidf'lIl'e of the fact. Indeed, settlements of 
little personal difficulties wel'e adjusted o\el' swords and whiskey, the plebian 
scramble of pulling noses and using ugly words in such cases being discarded 
in the polite society of Chatham. In fact, the 12th day of January, 1845, 
may yet be remembered by some interested parties as an event of the first 
class, when the parties of outraged dignity had to prime themselves with medi­
cated corn juice against a sudden attack of shaking malaria immeniately 
prior to the bpginning of the great farce Nor were fashionable hops forgotten. 
At Charlie Smith's" British North American" one came 011' under the man· 
agement of H. Eberts, {{eo. A. Jacobs, John \Vinter, James Reeve, H. Slagg, 
Ueorge Fobinson, F. Larned, James Blackburn and Robt. Williams, "with 
great eclat," Dr. Fullford being Master of Oeremonies-tickets $2 each; amI 
it is just possible that this was olle of the occasions when some of the military 
officers (militia) appeared in cream silk" tights" and crimson silk jackets­
a style of garment which was to be seen in po"sessioll of the ex and late 
Police Magistrate of Chatham, Thos l\I"Ol'ae, lately before his decease. 

"fatters were at this time gradually tending to the village s individuality 
as apart from the county. Hitherto it had l'ePIl, as inneed it was then, a 
component part of the Township" of Raleigh and Harwich, and was only 1'''' 

represented through these townships, whose limited powers scarcely allowed 
them to execute a little statute labour along the streets; greater improve­
ments heing made under the control of the Quarter SessiOIlS and the Govern­
Illent Board of 'Yorks. But the passing of the Municip'll Act of 1841 gaTe 
a to .... nship representation, and ,!(f('ater powers through the new body, term. 
ed the District Oouncil, and resulted in the appointment of a special street 
surveyor for the Village of Ohatham, under whom ditching and other im. 
provements, then almost totally unknown, w('re instituted. Dr. Fulford 
was the first incurubent of the new office. At lhis time, too, was organiz. 
ed a Hook ann Ladder Oomfally-a very efficient institution, having a re­
putation !Jeyond the Oounty. 

The close of this eventful epoch, ending with the year 1843, shows the 
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Vill~e of Chatham increasf'd iu siz ... i'npl'O\'ed III appeal':~l~~~e 
wealthy. A further su~-di\'ision of the town plot had been made by SUI" 

veyor A. P. McIntosh, III 18:34, (the date is 4th Sept,) oovering the bl'Oken 

lots on the north side of King street, Watllr strept and on each side of Mc­

Gregor's Creek. He had also, in 1840, (20th Jan.,) laid out the lots east of 

the church lands, between Wellington and Park streets, and the lands be 

t ween the west side of Raleigh, south of Wellington, east of Lacroix, and 

north of Cross street. In North Chatham, private lands (it must be I'l'­

membered, South Chatham was a Government plot,) had been broken upon 

and laid off in lots; and the inevitable tavern-the OLD precursor of civiliza­

tion-had already arisen, an hostelry uuder the name of the "Royal Oak,' 

and kept by one W. H. Palmer. The original building of this tavern which 

still faces the brunt of storm and tide and Father Time, is the now unprotend­

iug white house, oppo<;ite Tissiman's corner, ou the south side of the road. 

In the y"rd of the same, in reat- near by, bubbled forth a tine mineral spring 

of water-he~e at one time its popular n"me being the" Minet'al Springs." 

A little beyond-further up stream-ahout the lot now occupied by M r 

Pillsworth, formerly by the family of the late John Crow -Joseph Tissiman 

had established a brewery, where, with the beer manufactured there, he in­

Rinuated, whilst iu his place as District CouHcillol' for Chatham township, in 

oouncil assemblecl, at Sandwich, that in spite of all opposition he could huy 

his representation to the said constituf>ncy. Joseph Woods' Grist and Saw 

Mill near th'" same place, had disappeared hy fire; and in place thereof, lit a 

point now desJrihed by John Smith's old brick tannery, stood Oharles Davis' 

grist mill and carding mill, soon after also to heco1lle a prey to the flames. 

The village had still, however, a straggling and ragged appearanct', though 

ma.ny good stores and fairly looking buildings had arisen at points along 

King street Slagg Brother;;, BrewBI's, had occupierl tllP huilding on the 

position of Boyd's warehouse at :kd ~t. bridge, now tit .. lawn of ~r .• Jarvis, 

and which Thos. MeCra .. had erected a few years lJefore. The latteF gentle 

man and Daniel Forsyth had built another 1!ruilding on the same 1M but 

fronting Oil King stl!"~t, in which they kept store for some years: and on the 

oppollite, or N. E. cornel', Henry Van Allen had erpctprl the huildmg now 

occupied by J. N. Henry, and long previous~y used as the show room and 

office of John McDowell's Foundry. Eli3l.~ Dauphin hac! transmogritied the 

old dwelling of Dr. FuLiord·-at one tinw the primitive i11n of SquiI'e t}ecrge 

Uenry-into the la.rge two story irame buildillg wl1ic-h l<!ll1g subsfofpttl'l'tly 

Illlder Cha.rles Smith's regime, occupied a. positi()f\ loca,t"d hy Piggott's l1rm+Ier 

yard. Between that point and ([)IN'ys!>etr's comer, on l'h~l'd street, ~id 

Guttridge plied the needle on the rusties ckltkiftg, in a m..iiGing next !llh&ve ; 

ancJ, in ~'her, a.boot tile pOllit)0l'll oM ~he C~ NM1Ory, ilci. L_ile, pired 
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the tinsmith's mallet. Further east stood, and still !tands the building, now 
Dumas "Thames Hotel," which Senator Joseph Northwood buil~, and where 
he laid the foundation of his fortune and commenced a suoJessful business 
career, at a fat government contract of making the military clothing for the 
militia. Anent this contract; his father, a fine old gentleman, familiarly call· 
ed "Daddy Northwood," used to remark, he meanwhile rubbing his hand., 
"that with the blessing of God and a little more war, my son Joe will be a 
rich man." Whether the blessing had anything to do with it, and war 0ertain· 
Iy had not, but at all events the remarks of th" old gentleman have been 
amply verified. It will be interesting to observe that the worthy Senator is 
now the oldest merohant-if he may yet be so termed-in Chatham, he hav. 
ing oommenced business in 1833·4, in a house on King street, north side, 
nearly opposite Forsyth street, and in which, prior to his removal across to 
the Dumas building, he boarded some of the oldest settlers. At the Post 
office corner, the building.long known as Winter and Northwood's, respectively, 
had been some years erected by John VanAllen, and in the War period, con· 

o verted into an hospital, where the wounded soldiers of the 32nd Regiment, 
from the "Pelee" fight, were nursed to health. It was in this building where 
took place several of the political elections in th" decade of 1841·50, and 
where, at more than one of them, pretty rough scenes, were theri enacted. 

The old house of Mr. Freeman, burned in theWar times, had been replac 
ed by the present "Royal Exchange," the erection of which had been begun 
by Jos. Northwood, but sold to and completed by Wm. & W. Eberts, and 
was in full blast, and the reputed largest hotel in the west. Nearly opposite 
Dumas' Hotel, stood Probett's Hotel, the resort of Ed. Larwill and other 
festive gentlemen, and where, then, and on many later occasions, his ready 
and pointed speeches and old English songs were as free as the beer of friend 
Siagg, which they drank. In the building yet standing betwt'en the Music 
Hall and the American Express Block, but which, a~ has already been stated, 
had been moved west, J as. Taylor, dispensed hospitality, and until the 
erection of the Royal Exchange, wail the "TONY" house. The present build· 
ing is a second edition of the "Old Commercial," the old concern -a small log 
structure-having shed its skin after the election of 1841, donning its present 
dress and improved appearance, it is said, from the effects of an overdose of 
"Hardson's Pocket Book," and literally having the new dress drawn over the 
old before the latter inside was removed. Here many events affecting the 
interests of the village and county wpre discussed and arranged; and here 
many social hours were spent after and upon the completion of such arrange· 
ments and transactions. It. was in this house that th e first Agricultural 
Society was organized. ,It was in this house, that ma.ny other institutions 
:were inaugurated. The Temperance Society did not enter its door, and it is 
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not to be. wondered that, with the excellent cheer which it afforded d 
h' h . ,an 

w 1C . the bar d1spensed, .and under the influence of the rare songs of Ed. 
Larw111, Jos. Slagg, DaYle Hogg and in later times, Richard Monck, that 
sometimes heads of families would get bemuddled and benighted, as did, on 
one occasion, three ancient and worthy representatives of leadin!1 down the 
River families,-by the way, too, all heavy weights of from 200'\0 250 lbs. 
each - a Dolsen, a McKellar and a Forsyth - who, handicapped' with 
whisky, and put three in a bed which broke down, but oblivious of the fact, 
remained in pig fashion on the floor until next morning . 

. Opposite the "Commer.::ial," the square was still a common. Here on the 
22nd Oct., 1842, was held the first FAIR ever held in Chatham, and on the 
following January 27th, another, at which prizes were awarded amounting to 
$86. It may surprise some to be told that it was then illegal to hold fairs 
or sale markets in any place without. "Letters Patent" from the Crown. 
Those referrin~ to Chatham fairs were sanctioned by the Executive Council, 
23rd Dec., 1842, and granted under the signature of "Metcalfe" and his 
Secretary of State, D. Daly, the 22nd of July, 1845, the Grantee being the 
Sheriff of the Western District, who had control of all arrangements. 

The january Fair was a rather primitive affair, and its general aspect 
presented a rather motley and somewhat ludicrous appearance. With "Jamie 
Taylor's Commercial" as the centre of graYity,-and, it may truly be said, of 
attraction-stood round in isolated groups of two or three, or singly moored 
to a convenient stump, rail fence, or cart wheel, the cattle and swine into 
whose lanky and angular lines had not yet been born the high bred marks of 
McKellar's thoroughbred bull, or Jos. Smith's pure bred boars. At other 
points were penned against the carts and fences, the Illore attractive sheep, 
whilst tied to convenient vehicles or held by attendants, the fair looking 
horses, in whose ve:ns Indian blood flowed freely, but in whose loins little 
"blood" was yet discernible. 

In the pala.ce-a store-on the frozen ground, on stumps, in carts and on 
convenient boxes, stood the few bags of grain, the fatted hog, and the few 
samples of cheese and butter, not forgetting the inevitable web of home-made 
flannel. The patchwork quilt was not yet a feature of the show, nor was the 
plow or other implements. Neither was the big turnip or squash present. 
There was noticeable however, the conscious air and the satisfied and laudable 
pride of the prize-takers, and more apparent the consequential stride and air 
of the self-itnportant judges as they discussed the merits of horse or hog, or 
retreated into Jamie Taylor's to "warm the fingers." It will no doubt in­
terest readers to peruse the prize list and names of the prize takers of this 
first Kent Prize Fair, which we here re-produce.

Here also in IS;).'" a portion of the residl'nt militia were put through their 
daily facjngs. Here all games were played, and where what was then a very 
popular pastime, feats of strength and wrflstling matches had place. In the 
latter contests Robert Wilson of Harwich, Thomas Crow of DO\'er, Robert 
\Villiams of Raleigh, and other doughty cocks of the walk tried their metal 
and prowess, the champion cf not only Kent, but of the west, being the said 
Robert who, at this day yet looks not unlit for a tussle. Here, too, were 
arranged tbe preliminll.rie3 of horse races -hrushes which were run on the 
course-King street-near by, the limits vI' distance poles being defined as 
between the bend of the road at the Gas Works and the bend at the Cross 
Keys, now the Garner House; and over which Charli!' Smith's nag tried its 
speed against Capt. Traxler's famous Indian pony. 

Postmaster Jas. Reed was running" general store" in the building whose well 
known site, long subsequently known as Witherspoon and Oharteris', i8 now 
nccllpi!'d by the Bank of Commerce and in which the Gore Bank first opened, 
as the first institution of the kind, its cotlers to the citizens·-a building too, 
in the 18:38 times, forming the quarter-ma.ster's headquarters of the Kent 
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militia all~.o~her troops-for .Tames Reed was quarter-master-and which the 
hungry milItiamen sometimes plundered. On one of these occ9sions Q. M. 
Reed, after returning from a fatiguing journey to Bear Cr~f'k and without 
breaking fast, was informed by his clerks of the depredations. "They were 
damned right ~" answered he ; "if they were as hungry as I was they would 
ha'Ve stolen and eat the whole store," It was in rear of the store, in a small 
8xl:! shanty, previous to its remo\'al to the "Brock store," where was shortly 
kept Her Majesty's Royal Post Office. The sign board-"Raleigh Post Office" 
of this Royal Institution stood over the door of the Brock store many years 
after the name had heen changed to Chatham and had changed its location 
and Postmaster. A daughter of thiii old resident an d pioneer merchant is 
Mrs. Garrett of Gaol street. 

Billy Dolsen had added to his "Cross Keys" (Farmer's Exchange) Tavern 
a large addition. Immediately west, located by the present jog in King street, 
stood the frame huilding now forming the dwelling house of John Schneider 
on Wellington street. .James Archibald had erected his frame hotel now the 
"Pierce House," and a few doors east on the site of the" Smith Block," Robt. 
Smith had erected the frame in which he had recently commenced the busi­
ness of cahinet maker, and where for many years afterwards he carried on 

the same. 
Somewhat in rear, it may be said then in the hush or common, on Wel­

lington street, the U. p, Church was under construction. A few buildings 
were strung along the length of the latter street, ending up with the Scotch 
Kirk, in the building of which money was so scarce and payments so few and 
slow that the trustees of the late John Northwood, who was the contractor, 
found it necessary to give notice to the church members" that SUbscriptions 
most be forthwith paid under pains and penalties." On its present site the 
old Methodist Church, now the Salvation Army barracks, the second sacred 
edifice erected in the "illage, had arisen in the commons a few years before 
-1840. Mr. Gee in 1842, had erected his brick store-the first of the kind 
-which now forms the original portion of the New York House, the brick 
work being the handiwork of Isaac Oldershaw. And, excepting the house of 
Wm. Winter, now occupied by James Lamont at the Gas Works, erected 
about 1840, there was but one other brick building in the town-a small 
Olle story shop which stood a little east of Richard's (Pratt's) Bakery on 
King street, and put up about the same time. In the upper and eastern 
rll'&llhes of King and Wellington streets, a few colored folks' cabins had sprung 
up ~n the by-ways-cabins bAaring the snug characteristics of so~th~rn and 
sla.ve life habits Bind associations, and forming queer exotic plants mdigenous 
to a foreign and sunny landliCap!'J entirely at variance with their new and 
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strange surroundings. With thp exception of a house or two at about Tay. 
lor's factory, the houses of Hooper and the Baxter's at and near Gaol street, 
the balance of Chatham across the creek, excepting those along the same on 
Col borne street, was nearly all dense bush or common, "Steinhoff's" white 
house on Murray street and ~t. Paul's parsonage on Gaol street alone break­
ing the stretch The river was now bridged at the foot of William street, 
and the population which in 1830 did not exceed 100, in 1835 was about 300; 
in 1840, 759; in 1841, 812; had now in 1843 reached 1082, 75 of which lived 
in North Chatham and contained 9 merchant shops, 8 grocers, 5 butcher shops 
2 fiour mills, I saw mill, I potash factory, 1 tannery, 2 breweries, :l I:>akeries, 
4 blacksmith shops,:l engine makers, I boiler-maker, 1 tinsmith, 2 waggon­
makers, :! coopf'rs, I cabinet maker, 3 fanning mill makers, 1 gunsmith, 3 
painters, :l saddler., 18 carpenters, 6 tailors, 7 shoemakers, I weaver, 1 watch 
maker, I tallow chandler, I broker, 1 sawyer, 3 doctors, 4 churches (two 
huilding),4 schools. I pl'inting office and 10 taverns; and the chief peculiari­
ties of the inhabitants consistmg of, as one of the citizens, a snappy and terse 
writer, puts it ; 

"First, a strong attachment for the canine species. These animals seem 
to claim our particular regard, from the fact of their being our best pass­
port into genteel society; go where you may, look where you will, it is a 
mark of the highest respectability; and to be destitute of a train of these 
comely brutes, either going to or coming from church, would argue little 
for the taste or station of the individual; its omission in military circles would 
prove a want of good breeding; and to suppose an officer promenading with­
out his dog and bludgeon would be to suppose a something very ridiculous. 

2nd, consists of a strong attachment for pork; I dont mean the mere eat­
ing of it, but the growing it; every housekeeper must have his sow and pigs, 
and with them them the necessary appendages, a pool for them to wallow in­
a receptaclf for fieas or flies, with a kitchen easy of ingress and egress. To 
call upon a friend and not be saluted by a goodly number of these worthies, 
would be a slight felt most keenly by a sensitive mind. A~ a table delicacy, 
no one will appreciate them with a Chathamite; it is a notorious fact tbat 
many of our townsmen have feasted so long upon this animal that they possess 
many of its distinguished qualities. 

3rd. Our propensity for leather; to be destitute of a certain number of 
square feet of this material about the legs of any man, would at once prove 
him to be out of fashion, al d on no very good terms with his shoemaker, (an 
unfortunate circumstance in winter.) Let there be a: muster of the "would 
be" at eitber Kingston or Toronto and lIly word for it they would !l.ppear in 
Chatham boots. Our Government officers going tG their place" or to any place 
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w hen they wish to make an effect, take especial care of their boots. All 

young ge~tlemen whose fins are deformed or liisproportioned sheath such mis­

fortunes lD Chatham boots. It is said they keep the trowsers clean, the feet 

warm, and prevent holes in their stockings from being detected.-"A Knight 

of the Mallet." 

. From 1843 to .18!i0 the village moved along in the" !"'PIl tenor of its way" 

wIthout any particular evpnt calling for special remark. In the war times 

and the fuller period covering it, had arrived many of the old and best known 

citizens, among others: Dr. Fulford, D, R. VanAllen, Ed. Larwill, A, 

Currie, Robert Smith, R. K. Payne, James Bums, A, D. ~ieLeall, Doctors 

Peg ley and Cross, William Smith, Witherspoon and Charteris, D. Robertson, 

Chas. Davis, and later on in the period proper, Richard Monck, Salem Aldis, 

John Winter, John Waddell, John Sheriff, the Oldershaw family, John Good­

year, the Richards, Isaac Smith, George Duck, R. S, Wood.;, John McDowell, 

Mathew ,and O. I. V. Oolsen, Arch, McKellar, John Dolsen, John Smith, 

J. & W JlcKeough, Thomas Stone and others. In the tirst of that period, 

too, the Post Office which hitherto had borne the name of Raleigh, was nam­

ed Chatham; and in 1846 the Registry Office, which for nearly twenty years 

had been kept at the farm of John Dolsen, river, Dover, was now removed to 

Chatham and located in the north end of the old double house of James 

Baxter, which stood on Adelaide street, where it remained until tinally in­

stalled in the new brick office at the Court House, 

In 1847, Northwood's" Kent MillR," the original of the present brick 

mill of Campbell, Stevens & Co, was erected. to which was subsequently added 

a distillery; and we notice that even in that early day the Senator was keenly 

alive to his interests and gave notice that whilst the ;~rd street bridge was 

in course of construction "his customerR would be crossed free on Merrills 

Ferry." The same year under the presidency of A. D. McLean, Secretary, 

George Duck, and Treasurer, George Thomas, a building society was organiz­

ed, and it seems to have been a successful venture if we may judge by the 

price of shares, several of which were sold some fin' years later, (5th May, 

1851,) at £2!i premium. And if the people were enterprising they were also 

liberal" for in this year-the time of the Irish famine-they conjointly with 

the neighboring farmers subscribed for the relief of the Irish poor and the 

stan'in" people of the western Isles of Scotland the handsonle sum of $921.57 

(£230 ~s, 10d.) which was sent through the ~ecretary of the subscription 

committee-George Witherspoon, clear of all expenses, 

The tirst inauguration of the now many Sf'crct and benevolent societies of 

Chatham dates from 1847, when on the 10th of August of that year a Lodge 

of Odd Fellows was organized by Jos. Slagg, Jno. Goodyear, R. Parr and 
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others. Organized horsp racing also dates from an early period; the tirst 
Turf Club and Driving Park Association, being established on the 17th of 
May, 1845 with Joseph Slagg as Secretary. Indeed, the people of those days 
loved their sports, and in the enjoyment thereof feared neither the devil nor 
the fulfilment of Mother Shipton's prophecy, which event so greatly exercis­
ed some citizens of Chatham in June of 1882. There were then no over 
gorged citizens to turn professed christia.ns on a full pocket. When the 
people prayed they prayed from the heart, and above board and saw nothil1g 
incompatible in attending in season, a dance or a horse race. In fact a horse 
race was in certain seasons, an every day occurrence, and all event which man 
woman and prpacher enjoyed. Hi Yah! (i'lang! Sacre' Crapeau!! were 
expletives which reached the ears of the citizens above, from the smooth ice 
on the river below on any tine winter day, and was the signal to bolt for the 
banks, there to hehold an excited crowd of men and animals rush past, follow­
ing in the \lake of several horsemen, seated in somewhat nondescript vehicles, 
and probably represented John Smith at the tail end of "Bark Grinder" 
desperately b~nt upon passing Alex. Peck, who occupied a position at the tail 
end of "Ploughboy." 

They could even enjoy a Scotch game and the bag pipes; and their dainty 
dames were not then guilty of disfiguring their already pretty retrousse noses 
in disdain for that delightful music of the mountains; and it is on record 
that on the 1st day of January, 1852, at 10 a. m., a procession of sons of the. 
heather left Dugald McNaughton's Hotel, preceded by William McKenzie 
Ross, in kilt and tartans erect and important (as all Scotchmen should be,) 
the pipes playing the" Campbells are coming," when upon arriving at the 
Garrison Ground, three games of Scotch shinty and other games were pl/!-yed, 
Capt. McTavish being the leading champion of prowess. The whole proceed­
ings finished up with a ball at "Mac's" and were a. great iuccess. 

But all their sports and pastimes were not so legitimate and innocent as 
a horse race, wrestling match or dance. Fisticuffs was yet a prevalen.i hllbit, 
and in rough crowds, "fight or drink" a very comn!on alternative when 
parties fell out. Even with the better classes, a contradiction-givimg the 
lie-resultpd in a disgrltceful set-to. It will be in the recollection of many 
that a fashionable exhibit of this sOlt, and of proficiency in the" noole art" 
was given on the hustings by candidates and their chief Lieutllll&nts at 
least at one political election in the decade of I XH-50. It is said thai on 
that or another occasion Returning Officer Foote agreeably comm,itted to his 
own custody the least guilty of the combatants, as being in aCCl~8#Pe with 
his own political leanings. An excited ;:;rowd, however, ca.use.~ the l~beration 
of the victim.

And on the 18th of October of the same year, was organized in Cha.tham 

the first and pioneer Fire Engine Company, and the original of the old No.1 
Company, subsequently established and organized in 1850; and, as it will not 
only .~I·p'itl.v interest old firemen, but citizens generally, we produce the first 
and original Roll Call, which is written in the bold and p'lculiar handwriting 
of John Waddell the late Sheriff of the W. D. Its perusal will draw no­
tice to the fact that few could answer if the roll was again and now called; 
many having gone to their long home, from which alone, at the Grea.t Roll 
Call, will they ever appear and respond. Premising that No.2 Company 
was established in 1854-, (a No.3, or color~d company, was sometime in ope­
ration, bnt became disorganized,) and the Hook & Ladder Company in 1868, 
all forming ~o. I & 2, particnlarly a brigade unmatched in Western Canada, 
Leing in numbers ~trong, (saying nothing about the rivalry and free fights,) 
well uniformed and fitted to oope with any emergency. The dooument rell.ds:

William D. Eberts, unanimously elected Chief Engineer, 
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The period too, was e\'entful in the way of rapid and substantial business 
progress. In 1845 as given by a local newspaper, 30 vessels and 750,000 
staves had left th' river up to the 8th of July, and 011 the 6th of August of 
the same year there was in sight at one time, on King street, no less than 110 
carts and wagons. 

And progress in the educational institutions was in keeping with the 
general improvement. Besides the common school which was partly free, 
and then in South Chatham in charge of two teachers, Messrs. Mills and 
Dickson, llnd in North Chatham under John Etches, there were three private 
schools, viz: "Wilmottes" Grammar school, :\'liss Nelson's Junior sehool, and 
Mrs. Barclay's girls' school at the Creek Cottage. The salaries paid to the 
teachers of the public schools-united school district Chatham Town - was 
£108. 9. 7~, besides which there were certain fees paid by the pupils. 

The .}'ear of our Lord, 1:-).>0, was the most momentous period of the 
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history 01 Chatham. In that year th~ \[unicipal Ad of 1,'<49 came into 
ofJ",·"tioll, and from the 1st of January, I S,-,I), datf's til" corporate existence 
of the town-then a Yi1lage-which was formally inaugurated by the election 
of tlw lllelllberi; of the tirst eoullcil, and the subse'luent opening of the council 
011 th" ~bt 01 January. In la .. k of a puhlic hat! the session was held in a 
room of tlte old .. Far'll~rs Rxclmll,I;"" Hotel, and henceforth the citizens controll­
E'd their own affairs as apart frolll tlw townships of Hdrwich. Raleigh alld 
Chatham, which had' hitherto done,.,o The council elpct, were \\-iIliam D.

1, was organized out 
of the Chatham Fire Brigad,', (·,.,t,d,Ii,lwd in 11>48, and recommenced mere 
etie('i(>ut ,pnice uuder the new titl~. A.lId lUlte it, ye who cavilled at the ex­
travagallet' of tilt' ~chool Board of lci~:'·~ that in this, til<' churtPI' y"ut' of the 
tmnl, autonoulY the present ('eutr,;l :-:dlOOI, in spite of much opposition from 
a leading city 1H·,,·sl'''per and sOlllP promiuelit [Juill rlriH'I'." who claimed that 
such a structure, at such a cost, Was not only far beyond the present needs 
and capacit,y of the present inhabitants, IJut ior those'in years to come-was 
erected at a cost of "~""O(l. The corner stone was laid by \\'illiilill D. Eberts, 
on the tirst day of S"l'telilber, when a glass bottle cont9.ining copies of the 
"Keut Advertiser" and the "\Vestel'll Planet," a document containing tbe 
nallll'S of the town officials, school trustees and builders, and a few coins were 
deposited. The e"I·l'.lIlOny w", made mol'(' imposing by al;,'ner,,1 turn out of 
the inhabitants and par,icularly the Odd-Fellows, Sons of Temperance. and 
Firelll"u, who were ill' uniform or holiday attire. Ami in ;\iareh the follow­
ing year, the nucleus of the present High ~';"liool was established, and PrincL 
pal, .J amieson, began his teachings in the old Barracks with a limited roll of 
pupils, and where he continued his efforts until his removal to the present 
High ""ho,,1 building. This institution was opened with considerable cere­
monyon the 10th of A.ugust, IS,-,.-" when the event was lflade the occasion 

for many hap!,y and appropriate speeches from the Principal, Dr, Cross, and 
others, and notably from the H,p,', William King, who has (·,·er taken an 
"eli,-e interest in the welfare of the institution in particular, and (,r1u1::ational 
institutions of Kent County in'genel'a\. 

Frolll the tirst puhlish"c1 Call:tc1iall Gazette!'r, which appeared at this tilr.e, 
it is shown th'1t in tile seven y~ars endill,1; with 1,"'50, the progress of Chatham'

The locations of these business concerns WArp then about as follows:­

"Waddell&- Eberts," occupied the corner store in the frame. on the site of 

"Eberts' Brick," and in rear, was till' warehouse and wharf of W. & \\'. 

Eberts, usc·,1 in connection with their i"\t.';tlll\,nat. Line. The next store, west, 

was occupipd by the father of the present M.P. for Kent, and in rf'ai' of it., on the 

river. the late John Smith, M. P. p" had begun a successful ('n.reel' at tann· 

ing. The hark mill of the tannery wa~ worked hy a broken-winded, blood 

horse, which had l,een disabled hy the fre'luent half mile conkst" in which 

1\11'. Smith had matched it against all comers. In his red stained overall 
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breeches, which reached his arm pits, John was ever ready to run his nag 
against that of any stray sport, pedlar or itinerE'nt jockey who dared chal­
lenge him. John E. Brooke and Eberts and Robertson, were just west of Smyth 
in a double frame, in the upper flat of which Thos. A. Ireland, published the 
Kent Advertisflr. 

Adolphus Reaume in a brick store located about the east end of the Music 
Hall catered general goods to the Pain Court French, and immediately west, 
in the frame building still standing (since removed to the present site) Crow 
& Beatty were doing a rattling trade. James Burns occupied the N. W. cor. 
ner of King and Fourth streets, OIl which was a long frame building; and a few 
doors west beyond. M. and O. Dolsen were installed in what was then one of 
the finest brick stores in town. At Henry's corner John McDowell waR at 
work casting Dutch ovens, potash kettles "J Long" plows and a few new 
fangled fire· places-"King" cook stoves. .J ohn Sheriff was alrE'ady at work 
building up his reputation for substantial farm wagons, (there were few bug­
gies yet) and John Adams had introduced his famous fanning mills. 

Josh. Byles was running his" Chatham Arms" in the brick building at th" 
corner of King and Forsyth streets; and a few doors east, about the Planet 
block, Adam Currie made famous fits of clothing. J ames Higgins sol(>d and 
patched the brogues of the citizens in a shop next door, and meanwhile enter:­
tained them with dissertations upon politics or religion or regaled them with 
yarns of questionable truth. At the Post Office corner, Winter, of Gravel 
Road connection held forth; and near the opposite corner (in Stone's old stand) 
A. W. Gibbs sold salts and senna. Goodyear, at the old brick stand (Te· 
trault's) was engaged in the novelty of a ready·made boot and shoe store, and 
jnst east of it Henry Richards furnished the hungry with baker's hrflad. Still 
east on his present site K. Urquhart dispensed groceries and tavern hospital. 
ity; and near by George Turnbull fitted the "swfllls" with tights and swallow 
tailed clothing. Pegley and Cross at about Rolls' store was diagnosing ailing 
men and women, and sold blue pills and draughts to the over pork fed yeomen. 
E!i Stephenson was host of the Royal Exchange and filled the inner man with 
a substantial meal or unlimited grog. 

Leonard Blackburn at Wall's Corner, G. C. Bennett next east, Thos. Degge 
farther east and John Riordon beyond all sold groceries, fat pork, provisions, 
etc. Opposite, at the New York store, J. & A. Camer.:n occupied the ancient 
"Brick" and near the market, in a small shanty, William Ryan dabbled in 
groceries and sundries. 

Mrs. Walsh's shebeen, at the corner of King and William had given way to 
the Baptist Church. The U. P. Church was standing, partly unfinished In 
the old building fronting the Rink. Thomas, on behalf of the Bank of Upper 
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Canada shelved out to the solvent the golden dollars advanced on their notes 
and at the corner of the present Bank of Commerce, on behalf of the Gore 
Bank, and. personally, Witherspoon and Charteris was equally busy in ac­
commodatmg the needy not only with funds but general goods. 

In January, 1851, was formally taken over the lately completed County 
Gaol and Court House, and on the 27th of the same month, the County 
Council held therein their first session, as did the Magistrates, under the presi­
dency of the new Judge, W. B. Wells, on the first day of April, following. 
But the formal opening of the same, and the initiation of High Courts of 
Justice in Kent County. was left for Judge Sullivan at the opening of the 
Assize Court, on the 29th of May in the same year. Then the Magistrates of 
the town, marshalled by the Sheriff, marched in procession, preceded by the 
Judge to the Court House, when it was declared opened and the Courts for­
mally established. 

It was at this period that the schemes of the Chatham and Rond Eau and 
St. Clair Plank Company, and the Chatham and Camden Plank Road Co'y., 
respectively, got not only the ear of the inhabitants, but a substantial hold 
upon the Corporation pocket book. It is mainly to the generou!i grants made 
these road corporations that the municipality of Chatham has standing against 
it, a debt, due the municipal loan fund of $103,470, on which is paid annu­
ally a heavy interest; a debt for which she has not only never received a 
cent in return, but her inhabitants were long denied a passable road and 
mulcted in heavy tolls besides. But thank goodness tolls and the regime of 
the C. R. & St. C. P. R. Co'y. are things of the past if even the town is left 
with the debt to pay.

Of public property, the town possesses a Towll Hall, Fire Hall, Police Hall, 
two Fire Engines, two tine and some common Bridges, two Public Parks, a 
Cemetery and a dirty town pump, Of doubtful ownership is a surburb 
block pavement, one or two street lamps and a few sidewalks. As to whether 
certain members of the later councils have been public or private members, is 
beyond the comprehension of many. But beyond these conundrums, it may be 
safely taken for granted that Chatham is one of the liveliest towns in Canada,

numerous data thereanent tabulated elsewhere In this work, will show Ohat­

ham out in fine relief. 
Fine Bridges, (one an iron one, which cost $30,000,) connect north and 

south Chatham, so called, and other portions of the town divided by the river 
and creek. Block pavements are laid on the main streets and along the long 
reach of road IAading to the U. T. R. station. A street rililway a~lOut ~ 

miles in length traverses the business streets between the two railway stations. 
The streets are gas lit, the system of drainage good, and all that reiliains to 
be done, to complpt.e the comforts and conveniences usually pertaining to all 
first· class and well regulated cities, is a system of waterworks-an accomplish­
Illent in the very Iwar future. Two fiue Public Parks, one of them adjoining 
the busine~s portion of the town, ,:;i \... scope for the recreat ion of the people, 
and afford excellent grounds for pnjoying the various ~ames and pastimes. 

Chatham first received incorporation-as a village-under the municipal 
act of lS49, commencing village regime in 1 ~:;o, and -as" town-in 18.'\;,. 
Since lSS0, the town which had hitherto been attached to the County of 
Kent for municipal purposes, has been separated from the county. 

The town of Chatham is dividEd into five wards, which for the ~ollvenience 
of the citizens, we have elsewhere defined the boundaries, each of whICh re­
turns two councillors, and these -ten-together with the mayor, who has 110 

specified territorial representation, conduct the municipal business of the 
town.

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THE WILBERFORCE EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTE. 
The original of this Institution which had it;; tirst location at Dresden, 

dates back from I ~q 1. Its present organization, howcyer, dates only from 
li'17:l, when it was incorporated by an Act of Parliament under the above 
title, 2nd of :\Lm·h, 18i ~ : at this period the X a"1'ey Institute (then locat~d 

on the Doyel' and CI",tham Town Line) which had been established in 1 fl69 
by the Rev. Willis Xazrey, Rev. R. R. ni~ney and others, was incorporat­
ed with, and merged into the Wilberforce Educational Institute and re­
moved to Chatham, where it is now located. 

The design of the institution is to furnish to the youth irrespective of 
color, sex, creed or nationality, not only with a sound primary and common 
school education but with a superior and advanced education, and to prepare 
them for the matriculation examinations in the faculties of Arts, Law, :\Iedi­
cine, &c. at the University of Toronto; also to 'Iualify them for Teachers and 
to enter commercial pursuits.

Against the same is a deferred debt of a little over 
$2,000, payable by yearly instalments which are promptly met as they 
mature-a small liability, considering the fact that at the inception, the lady 
patrons had little funds and that the demands upon charity have at the same 
time heen met, The income is, in round figures, ;;:lOOO, made up as follows:

A very 
handsome, two story brick structure, built in 1882 at a COSt. including tit­
tings, of some $12,000. Seating capacity about 400. 

QUEEN STREET SCHOOL -( In Queen street corner of Park street. A fine 
two story brick building, erected in 1870, at a cost of $8,000. Seating capac­
ity, 320. 

PRINCE8S SrREET SCHOOL-Corner King and Princess. A beautiful brick 
building, built in 1872, at a cost of $8,000. Seating capacity 264. The first 
original (the second was a framp) wag a log concero, built about 1840 and 
used as the Colored School-the second public school. 

PAYNE SCHOOL-Corner of Murray and Prince streets. A SNUG brick 
building, erected ill 1~68, at the original cost of $2,000, but with subsequent 
improvements, probable cost $4,000. 

COLBORNJo; STREET SCHOOL-The old Free Church, which has been leased 
by the Schoo( Board, for school purposes. 

R. C. SEPARATE SCHOOL-A handsome, two story brick building, on Cross 
street near Queen, erected in 18-3-4, at a cost of $10,000. Seating capacity 
1,200. 

MODEL SCHOOL-Head Street School, on Head street, near Victoria 
Avenue-a two story brick building, originally used as the North Chatham 
Ward School, priot to the erection of Forest Street School. Was erected in 
1861 at a cost of $3,000; but an additional story and other improvements 
in 11'169, probablyaelded $2,000 extra-$5,OOO in all. Is now exclusively 
used as a Model School. Seats 200. The old N. C frame school-an old 
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landmark used as early as 1852-now serves as the wood-shed of the ;'v[odp 
Schoo!. .:Iliss Pratt was one of the first teachers of the pioneer N O. School. 

THE URSULINE OONVEN'r-Head street, near Louise. A \"Cry tine anll 
handsome building, 4 stories hilo(h (lUr,x,'i~I,) built of brick with wh;te facin<Ys " , 
and erected in 1870, at a co~t of $20,000, to which has subsequeutly been 
added (in 1885) a large wing-the total cost probably exceeding $3(),001l. 
Spacious grounds surround the buildings. Oapacity for boarding pupils, 
100 and for day scholars as man y n1J)re. 

THE WILBERFeRCE INSTITUTE-Oorner 'Wellington and Princess streets.

INDUSTRIAL E~TABLISHMENTS. 

TilE KENT MILLS (flouring mills) ~Foot of Kent streat, on the river, X O. 
have been established since U-q i. They were originally erected by '\lr .. J. 
Northwood. Th" old mills came into possession of the ~Iessrs. Oampbell, in
