ST CATHARINES .

The County Town of the County of Lincoln, the Commercial and Banking 
centre of the Niagara Peninsula, and the largest ship-owning and mannfacturing 
Town in the Province of Ontario, is situated on Lots Nos. 15, 16, 
17, 1 tl, 19 and 20, in the 6th Concessions; half of Lots 15, 16, 
17,18, 19 and ['art of 20, in the 5th Concession; the northerly 15 Uhains of 
Lots, 15 and 16 in the 7'.h, Lot 17 five·sixths, of Lot 18, half of Lot 19, 
nnJ one-fonrrh of Lot 20 in the 7th Cunce3sion, embracing an area of 
about 1,200 acres. It is distant from Toronto, by water, 3:3 miles, by land, 
72 miles; from Hamilton, by rail 32 miles, by water·U miles; from Niagam 
Falls, by rail, 11* miles. A daily line of Steamers connects tIle Town with 
all upper and low",' Lake Ports, and being only three wiles from the Lake On­
tario terminus (Port Dalhousie), and Twenty-two frolll the Lake Erie (Port 
Colborn e) terruinue, of the \Velland Canal, with Railway connections-by 
means of the Un,,,t, Western, Weiland, Air Line, and Canada Southem Rail­
way,,,, with a.ll portions of t}Je Continent, the fa·.:!ilities for trayelling or trans­
porting produce or lllerdwudizp, are unsurpassed, and trade, population <lnd 
wealth, have therefore shown rapid and steady progress since tile advantages 
above in,licated wcre appreciated anrl utilized by the people. The water II ower 
afforded hy the building of the \Velland Canal, from the summit le"el at Al­
lanbnrg to Port Dalhousie, has hitherto been considered the best in the Domin­
ion, and hence capital awi entel"!,rise have been attracted to this part of Canada, 
and the result is a chain of wills, factories and machine sLops, extending over 
nearly the whole distance-ten miles; anJ although there are those liOW living 
who c.m remelllber when the deed of the hnrl on which 8t. Catharine. is built, 
was pllt'chased for a few hnndreds of dollars, the prophecy of tbe Fathel of the 
Weiland Canal,(tbe late Hon. \Vm. H. Merritt), that there would ultin.ately b@ 
one continuous Town frum Port Dalhuu,i" to Thorold, has very nearly been 
fulfilled; amI when the new and enlarged Well ant! Canal is cOl1lpleted, it cer­
tainly will he. 

The Town is situated 011 n le,'el plateau, below what is commonly called 
_ "The lIIountain," and is surrounded by a country, which for beauty and fertil-

ity, cannot be surpassed on the Continent. The tempe,·ature, in consequence 
undoubtedly of the proximity of Lakes Erie and Ontario, is higher and more 
genial than that of other portions of the Dominion, and hence, in addition to 
the usual cereals and vegetables grown in other parts of Canada, many of the 
semi-tropical fruits are cultivated and matured here in great perfection. In­
deed, so beautiful is tLe scenery surrounding the Town, and so f~rt.ile the luil, 
the distinctive and flatterin~ appelation of "The,Garden of Canada" has been be­
stowed upon it by universal consent. Having their lot cast in auch a beautiful 
spot, where nature and art combine to elevate man mo,·ally, physically and 80-

cially, it would be very extraordinary if the people did not avail themselves of 
those advantages, and therefore the Town possesses some of the hanclsome.t Knd 
best public and private buildings in the Province--we might say, in the Dom­
inion. 

The Town owes much of its presdnt and most of its past prosperity to the 
foresight, energy and ability of one man-the late Hon. WlI1. Hamilton ~lerritt 
-who projected and fortunately lived to see completed and in successful opera 
tion, the Weiland Canal, and any history of the Rise and Progress of the Town 
would be unjust and incomplete without indicating, in however meagre a way, 
some of the trials and difficulties which he, and the great national work with 
which his name is inseparably connected, encountered and ove,·came. The land 
upon which St. Catharines now stands, was owned at one tilll~ by a Captaiu 
Robinson, who was the commander of a vessel on I,ake Ontario. At le'l~t th~ 

Town took its name from his widow, who brougbt this wit.h other property, to her 
second husband, the Hon. Robt. Hamilton, "f Queenston, from whom it waR pur­
chased, to the extent of 300 or 400 acres, by the Hon. :Mr. Menitt, who appears 
to have been drawn to St. Catharines by the superior water facilities of the 
Twelve Mile Creek, and the abundance of material surrounding it. The convey­
ance from the Hamiltons bears the date of the 27th of March, 1816. It would 
appear from official returns that ,luring a period of forty years, from 1784 to 
1824,-the year in which the Canal was cummenced, the population of the 
Township of Grantham did not increase one dozen familit's. The return" show 
that in 1784 the Township contained 236 heads of families; thiry-one years 
afterward, (1815,) 149 heads; 1821, 207 heads; and in 1824, 248, with a total 
population of 1245, while in 1784 the popUlation was 1318, showing that dur­
ing the war for natioual existence and British connection the people of Canada 
had not spared their exertions or lives. It appears that the amount which Mr. 
Merritt-after the war-ag,oeed to pay for a large portion of the land on which 
St. Catharines now stands was £1,500, or $6,000. The present assessed value 
of the real estate of the Town is $2,694,538, and as the Assessors are 
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permitted a margin in valuation of 30 per cent., and as they are liS a rule, 
presumed to be lenient, another 25 per cent may be added, giving the actual cash 
valne of the real estate of the Town at $4,176,534, showing increased 
value in real estate alone during a period Jess than a decade over half a century, 
of 84.170,534. 

The circulU,tances wh;ch first led the late .LIlr. Merritt to propos~ a Canal, 
was a. failnl'e or sCal'cit) of water ellll'lug the 8umUl~1' munths, to supply the 
Mills which he had built. That gentleman, and those who were iutereoted with 
him, imagined that if they could "tap" the Chippawa Creek, (now dignified by 
the name of the \Velland River), that they would h:!.ve a constant supply, and 
in addition, the facility for transporting their mann factures, and receiving the 
law material (ill the shape of 10gs and grain), by the same rueans. Several 
iufonnal meetings were held in the store of D1'. W 1l1. Chase, (occupying the 
site of the ~id.gara District BJ,llk), where everything, from a goose· yoke up to 
the most necessary article of household use, was kept fur sale; and, one day, 
.LIlr. Merritt, who had informed his father that he (a youngster of 18 years), 
.... ·as not cut out for a ploughman, but that he w"uld become a teacher of the 
people in a way in which they could improve their own and posterity's po"ition, 
sauntered into Dr .• Chase's store, and after listening to the conversatiou for a 
few minutes proposed that those who we,'e then assembled should subscribe the 
snill or SlllllS they could each afford, and Pl'u,-'Ul'e a survey aud estimate of the 
cost of the work. The }Jroposition, after cuusiderable adverse discu~sioll, W;11i 

accepted .. and. tlJe ruunificient SUIIl of ~:H was at once sllbscribed. This amollnt 

was afterwards, tLrough the exertions of .:lIt-. .:II., increased to $01, of which he 
collected $41. This, we believe, was in the year li'i~~. Mr . .:IIen·itt haying 
n.ow the line on which nature intended he sllOuld move, in the ,;uLseyuent year 
(1823), secured sufficient funds, and a survey of the cuuntry lying between the 
Chipi'awa and the waters running into Lake Ontario, was made. On the 19th of 
June, 1824, the "Welland Canal Company" with a capital of £40,000, divided into 
shares of £1210 •. each, was organised and tI,e first sod,-notwithwithstanding 
great and dire threats of shootiug and doing other bodily iujury to tI,e projec­
tor-was turned on the 30th of November following. The original intention 
was to build only a Boat Canal up the valley of the Twelve Mile Creek to the 
foot of the mountain ridge-ascending from thence to the Beaver darn, by means 
of a Railway, and thence to the Chippaw", hy a .econd Canal, tunnelled 
through the land on the site of the present lJeep Cut. The first idea of the 
projector of the Canal was, however, abandoned as his thoughts were directed 
more earnestly to the ;vork, and a Ship Canal was determined on, the capital 
stock of· the Company being increased to £200,000, on the 13th of April, 1825.

The Company and the work, did not secure that attention or confidence from 
the people of Ontario that should have been bestowed, but they found in the 
late Right Rev. Dr. Strachau, a firm and able advocate, and on the 30th of 
January, 1826, an act was passed by the Legislature granting the Company a 
loan of £25,000;uutil the remainder of the Capital could be "ecured in England, 
to continue the work, the Directors of the Canada Company agreeiug to act for 
the ·Welland Canal Company in that country. 

On the 30th of September, of this year the British GovernmQr,t offered to 
advance to the Weiland CaMl £16)00 steding, on condition of passing Gov­
ernment vessels and stores free of charge, which offer was accepted. In 1827 
the Company obtained a Grant from the Legislature of 13,400 aCt es of land, 
and subscription to the amount of £50,000, on condition that the Company 
should pay the interest on the Stock so subrcribed, until one year after the 
Canal was completed. The Legislature of Lower Canada .ubscribed £25,600 on 
the same terms. During 1828 such .hps occ-urred in the Deep Cut th"t the 
idea of making the 'Velland River the J;'eeder, had to Le abandoned, and the 
project of taking water from the Grand River, and erecting a wooden aqueduct 
over the 'Yelland, with a dam across the Grand River, near Dunville, was start­
ed and by giving the Cuntractors anfl workman a personal interest in the carry­
ing on of the work, the Canal was opened, and two vessels, the A nn and J an~ 
of York, noW" Toronto, and the R. H. Boughton, of Youngstown, p"ssed from 
Lake Ontario to Lake Erie, Notwithstanding the fact that the Canal Company 
had thus demonstrated that a Ship Canal counecting the Western Country by 
water with tbe seaboard by a short ano cheap route was pmcticable, ,-ery strong 
and bitter opposition 'vas shown to them, from which they only escaped after 
investigation by the Legislahll e and the Courts of law. In 1839 an Act was 
passed to purchase the private Stock of the Compduy, and in 1841 the work 
passed into the control of the Government, and in 1842 the enlargement was 
commenced, and finally completed in 1850. To show the great advantage the 
Canal has been to the people of Canada, it is only necessary to stat., that prior 
to its construction it cost £3 ($12) to convey a ton of produce from Lake Erie 
to Montreal, and £6. 12s. 6d. ($26.50), upwards; in 1852, the cost was re_ 
duced to $5 down, and $5.26 up. 

Thus proving that, notwithstanding the cost of the construction of the WeI­
land Canal, that work has not co.t the people a single cent; and that when the new 
and enlarged Canal is built, it will prove one of the most proline sources of rev­
enue in the Dominion. 

In the year 1819, St. Catharines was visited by a severe conflagration 
which swept awry the forest and such buildings and infIa.mable material as were 
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within re!\Ch. The aspect of the country after the £ire is d~scrib~d by an eye, 
witness as having been truly hordble, who s"ys :-"Not a single bird animated 
the prospect, and the deSQlate shriek of the Racoon, deprived of its den, alone 
proved that t.he tenants of the forest were not ext .. rminated." At this neriod 
money was much more dillicuit to obtain than it is now, trade and commerce 
being canied on almost exclusively by bartering pro,\uce for merchandize, and 
vice vel sa. So scarce, indeed, was the circulating medium, that the farmer who 
was the' proprietor of the first team of horses owned in the neighborhood, 
fail~d in raising $1.50 on a load of oat., (about 40 bushels) with which to pay 
the taxes assessed against his property. The prope.ty comprising the land be­
tween King, Church, Queen and Academy Streets, was the year b~fure the 
Canal was commenced, offere,\ to a man then carrying on 
bllsiness, in exchange for a suit of clothing and a barrel of whiskey, and de, 
clilled. Now th~ same property is worth abollt a million of dollars. 

St. Catharines, in addition to being the chief Town on the \Velland Canal, 
the counly seat for Lincoln, and the commelcial and marine centre of the Niagara 
Peninsula, and surrounded by a most beautiful and fertile country, possesses 
other advantages which annually attracts hundreds of invalids and ple.sure 
Heekers. In its far·famed CHLORIDE DE CALCIUM or Miupral Waters-the 
medical qualities of which have been tested for years by sufferers from all parts 
of the world, it has unfailing source of wealth. }<'or the diseases for 
which they are. a specific they are unequalled, and the constantly increasing 
numbers who avail themselv~s of their uSP, prove that their fame is extend­
ing. These waters were at first utilized for the manufacture of salt. which was 
carried on for many years, but it being ohserved that those employed about the 
works enjoyed an exceptional st.ate of health, it was "esol ved to test the ques­
tion as to whether the waters possesse<lme,licinal properties which would bring 
about such a result, and investigation proved that they did. Dr. \\' fIl. Chase, 
(who had purchased the property from Mr. Merritt), then commenced con­
centrating and bottling the waters for transportation to foreign and other mar_ 
markets, but the business, owing to a scarcity of capital and the meagre know­
ledge possessed by th.,. p~ople of the qualities of the water, did not prove ~ 

success, until it passed into the hands of the late Col. E. W. Stephenson, who 
developed aud extended the business in a truly wonderful and gratifying manner. 

The population of St. Catharines in 1850 was 3,500, in 1860, something 
over 6,000, and now it is fnlly 10,000. 

MANUFACTORIES. 
ST. CATHABINES SAW WORKs.-These works were first established in 
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H .. milton by )lr. Joseph Fliut, of Roche.ttr, N. Y. with the late Mr. W. H 
Ward as Manager. Early perceiving that St. Catharines possessed snperior

which he has tilled with great credit to himself and Lelletit- to his empl"y",.j 
ever since. On the 25th of November, 1870, "11'. R. H. Hmith becallJe the I)I<J· 
prietor, by purchase, of the Works; and under his proprietorship the busillt.s 
has extended so rapidly that it beca",e necessary to sec III e still larger and lllore 
suitable hllildings, and a lot was purchased frolll MI'. C. E. Htewart. This lut 
has a frontage on St. Palll Street East, of 99 feet, rlllllllng Lack to the Canal 
between 500 and 600 feet. On this a fine Cllt stone front Building, l75X50 
has been erected. The building is three storie") higlJ, :in:l :-mch pains lJave b~en 
taken in its construction that it is pronounced by competent judges to be one 
of the best of the kind in the country. The stone work was dOlle by Pocock 
and Sons, the wood work by Mr. E. Switzer, MI'. "\-V. B. Allen being the ~"'rclji_ 
tecto The b,.ilding is heated by steam, and the motive power is supplied by a 7 j 
horae Invariable Cllt Off Engine, the boiler being pattel'lled after the Babcock 
& Wilcox, and both manllfacLlIred by lIiessss. Goldie, McCulloch," Co., "I' Galt. 
On the first floor there is an ollLo ~I)X~J. a ware·rOOIl1, 33X20, and the 
Anvil, getting out and Gl'inlling uepartments. In rear of this is the Engiue-roow 
Boiler, Tempering FUl"llace and Blacksmith Shop, 35X54. The second flat is 
devoted to the lighter class of work, slIch as the manufacture of Trowels, Hllnd_ 

Saws, and the wood· work necessary to the businebs. There are tifty hands now 
employed in the works, but it is the intention to "astly illcrea.e this force, 
in the Spring. Having a water frontage on the Canal, the manufac_ 
tUres of this establishment can be shipped direct to all the principal ports of 
the World. So llluch importance has been attached to the location of these 
works in St. Catharines that, although they have been established here fur 
several years, the Council voluntarily exempted tbelll 1'1'0"1 taxation for five
