SPECTACLES:

WHEN TC WEAR THEM.

WE cannot overrate the value of spectacles when properly adjusted
for they preserve to us one of the most valuable and exalted of our.
sences, and enable vs to pursue our avocations, whether of pleasure or
duty, with easo and comfort; so that when we find that the eyesight is
beginning to fail in suv particular, we should lose no time in consulting
the optician, in order to receive that zssistauce which it is in his power
to give.

The first 27mutem of the chunge in the eye indueing long sight s,
that we are oblized to remove every object to a greater distance from
the eye hefire we can see it distinetly. Thus in perusing a newspaper
or any small print, we are sometfimes obliged to hold it neariy atarms
length before distinet visien is produced ; whercas in healthy vision we
should bhave been able to bring about the same resylt at a distance of
twelve inches frem the eye. Although we may s=ee the type quite
clearly under theso cireumstances, it is a system that is highly detri-
mental to the eyesight, zrd shonid on no sccouat be persevered in, as
it will ultimately increase the failure of the eye, and oblige the optician
to use much stronger glasses before. a remedy can be applied than if
assistance had been sought ot an earlier stage of the dircvder; where-
as it not unfrequently happuns, that those who take to speclacles in
time arc after a while enabied to lay them aside and to see objects with
the unassisted eye as clearly a3 hefore their use.

Anpother sign of the decline of sight is when we are obliged to hold
the candle between the book or paper and the cye before perfect dis-
tinctness can be attained; this czusen a contraction of the pupil ne-
cessary to our perfect appreciation of objects. Now nothing can be
more injurious to the sight than this habit, for the strain thrown cn the
eye by so much light in such close proximity will eventually dull the
perception of the visual organs.

Immediately an individual discovers that the above applies to his
own sight, he should without delay seek the assistance of glasses, and
iIf care be taken in the selection, he will be entirely relieved from the
inconvenienco. Many persons find from the above defect'that it is more
difficult to read at night than in daytime; such paracus onght to be

. provided with two pairs of spectacles, i_e one to o wsgd by qandle
light, being rather stronger in power (L7u that in use in the daytime.
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One unmistakable indication that we require spectacles is, that on
reading a book or newspaper the letters appear after a short time con-
fused and run one into the other, appearing double and treble, and con-
vey the idea of the eye having a veil or mist before it. The eyes from
this cause bacoms so fatigued, that it is found necessary to be continu-
slly closing the lids, and to relieve them by looking frequently at
different objects, or by stimulating ihem by friction. If we neglect
the means we have at our disposal to correct this distressing state of
vision, we shall assuredly suffer for it at no very distans period, and
eventually bo obliged to use glasses of a muoh greater power than if
we had taken to them in time, to the permanent injury of the sight, and
In some instances to its partial loss.

The old plan of trying on a number of glasses is most
injurious, as the eye hecoming fatigued refuses tu perforw its functions
properly, so that eventually we find that afier testing the powers of a
quautity of different speotacles, we not unfrequently decide upon a sigh:
that jz neither suitable to the case under treatment, not comfortable to
the wearer, when used quietly =t home. We are »nubled by knowl-
edge of the business and praorice to obviate this injurions practice—
Wae can generally select Specke, that will suit at once, after asking o
few questions, and in no case (unleis the cye is diseased,) do we require
to have parties try them on sufficicutly to aflecs the eye.

Some errors may have arisen in transcribing the names
and preparing them for the press. In order to avoid such errors, if any there ber
appearing in the list, the Publisher kept the people advised, by advertisements’
that the manuscript would be open at his office, for inspection and correction. Some
have called upon him, and to these he would take this opportunity of expressing
his thanks.

He is much indebted to Mr. Haskivs, City Engineer, for his gratuitous
assistance in the preparation of the Map which appears in this beok. Mr. H.
kindly placed at his disposal, the Ward Maps of recent surveys, from which this
Map has heen, in part, taken.

The thanks of the Publisher are due to the public, who, by subscriptions and
advertisements, have so liberally patronized his work. He feels gratified to know
that the present volume is far superior to the former in every respeet. The infor-
mation it contains with reference to the ('ity and Province, is more extended.

INTRODUCTION.

HAMILTON.

Hawururon is situated on the south-western shore of Burlington Bay, occupying a
beautiful elevation of land, gradually inclined from the water to the base of the
Mountain, a distance of nearly two miles. It is regularly laid out—the streets
broad, and crossing each other at right angles. Much care is taken, in laying out;
new streets, to have them direct, broad and ornamented. A few years ago, and
the ground now occupied by stately edifices, costly dwellings and elegant churches,
was a quiet, rural scene. A few years earlier, and no sound broke the stillness of
the air, save the crackling of falling boughs, and the rustling of leaves. Where
now promenade the devotees of fashion in their gay attire, the wild red man
quietly roved, and yearly proclaimed himself “ Monarch of the Wood.” Civiliza-
tion waved her wand over the plain, the forests disappeared, mansions have taken
the place of huts, and elegance and magnificence flourish everywhere. Prosperity
attends all the enterprises of our citizens, and we promise to be the first City of
Western Canada.

The population of the City is about 27,500, nearly two-thirds of which have
been added during the last seven years. In 1850, it numbered about 10,300.
Consider that this increase is accompanied by a corresponding increase of wealth
and commerce, and we can safely say, few towns have had an equally rapid

owth.
& That the value of Real Estate and Personal Property has kept pace with our
Commercial growth, the following table clearly shows :—

DEscripTIoN oF STREETS.—Of over one hundred and fifty streets that intersect
our beautiful city, very few can be described in this brief notice.

King Street, has long been the chief street of the city. It runs through the
entire limits, from East to West. Our most magnificent trading houses are
located on this street, the retail shops occupying the north side, and principally
wholesale the other. The great trade of the city is carried on here, and many of
the stores are of the finest and richest class. The buildings of this street are
almost entirely of brick or stone, and very many of them are of the highest style
of architecture. The Bank of British North America, is a beautifully
finished, spacious, and substantial building. Among the most extensive
wholesale establishments fronting on this street, may be mentioned those of Kerr,
Brown & Co., D. McIunes & Co., and Buchanan, Harris & Co. These buildings
are prominent and imposing structures. The Anglo-American hotel, in the
Eastern part of the street, overlooks all surrounding structures, and is among
that class of buildings that always attract the attention of the stranger. Some
elegant private residences adorn the different portions of the street. If the
original design of the inhabitants had been carried out, this street would have
surpassed in extent and beauty any other street of any city in Western Canada ;
and, in fact, it is doubtful if there be more than one street in North America that
would have equalled it.* It was, originally, the design of the inhabitants that
the width of King Street, throughout its entire length, should be what it is at
James Street. Imagine what a street, two or three miles in length, would be in
such a cit{. Contrast it with the narrow, dismal, winding alleys of Montreal,
New York, or Boston, and you have the modern enterprise of the 19th century
side by side with the limited, sluggish spirit of the past.

James Street, crossing King at right angles, and extending from the bay on
the North to the mountain on the South, a distance of hearly two miles, is second
in importance to King. It is adorned by the finest specimens of architecture in
the city. Among these may be mentioned the Mechanics' Institute, Post Office,
Royal Hotel, Bank of Upper Canada, R. Juson & Co. Hardware building,
Canada Life Assurance gompany buildings, and St. Andrew's Church. This
street has risen rapidly in importance until it has become one of the first business
streets in the city. Some of the most extensive dry goods, and hardware astablish-

* Pennsylvania Avenue, Washington Qity,
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ments are located on this street ; and the retail shops present very imposing and
attractive appearances. The only street that rivals James, in a business point of
view, is King, but James has facilities for growth which can never be removed,
and it will probably continue to advance in importance as the city advances in
wealth and commerce. In the vicinity of the mountain arc many elegant private
residences, with tastefully, and richly ornamented grounds.

John Street, East of, and parallel to James, and extending from the bay to
the mountain, is sufficiently broad and central to become one of our first streets.
It is one of the principal thoroughfarcs which pour into the city the vast
resources of the surrounding country. It contains a number of elegant residences,
two or three churches, one of which, the Church of the Ascension, is an ornament
of the city. On this street stands one of the most imposing and expensive
structuresin Western Canada, the wholesale house of D. Mclones & Co. On a rise
of ground at the northern terminus of this street stands the old Custom House, a
brick building of some note in former years, It has its southern terminus in a
well-paved winding road up the mountain side. The stranger visiting Hamilton
will not fail to ascend the mountain by this road ; for, from any point of it, he
can obtain a better view of the city and bay, and surrounding country, than from
any other position. Besides, on this ascending street are located some of our
finest residences, and most beautiful grounds.

McVab Street, West of, and parallel to James, has latterly come into
distinction. Its proximity to James Street, to the Market, and to the depot of
the Great Western Railway, has given it its present importance. Some large
wholesale establishments are located on it in the vicinity of the Royal Hotel.
Several churches are located in different parts of this street, some of which are
ornamental and indicative of the growing taste and enterprise of the citizens. Its
extent is nearly equal to that of James.

York Street, forming with James an angle of about sixty degrees, runs in a
Westerly direction from James to Dundurn, the late residence of Sir Allan Napier
Macnab. It owes its importance to its being the only highway thoroughfare
between the city and the Northern and North Western portions of the surround-
ing country. At its Western terminus lie the beautiful grounds of Burlington
Cemetery.” The residences of some of our wealthiest citizens are scattered
along this street.

Main Street, extending from East to West through the entire city, parallel
to King, and next South, is broad and central. It is already a street of much
importance, containing many eligible and beautiful sites for private residences.

Hughson and Catharine Streets are among the most important running
North and South from the bay to the mountain.

Few cities furnish to men of wealth and taste so desirable sites for private
residences. 'The slope of the mountain side is adorned with costly dwellings, which
have sprung up as if by magic, and they farnish quiet retreats for the man of
business and toil. Men have grown rich in the traffic of our youthful city, and
have sought retirement here. 'This slope commands a delightful view of the busy
city below, and the blue waters of the bay and lake beyond. Here is our « Fifth
Avenue,” and far superior is it to the famous gathering place of the millionaires
of New York city. Their prospect is limited to massive walls and paved streets,
while we look upon & beautiful country and bright waters.

PusLic BuiLpines.—Attention has been called, briefly, to some of the most
prominent public buildings in the city. Some of these deserve a more lengthy
notice, as representing the taste, the enterprise, and refinement of our citizens, in
the midst of arapid and almost unprecedented advancement. It is usually the case
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in cities of rapid growth, that comfort, convenience, and beauty of arch!tecture
receive but little attention. These are left for the second or third generation who
inherit the wealth of their ancestors. But in our city, taste, refinement, regard to
health and convenience have kept pace with its growth.

The Church of the Ascension, situated on John Street, is built of Hamilton
stone. Its architecture is beautiful, and structure massive. 'It belongs to our
ornaments, and its spire, now in course of completion, renders it the most promi-
nent feature of the Southern portion of the city.

St. Andrew's Church, sitnated on Upper James Street, lately erected, is &
magnificent structure. Its spire is built of Ohio sandstone, an excellent building
stone, soft and easily worked into any form. It is, by far, the most ornamental of
our churches. Cost, probably, $40,000.

Two new churches, about to be completed, on Mchb Street, are Qmamental
and costly. One of these is brick, erected by the United Presbyterians. The
other is of stone, owned by the Frree Church. Cost of each, about $30,000.

On James Street are quite a number of costly buildings, already briefly poticed.
Among these we would call especial attention to the Canada Life Assurance
Company building, South of King. It is built of Hamilton stone, and highly
ornamental. Near this, and a little Northward, is the large Hardware establish-
ment of R. Juson & ('o.—u building of Hamilton stone, and an omamen't to the
city. On this street are the buildings of the Royal Hotel, erected by Thomas
Davidson, Esq., at an expense of not less than $100,000. Thl§ magmﬁf:ent pl}e is
a worthy exhibition of artizanship and taste. The first story is occupied chiefly
by dry goods stores and offices, richly finished. .

On the corner of John and King Streets is the wholesale warehouse of .
Meclnnes ¢ Co., & building of Ohio sandstone, erected at a cost of $120,000 or
$130,000." There are few superior buildingsin Canada. Itis five storiesin height,
including the hasement, and has a front on King Street of 60 feet, and on John
Street of 130 feet.

The Anglo-American Hotel, on King Street East, is one of the most imposing
structures in Western Canada. It is built of brick, five stories in height, and has
a frontage on King Street of about 130 feet.

The new Market Buildings, which are soon to be erected, will not be
surpassed by any similar structures in Canada. They will have a front on four
different’ streets—Merrick, James, York and McNab. Judging from the plaos
adopted by the City Council, they will be the pride of the city.

‘We learn that the Government intends soon to erect a Custom House worthy
of our growing city.

The residence of Sir Allan Napier Macnab, called Dundurn, in the Western
portion of the city, is a pleasant location, and will furnish a delightful home for
the unfortunate deaf and dumb, for which, itis said, the Government is nego-
tiating.

Our System of Free Schools shows that our citizens appreciate the true founda-
tion of prosperity. It has been pronounced, without exception, the best, and

under the best supervision of any in the Province. No money is spared to render
it all that can be desired.

Manvracrures—The manufactures of Hamilton have a degree of import-
ance which few cities in Canada can claim. 'We refer especially to the factories of
D. C. Guon, and Joseph Flint, Esgs., and those of the Great Western Railway.

The saw factory of Joseph Flint, in the Eastern portion of the city, is the only
one of significance in the Provinces. We clip the following notice of it from the
Christian Advocate of Dec. 23, 1857 : « With the exception of a small business:
in Montreal, this is the only Saw Factory in Canada. It has been established &
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little more than two years, and has been under the superintendence of Mr. Ward,
o very experienced workiman. Mr. Flint, the proprietor, has recently taken u ,
his residence here, and it is his intention to greatly enlarge and extend the busi-
ness. The esttblishment gives employment to about 30 men, and turns out
annually, from $40,000 to $50,000 worth of work. Kvery description of Saw i.‘;
manufactured here, from the large circular, measuring in circumference 13 feet, to
the smallest, 9 inches ; and from the large cross-cut, to the smallest hand-saw. The
griucipal portion of the work is performed hy machinery, the whole of which is

riven by an engine of 50 horse power, the largest in the city. There are about
50 varieties of punches or dies used. for as many different ‘kinds of saws. The
material is of the best English Cast Steel. It comes in plates of proper thickness
and after being cut to the size required, the machivery is set in motion, and a,s'j
rapidly as tho workman can keep his picce of plate moving, the punch cuts out
the teeth. The saw is then taken to a large (arnace, where it undergoes the
process of tempering ; it is then dipped in a composition, which serves to make it
hard and elastic. After it has been straightened on an anvil, it is ground and
polished by machinery, and is then ready for the finishing department. Here it
is filed, and by a slight stroke of the hammer, every other tooth is iuverted—it
is then ready for the marlket.”

The Hamilton Spectator has a brief notice of Mr. Gunn’s Locomotive and
Steam Engine Manufactory, which we take the liberty to copy. ©The works
have now been running steadily for sixteen months successfully, and have turned
out first class small stationary steam engines, and locomotives second to none in
use in this country. Two large first class freight engines, of Hamilton manufac-
ture, are,on the Great Western Railway, five first class passenger engines are on
the Girand Trunk Railway, two more are finished, and will go to the same roadin a
few days ; there are four more in a forward state of construction, for the same
company, and material is on hand for the construction of several more. The
establishment keeps from one hundred to one hundred and fifty men and boys,
mechanics and laborers, in constant employ, and is capable of working double that
number.”

The manufactures of the Great Western Railway Company extend to every-
thing connected with their running apparatus. Kvery class of cars, and, in fact,
all the cars they use, from the lumber platform to the moving palace, which
accommodates 60 persons, are manufactured here. Stand on the eminence over-
looking the shops and warehouses of this company, extending half a mile along
the line of railway, and if you can imagine yourself looking from the same position
five years earlier, you will realize what wonderful changes energy and enterprise can
produce. TFive years ago, and where now stand these busy workshops, the waters
of the bay sleﬂt in quiet. Ob a summer evening we huve stood on the uplifted
banks, and looked upon the beautiful scenery. The soft sky, bending to embrace
the mighty hills, gently whispered the lesson we oft have learned from such scenes.
The gentle slumbers of the bright waters were unbroken, save by the paddle of
gome eager fisherman. No fancy or dream, however wild, could have painted the
scene we now gaze upon. The waters have been pushed back to make way for
solid earth. Massive walls have risen up, that echo to the clicv, click, click of a
thousand wheels. The quiet of the scene has been changed to a constant din, and
confused rattling of wheels, and puffing of steam engines, and sereaming of locomo-
tives. Man, with his wealth and his mighty mind, has been here and converted
the scene. We cannot weary the reader with detailed accounts of the several
factories, and the method of manufacturing, but will leave him to gratify his curiosity
by visiting the grounds, and surveying for himself the cxtensive works.

The Great Western Railway has done very much for the growth of our city.
1t has added to our commerce, to our wealth, and to our manufactures. We
bave more than doubled our population during the five years of the railroad’s
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existence. Qur manufactures have indefinitely increased, and our commerce has
received an impetus to which it will ever answer. The Great Western Railway
has done more for Hamilton than any other one enterprise could possibly have
done ; and, in fact, more than all other circumstances combined, if we except the
natural advantages of her position. It is a source of prosperity which can never
run dry. It is a great vein, which is coustantly pouring a current of life into the
heart, from all parts of the system. Its impulses to our trade are sound and
healthy.

Hgmilton is destined to be the most important city of Canada West. Add
to its already superior advantages, the commerce of the Southern Railroad, with
its heart in our midst, and the proposed ship canal from Lake Huron to Lake
Ontario ; and, with sunshine and rain, “seed-time and harvest,” to the western
hills and plains, no competition can prevent our presenting a worthy object of
admiration and emulation,



CITY GOVERNMENT.
1858.

Hamilton was incorporated a city on the first of January, 1847. It is divided
into five Wards, which are bounded as follows : St. Lawrence Ward is bounded
on the North by Burlington Bay, on the East by City Limits, on the South by
King Street, and on the West by John Street : St. Patricks’ Ward, on the North
by King Street, on the East by City Limits, on the South by the Mountain, and
on the West by John Street : St. George’s Ward, on the North by Xing Street,
on the East by John Street, on the South by the Mountain, and on the West by
City Limits : St. Andrews’ Ward, on the North by Burlington Bay, on the
East by John Street, on the South by King Street, and on the West by McNab
Street : St. Mary's Ward, on the North by Burlington Bay, on the East by Mc-
Nab Street, on the South by King Street, and on the West by City Limits.

The Common Council, which is elected annually on the first Monday in Janu-
ary, is composed of twenty members, two Aldermen, and two Councillors for
each Ward, At its first meeting the Council elects the Mayor from the ten
Aldermen.

By a recent enactment ,the Inspectors of License, who have heretofore been
elected by the people, are chosen by the Common Council

The distribution provided for in this estimate, embraces ahout
13 niiles of pipe, extending from Wellington to Bay Street, and from Hannah to
Barton Street—with 100 hydrants. To provide for a population of 35,000, it will
cost $60,000 additional.
