The postage on printers’ proof sheets,
maps, prints, drawings, engravings, litho-
graphs, photograpns, sheet mausic, ete.,
addressed to Canada, the United States,
Great- Brilain or any Ruropein country
is 1 per cent. per £ oz. Printed stationery
school or college examination papers, dis-
tinetly mmarked as such, municipal assess-
ment rolls, and statute labor returns may
pass in Canada at the rat: of 1 cent per 2
ources. No package must exceed 2 feet
in length by 1 foot in width or depth. The
lircit of weight for Canada, United States
and Great Britain is 5 pounds. for other
Pestal Union countries, 4 pounds.

Seads, cuttings, bulbs. roots and scions
or grafts can only be sent to the United
States as fifth-class matter ; when posted
for delivery in Canada, the postage is 1
cent per 4 oz, and tha limit of weight 5
pounds.

PATTERNS AND SAMPLES.

Actual patterns and samples of mer-
chandise, mnot exceeding 2¢ ounces in
weight, may be sent to any nlace in Can-
ada for 1 cant per 4 cz. Goods sent in

execution of an order, however small the
quantity may be, or artizles sent by one
private individual to another, not béing
aciually trade patterns or samples, are
not admissible as such. Postage, etc., for
British and foreign countries is : 2 cents
for the first 4 oz, and 1 cent for every
additional 2 oz.

Parcels not exceedinz 2 feet 1n iength by
1 foot in width or depth may be sent to
the countries marked “A” or “B” in
the foreign postage table, and fo a num-
ber of other placas not there mentioned.
For full particulars apply at postoffice, or
see Canada Official Postal Guide. The
postage on parcels for the United King-
dem is 20 cents for the first pound, and 16
cents for each additional pound ; limit of
weight 11 pounds. A customs declaration
of the contents and value of cach parcel
must be filled up at the postoffice by the
sender. These parcels are forwarded by
Canadian contract steamers only.

5th Class Matter.

Comprises such articles of general mer-
chandige as are not entitled to any lower
rate of postage. Postage L cent per oz., or
fraction of an ounce. Limit of weight, 5
pounds ; of size, 2 feet in length by 1
{foot in width or depth. Matter claimed to
be fifth-class must be open to inspection
and there must be no correspondence en-
closed. Packages of (fifth-class matter
may be sent to the United States for the
game prepayment as is required within
the Dominion, but the contents will be lia-
ble to custems inspection and collection
of duty in the United States. Sealed tins
containing fish, lobster, vegetables, nmieats,
ete.,, if pat up in a solid manner and la-
belled in such a way as to fully indicate

‘the nature of their contents may be sent

as fifth-class matter within the Domin-
jon but no sealed matter can be forward-
ed to the United States under this head.
Liquids, oils and fatty substances may be
sent to places in Canada and the United
States as fifth-class matter if put up in
accordance with the ruling referring to
such articles in the Capada. Postal Guide
for 1898, page xiv.
