THE ISLA)l"D OF M0:0JTREAL 

ts the largest and most fertile isl::tnd belonging to 
Can~H1a, and is generally considered as the garden 
of the Lower Province. Its soil is in most parts 
-excellent, and 1t produces nearly every kind of grain, 
fruit and vegetable in perfection. The general sur· 
face of the island is level, with the excertion of the 
l\'rountain near the city; it is, however, diversified 
by several gentle ridges, having a tendency from 
N. E. to S. W., which arc designated Coteanx. 
Mount Royal, or the Moantain, which overlooks the 
City, consists of two distinct hills, between which 
one of the leading avenues into it passes. 'l'here 
are roads also by which the circ.uit of either or both 
mountains can be made, and which, from the very 
beautiful scenery they present, arc favorite drives 
with the tourist or seeker of recreation. The base 
of the Mountain is adorned with many beautiful 
villas, and the choicest orchards of the whole island, 
or indeed of Lower Canada, arc those which are 
situated around it, the fruit being of the most deli· 
cious flavour, and greatest luxuriance of yield. The 

island is diviued into two Ridings, viz., the East 
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Riding, or " Hochclagct," and the West Riding, or 
" Jacques Cw·ticr," each of which returns one Mem­
ber to the Provincial Parliament. It is also divided 
into ten parishes, viz.:-

THE PARISH OF THE CrrY OF MoNTREAL, which 
comprehends the City proper, the Cotes de la Visita­
tion, St. Joseph, Notre Dame des Neiges, and St. 
Pierre, together with parts of St. Paul and St. Cathe­
rines; the isle of St. Paul, at the mouth of River St. 
Pierre, and the Isle aux Herons. Cote des Neiges 
is a neat thriving village, containing several tanne­
ries and stores, and a chapel. 

THE PARISH oF ST. LAURENT comprehends Cotes 
St. Laurent and St. Michel, with part of Notre Dame 
des Vertus. The handsome village of St. Laurent 
contains a number of stores, and a large Parish 
Church. 

'I'HE PARISH oF SAULT AU REcOLLECT, situated on 
the Back River, or Riviere des Prairies, contains a 
neat village of the same name, a fine church, and 
seveml valuable saw and com mills. 

'I'HE PARISH oF ST. GENEVIEVE, is situaterl at the 
extreme N. vV. of the Island, opposite Isle Bizard, 
and has nothing remarkable to speak of. 

THE PARISH OF LACHINE contains the large and 
thriving village of that name; it is an extensive Pa­
rish, extending nearly eight miles along the St. 
Lawrence, and has many excellent farms, orchards 
and gardens. 

THE r ARISH OF PoiNTE CLAIRE, extends from the 
PaJ:ish of Lachine, along the river, and includes part 
of Isle Perrot. 

THE P AniSH oF LoNGUE PoiNTE, commenc-es at the 
Eastern boundary of the Parish of Montreal, and ex--
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tends to that of Pointe aux Trembles, extending in 
depth back to the centre of the Island; there are 
many rich farms in this Parish. 

THE PARISH oF PoiNTE AUX TREMBLEs, extends 
from the last named to the upper end ofisle Therese, 
and includes the whole of the lower part of the 
Island, which fronts the St. Lawrence. The village 
of the same name is a neat place of 70 or 80 houses, 
and is much frequented by visitors from the city. 

THE PARISH oF RIVIERE DES PRAIRIES, contains 
the whole of the Cote St. Joseph, and, as its name 
implies, fronts on the river of the same name. 

THE PARISH OF ST. ANNE, embraces the whole up­
per end of the island, and also the upper part of Isle 
Perrot; it contains the pleasant village of St. Anne, 
and possesses many good farms and orchards. 

The greatest length of the island is thirty-two 
miles, and its breadth ten miles, and the population 1 

including the City of Montreal, is about 85,000 souls. 
The City of Montreal sends three, and the re­

mainder of the island two Members, to the Provin­
cial Parliament. 

THE CITY oF MoNTREAL, the largest and most 
populous City in British North America, is situated 
upon the Island of the same name, in latitude 45" 
31' North, and longitude 63° 34·' West from Green­
wich. Including the Suburbs, it covers an area of 
about 1020 acres, of which the ground within the 
line of the old fortifications does not comprise much 
over a tenth part. 

The City was founded by M. de Maissonnenve, 
in 1642, on the site of an Indian Vi1lage named 
Hochelaga, and for a long period bore the name of 



Ville .Mane, having been dedicated to the Vi1·gitl 
Mary as its patroness and protector. 

It is laid ont in the form of a parallelogram, with 
the streets, which are 200 in number, intersecting 
each other at right angles. Notre Dame Street, 
which is the principal street for retail business, is 
over three quarters of a mile in length, and has 
many elegant shops. Great St. James Street, is 
elegant and spacious, and is occupied principally by 
the Banks and Insurance Companies. St. Paul 
Street, is over three quarters of a mile long, the 
west end of it, and the streets which intersect it 

' being mostly taken up with wholesale warehouses. 
liV ater Street, Commissioners Street, and Common 
Street, face on the River St. Lawrence, the entire 
length of the city, and exhibit a splendid frontage, 
principally of cut-stone warehouses, which has a 
very imposing effect. McGill Street, extends north­
·wards from the River to the Hay-market Square; 
it is a wide and handsome street, most of the houses 
being of cut-stone, and a large retail business is 
carried on in it. St. Antoine Street, liiountain Street, 
liVest Dorchester Street, Sherbrooke Street, and the 
Streets and Squares on Beaver Hall, have many 
beautiful private residences and villas upon them, 
and are considered the most fashionable part of the 
city. 

Being at the head of Ship Navigation, her local 
auvantages for the purposes of trade are numerous, 
and they will be greatly increased when the Grand 
Trunk, the North Shore, and the Montreal and By­
town H,ailroads are added to the lines of Railroad 
which already diverge from the city. From what­
eyer side the City is approached, the scene is one of 
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much interest; if from the St. Lawrence, the splen­
did towers of the Cathedral, the tall spires of Christ 
Church, St. Patrick's Church, and several others; the 
elegant front of the Bonsecours Market, and the long 
ranges of cut-stone buildings which front the River, 
form at once a tout ensemble which is perhaps un­
equalled in any other American City. And although 
the prospects from the land side are not quite so 
imposing, they are all agreeable, and that from Cote 
des Neiges road, (which crosses the spur of the 
Mountain that overlooks the City,) is, taken altoge­
ther, one of the finest in this part of the world. 

The population of the City is about 65,000, and 
the number of inhabited houses about 8,500; it is 
divided into nine wards, and is municipally "govern­
ed by a :Mayor, Aldermen, and Council, elected by 
householders, who pay an annual rent of $45 or 
upwards, or persons who own real estate, producing 
half that amount of rent amnnlly. 

The Police of the City consists of a Police Magis­
trate, a Chief of Police, two Chief Constables, and 
fifty men; and the Fire Brigade, of a Chief Engineer, 
two Assistant Engineers, six Fire Engines, and a 
Hook, Ladder, and Hose Company. 

To prevent imposition upon strangers, the rates of 
:f..·ue for Cabs and Caleches, as settled by a By-law 
of the City Council, are given, and every driver of 
snch a vehicle is bound to keep a card with the same 
upon it, to be exhibited to passengers. '

The climatE', althongh severe in \\·inter, is ex­
ceedingly cond nci\·e to health and longevity, and 
the average mortality is much less than _'in many 
other cities of North America. 

The Public Buildings are both numerous and 
elegant; and inc1nde many which are p;nticnlarly 
\Vorthy of notice, among which we may enumerate: 

RO:l\1AN CXTI-IOLIC CBTRCIIES. 

THE PARISH Caurrcr-r, oR CHURCH o:r NoTRE 

DAr.rE.-The corner stone of this magnificent ecli-
1ice, which is built in the perpendicular Gothic style 
of the Middle Ages, was laid on the tltirLl Septem­
ber, 18'24·, and it was opened for pnblic worsltip in 
Jnly, 1829. The length of the Chnrch is 2:15 feet 6 
inches, nncl its lJrCallLh 134 feet 6 inclws. The height 
v.f the prinaipal towers is Q·~U n~ct, flllll of the others. 
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115 feet each, and the great \Vimlow at the high 
altar is 64 feet in height, by 32 feet in breadth. The 
total number of pews is 1,244, capable of seating 
between six and seven thousand persons. In the 
North vYest tower is a fine chime of bells, and in 
the N. E. tower is placed the largest bell in Ame­
rica, being one cast expressly for this Church, which 
weighs 29,400 lbs. Adjoining this Church, a \Ving 
of the new bnilding for the Seminary cf St. Sulpice 
has been recently erected, and the plan, when com­
pleted, will add greatly to the appearance of this 
part of the City. 

ST. PATRICK's CHURCH.-This large and com­
manding edifice is built ii~ the Gothic style of the 
15th century. It stands upon an elevated site, and 
is one of the most striking objects visible on ap­
proaching the City. The extreme length is 240 
feet, the breadth 90 feet, and the height of the spire 
225 feet. The interior is comfortably fitted up, and 
there is room to seat about 5,000 persons. 

The other Roman Catholic Churches in the City 
nrc: 

ST. JAMEs' or the BisHoP's CnuRcH, on St. Denis 
Street, \vas a very handsome building, capable of 
seating about three thousand pe:Fsons ; contiguous 
to this Church, on St. Catherine Street, \Yas an ele­
gant Episcopal residence for the Roman Catholic 
Bishop. Both these elegant lmildings were bnrned 
down in the great fire of Jnly, 18:12, but we under­
stand they are to be rebuilt in a very superior style. 

The RECOLLECT CHuRcH on '"West Notre Dame 
Street, and the BoNSECOURS CHURCH on St. Paul 
Street, are commodious stone buildi11gs, which will 
seat about 2,000 persons each, and there are also 
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Chapels attached to the different Nunneries, to the 
College on College Street, and to the Jesuit College 
on Bleury Street. 

ST. ANN's CHuRcH, Griffintown, is a large and 
commodious stone building, recently erected, and 
capable of seating over 3,000 persons ; it is in the 
Gothic stvle of Architecture, and is the most strik­
ing edific~ in the quarter of the City in which it_is 
situated. 

There are several fine paintings by celebrated 
masters in the Parish Church and the Bishop's 
Church, and also in the Chapels attached to the dif­
ferent Nunneries. 

THE PROTEST ANT CHURCHES ARE, 

CHURCH OF ENGLAND. 

THE CATHEDRAL oF CHRIST CHURCH, on Notre 
Dame Street, which is a handsome stone building 
with a front of the Doric order, and a spire of 204 
feet in height. The Church is 132 feet in length 
by SO feet in width, and will accommodate about 
3,000 persons. The interior is fitted up in a neat 
and simple style, and the Church has one of the best 
organs in Amer!ca. The Bishop of Montreal, the 
Right Rev. Francis Fulford, D. D., generally offi­
ciates here,nncl the present Rector is the Rev. John 
Bethune, D.D. 

ST. GEORGE's CHuRcH, on St. Joseph Street.­
This is a very neat building, erected in the style of 
the 13th century, at a cost of about £3,000. The 
interior is fitted up in a chaste and elegant manner, 
and it hu.s an excellent organ. The size is 100 feet 
in length by 56 feet in width, and it will seat about 
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1,4..00 persons. 'rhe Rev. W. T. Leach, D. C. L., 
and the Rev. Wm. Bond, are the ofiiciating Clergy­
men here. 

ST. STEPHEN's CHURCH, Dalhousie Street, Griffin­
town, is designed in thesamestyleas St. George's, but 
with somewhat less pretension. The interior is ar­
ranged in a neat and comfortable manner, and a 
part of the seats are free. The ground-plan is 100 
feet by 55 feet, and it will seat over 1,200 persons. 
The Rev. J. Ellegood is the officiating clergyman. 

TRINITY CHURCH, on St. Paul Street, is a neat 
building erected at the expense of the late Major 
Christie; the size is 75 by 4J, feet, and it will seat 
about 800 persons. The Rev. A. D. Campbell is 
the present Minister. 

ST. THol\rAs's CnuRcH, on St. Mary Street, is a 
neat building which was built at the sole expense 
of Thomas Molson, Esq., it is comfortably fitted up 
and will seat over 800 persons. 

There is also a small Church at HocHELAGA or the 
Cross, at which the services are conducted by the 
Rev. Mr. Rogers. 

CHUTI.CH OF SCOTLAND. 

ST. Al'\DREw's CnuRcH, on Beaver Hall, is a beau­
tiful specimen of the Gothic style of Architecture, 
and an ornament to the City, which has been recently 
erected by the congregation, formerly worshipping at 
the Church of the same name in St. Peter Street. 
Its dimensions are 90 by 65 feet ; the interior is well 
arranged ancl handsomely fitted up, and the Church 
will accommodate about 1000 persons. Rev. Alex. 
Mathieson, D. D., Minister. 

ST. PAuL's CHuRcH, on St. Helen Street, is also 
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in the Gothic style of ArchitcctnrP,nncl js a handsome 
edifice, which will accommodate ::;bout 800 persons. 
The interior is neatly fitted up in the Grecian style. 
Rev. R. 1\IcGill, D.D., Minister. 

FREE CifURCH. 

CDTE STREET Cm;ncn, is a neat building recently 
erected, and comfortably fitted up; it will scat about 
800 persons. Rev. Donald Fraser, A.::'II., Minister. 

ST. GAnmEL Sn.EET Cnuncn, is a plain stone 
lmilding, ,,·hich 'vill scat about 800 persons. Rev. 
D. Inglis, Minister. 

'VESLEYAX. 

THE Gn:cA T ST. JAMES STREET Cm:ncn, is nn ele­
gant building, erected in the Florid Gothic style of 
the 14lh century, and i8 one ofthc ~rea test ornaments 
of the City. Its size is Ill by 73 feet, and it will 
scat about 2Ci00 persons. The urrangelTlcnt of the 
interior is unique and beautiful, the pulpit especially, 
lJeing a fine specimen of the Carved Gothic style. 
The building 'Yas erected at a cost of about £12,500. 

ST. A~''''s CHAPEL, Griffinto,vn, is also a handsome 
building in the Gothic style of Architecture, which 
will sent alJout 1000 persons, and 

ST. MArn's CnAPEL, Montcalm Street, is a neat 
building in the Grecian style of Archilectnre, \\'hich 
v;ill scat alJOnt GOO persons. 

COl\G UEG A TlOl\ AL. 

ZION CRuncH, RaJcgonde Street, of which the 
Rev. H. Vvilkes, D. D., is Minister, is a neat build­
ing in the Doric style, v>hich will seat over 1000 
persons, the interior hf'in;; handsomely filtecl up. 
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Trn::: Cos:ronn STREBT Cnnccu, is also u fine lmilcl­
ing in tltc Grecian style, ''"hich will scat about 900 
persons. RcL F. H. Marling, Minister. 

The other Protestant Churches are-

THe AMERICA X PRESBYTERIAN CHuRCH, a neat cut 
stone building, and comfortably fitted up, is situated 
at the west end ofGrcatSt.JamesStrcet; ithnsan 
excellent organ and a good choir, and \vill seat over 
1000 persons. llev. J. McLoud, I\'Iinistcr. 

THE UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CHuRcH, corner of La­
ganchctierc and Chcnncvillc Streets, Rev. W. Tay­
lor, D.D., 1\linister, is a plain, substantial cut stone 
builtling, recently erected, which 'vill scat over 1000 
persons. 

THE BAPTIST CHt:RcH, St. Helen Street, is a neat 
cut stone building, which will scat about 500 per­
sons. r.,cv. Dr. Lillie, Minister. 

THE UNITARIAN CHURCH, Deaver Hall, is a hand­
some building in the Grecian Doric style; it is neatly 
and comfortably fitted up, has a fine organ, and will 
scat about GOO persons. Rev. John Corclner, Minister. 
There is also a J EVVISH SYNAGOGUE, in Chen neville 
Street, which is a neat cnt stone building, the inte­
rior being beautifully :fitted up in the Egyptian style. 
r.cv. A. De Sola, Minister. 

The other Puhlic Buildings most conspicnons are: 
THE BANK OF MoNTREAL, Place d'Armes, which is 

an elegant cut stone building of the Corinthian order. 
THE BANK OF BRITISH NoRTH AMERICA, Great St. 

James Street, a fine cnt stone building in the Com­
posite style of Architecture. 

'l'HE CrTY BANK, Place d' Armes, a handsome cut 
.stonP Jmilcling in the Grecian style of Arc]Jitcetnre. 



'l'HE COMMERCIAL BANK, Great St. James Street, 
a neat cut stone building in the Grecian Doric style. 

THE BANQUE nu PEUPLE, is a fine cut stone build­
ing, on Great St. James Street. 

THE BoNsEcouRs MARKET, on St. Paul and Water 
Streets, is a magnifieent pile of building in the Gre­
cian Doric style of Architecture, which has been 
erected at a cost of about £60,000, and is equal, if 
not superior, to any thing of the kind in America. 
The offices of the Corporation, and principal Police 
Station, are here, and the large hall in the East 
Wing, which is let out ocerrsionally f<Jr Assemblies, 
Concerts, &e., will scrrt nearly 4000 persons. 

THE NEw ST. ANN's l\Ln1.KET, '.'ll Fuunclling Street, 
is a neat urick edifice, well aclrlptcll fur the purpose 
for '"-'hich it was designed. It has been rcceutly 
opened, and was built at a cost ofabont £3000. 

THE NEw CouRT Hou:::.c, on Notre Dame Street, 
is a splendid pile of cut stone huilding in the Grecian 
Ionic style, the ground plan is 300 uy 125 feet, and 
the height 76 feet. The order of nrchitectnre fol­
lowed Leing the same as tlmt of the Temple of lUi­
sus, which is one of the finest specimens of Grecian 
art. The building, besides the large fire-proof vaults, 
contains five Court Rooms, for the Appeal, Circuit, 
Criminal, Police, and Superior Courts. It also con­
tains the Offices of the Sheriff and Prothonotary and 
the Advocates Room and Library, together with the 
necessary Offices fur the Offiecrs connected with the 
various Courts of Law. John Ostell, Esq., is the 
Architect who designed this work. 

THE PosT OFFICE. This handsome bnilJing, 
which has been recently erected, is situated on Great 
St. James and St. Frangois Xavier Streets, in the 





very centre of the city. The Great St. James Street 
front is 54 feet, that on St. Frango.is Xavier Street 
100 feet and the hei(Tht is 57 feet. It is built in 

' b 
the Italian style of Architecture, having three 
stories and an attic, all of which will be heated by 
means of hot-air apparatus placed in the basement 
story. The great hall is 70 feet long, 50 feet wide, 
and 16 feet high, with a fine panelled ceiling sup­
ported on six hollow iron pillars, which are used for 
conveying the heated air to the upper stories. The 
building was designed by John Wells, Esq., Archi­
tect, who has heretofore added greatly to the archi­
tectural ornaments of the city. 

THE MERCHANTs' ExcHANGE. This fine building 
is situated on St. Sacrament Street, one of the nar­
ro\vcst Streets in the City, and is consequently seen 
to great disadvantage. The premises cover an area 
of about half an acre, which comprises an open 
court for the meeting of Merchants on 'Change, and 
the building contains a reading room, a meeting 
room, and several offices, which are to Le occupied 
by the Board of Trade and other public bodies of a 
commercial character. The style of Architecture 
is the Modern Italian, and the arrangement of the 
building throughout is such as to reflect much ere_ 
dit on Mr. George Browne, the Architect who de­
signed it. 

THE l\IEcHAJ';Ics' INSTITUTE. This handsome 
structure occnpies the corner of Great St. James and 
St. Peter Streets, having a frontage of 64 feet on 
the former and 84 feet on the latter. It is designed 
in the Italian style, and will, when completed, form 
one of the greatest architectural ornaments of Mont­
real. The ground floor will form two large and 
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handsome shops, and the next story will contain a 
corridor 55 feet long by 10 feet wide, with a read­
ing room 40 by 24 feet 6 inches, a library 21 by 
24< feet 6 inches, a President's room, a Committee 
room, and three class rooms. From the second 
story three stair eases will lead to the third story, 
which will form one magnificent room of 80 by 60 
feet, with a height of 18 feet. The building, which 
was designed by Messrs. Hopkins & Nelson, Archi­
tects, is expected to be finished in November, 1854. 

THE CHAMPLAIN AND ST. LA WRE~CE RAIL-ROAD 
OFFICE. · This fine buil~ing is situated at the corner 
of Commissioners Street and Custom House Square, 
and has a frontage of 100 feet towards the River. 
As is the case in nearly all the recently designed 
public buildings in Montreal, the style of Architec­
ture is Italian, which appears to be much admired. 
The River front of the building will be 60 feet high, 
with a tower at the South Western corner of 100 
feet high, which is to contain a clock with four il­
luminated dials, intended to regi1late the time of the 
departnre and arrival of the company's steamers and 
railroad trains. The tower is to be surmounted by 
a flag-staff, from which the arrival of the trains will 
be signalled. Mr. George Browne is the Architect 
of this work. The Champlain and St. Lawrence 
Rail-Road Company is the oldest institution of the 
kind in Canada, having been chartered in 1831, and 
the road opened in 1836. This road is of immense 
value to the trade of the city, and while its direc­
tion has always been, and is now, distinguished by 
a spirit of wise liberality and enterprise, its officers 
are eq:mlly noted for their urbane and gentlemanly 
attentwn to tra Yelll'rs. 
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THE JAIL, at the east end of St. Mary Street, is a 
substantial pile of stone buildings, surrounded by a 
wall; the erection of the buildings, though not yet 
finished, has cost over £30,000. 

THE GENERAL HosPITAL, on Dorchester Street, is an 
elegant and commodious cut stone building, which 
forms a prominent object as the City is approached 
from the South or East. The management of the 
Institution is admirable, and it has been the means 
of an immense amount of benefit to the poor of the 
City. 

THE ST. PATRICK's HosPITAL, at the west end of 
Dorchester Street, is a fine stone building in a com­
manding situation. It was erected for a Baptist 
College, at a cost of over £7000, but was purchased 
from the Trustees for the purpose of an Hospital, to 
which it is now devoted. It has already been of in­
finite benefit to a large number ofpatients. 

lVl'GILL CoLLEGE, is beautifully situated at the base 
ofthe Mountain. This establishment owes its origin 
to the liberality of the late Hon. James McGill, who 
bequeathed the estate of Burnside and £10,000 for 
its endowment. Its School of Medicine bears a high 
.reputation, and the other departments ate also in a 
rapidly progressive state of improvement, under the 
able superintendence of the Rev. Dr. Leach, the 
present Vice-principal and professor of Classical Li­
terature and Divinity. 

THE HIGH ScHooL, on Belmont Street, Beaver 
Hall, is a beautiful stone building in the Tudor style 
of Architecture. It is under the management of 
Mr. H. A. Howe, assisted by several accomplished 
masters, and has a large> number of pupils. 
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Trm Ro;..r:I.N CA TJIOLIC CoLLEGE on College Stre-et, 
is a plain substantinl pile of lmildings, well suited to 
the purposes for which it was dc~igned. Rev. A. 
Nercam, principal. 

ST. MARY's (Jesuit) CoLLEGE, is situated, between 
Bleury and Alexander Streets ; it is a large and 
handsome pile of stone lmilcling, just erected, and is 
under the care of the Rev. Father 1\Iartin, and seve­
ral assistants. 

THE THEATRE RoYAL, CUte Street, is a neat brick 
building, lately erected, which is handsomely fitted 
up in the interior, and will accommodate abont 1500 
persons. 

Trm OLD vVATER vYoRKS, Notre Dame Street, is 
a neat and useful pile of building, erected for the 
purpose of supplying the City v;rith ''"ater, which 
is forced up from the river by steam power into two 
reservoirs, '"hich will contain about half a million 
of gallons, while the new reservoir at the head of 
St. Denis S1rcet will contain over four millions of 
gallons. The works are now under the management 
of the Corporation of the City. Their entire cost 
has he en £72,787. 

THE NEw \VATER \Yon.Ks, designed to supply the 
City with an ample quantity of pure water, derive 
their supply from the Lachine Rapids of the River 
St. Lawrence, from whence an acqueduct five miles 
in length conducts the stream to a settling pond, 
which will hold six millions of gallons. From here 
the \Vater is pumped up, by the force which its O\\'n 

descent supplies, into a receiving reservoir, from 
whence it is conveyed in pipes a distance of 4700 
yards, till it is reccivcJ into two lnrge distributing 
reservoirs, a short distance in rear of McGill College. 
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These reservoirs nre 190 feet aLovc the level of the 
forcing pumps, and :wo feet above the level of the 
river, and will contain over twenty millions of gals. 

The estimated cost of these valuable works, which 
\vere designed by T. C. Keefer, Esq., Civil Engi­
neer, is £150,000. 

KUNNElUES. 

Of these there are three, viz.:-

1st. The Grey Nunnery, on Foundling Street, 
founded in 1692, for the care of Lunatics and Found­
lings. 

2nd. 17w Blad, or Congregational Nunnery, No­
tre Dame Street, founded in 1659, for the education 
of young females. 

And 3rd. The 1-Iotel Dieu Nunnery, on St. Joseph 
and St. Paul Streets, founded in 1644, for the recep­
tion of sick and diseased persons. 

Of these establishments, it is only necessary to 
say, that they are admirably arranged and governed, 
are instrumental in doing an immense amount of 
good, as witness the untiring exertions of the good 
Sisters, during the prevailing sickness of 1847, prin­
cipally among the poor emigrants, when a number 
of them fell victims to their devotion to the sacred 
cause of charity and humanity. 

Strangers ·wishing to see the interior of the Nun­
neries should apply for permission to the Lady Su­
perior of each, which is almost invariably granted 
to persons of respectability, when properly applied 
for. 

NELSON's MoNUl\IENT, Notre Dame Street, and the 
l\IcTAVISH l'l'loNU!>IENT, at the foot of the l\Iountain, 
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are generally visited by strangers; indeed, the first 
named cannot fail to be so, as it is in the very heart 
of the City. It is at present much dilapidated, but 
we believe will be speedily repaired.

THE OTTAWA HOTEL, 

THE OTTAWA HoTEL, Great St. James Street, is a 
handsome and comfortaLle honse. It is conducted 
by Mr. Browning, formerly of Coteau Landing, long 
and favorably known to travellers, and is a central 
and desirable place of residence. See the proprie­
tor's advertisement, near the close of the volume, for 
further details. 

THE MoNTREAL HousE, Custom-house Square, is 
beautifully situated opposite the steamboat wharf1 

affording a fine view of the Rive:r. It is an ex12e1~ 
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tisements of the principal houses, in the various de­
partments, which appear in the present work. 

THE WHARVES of the City, which are constructed 
in a manner unequalled upon this continent, are 
worthy of all commendati«Jou, and cannot fail to sm­
prise vis-itors, who have been accustomed to nothing 
but the f:rail wooden structures of tl1at natme so 
common in America. The entire line of Wharves 
is ovel' two miles in length, and considerable addi­
tions, (to meet the rapidly increasing t:rad'e of the 
C1ty,) will be speedily commenced. 

THE LACHINE CANAL, with its Locks and Basins, 
is another of those Pu1lic Works of which our fair 
City may well be proud, nor is there in America, 
(we speak advisedly) any canal stTUcture to equal 
them; no stranger should pass through Montreal 
without visiting these works. 

THE CHAMPLA.I~ AND ST LAWRENCE RAILROAD~ 
commences at Brcwsterville, opposite the City, 
and connects with the American 1 ines to Boston and 
New York at Rouse's Point, a distance of 43 miles. 
This Road is now completed, and the cars run daily. 
Office, Commissioner's Street, corner of Custom­
House Square. 

THE LACHINE RAILROAD, connects the City, by a 
line of road nine miles in length, with tT1e village 
of that name; it is a pleasant excursion, ancl can be 
made back and forwards in a short time, and at a 
trifling cost. The continuation of th1s road from 
Canghnawaga till it connects with tlH; Ogdcns1.mrg 
road at Mo•'rs, is now complete, and the whole line 
is known us " The JJ/Iontreal and New York Ruil-

'l'HB ST. La wnENCE AND ATLANTIC RAILROAD, to 



tonnect Montreal with the City of Portland, a dis­
tance of 292 miles, is now complete, and the cars 
run daily between the two cities. A line from Que­
bec to Melbourne, a distan~e of 100 miles, is also in 
course of construction, and will be completed in 
1854.-0ffice, 18 Little St. James Street. 

THE GRAND TRUNK RAILROAD, to connect Mont­
real with Kingston, Torol\to, &c., is now in course 
of construction. The entire length of the road from 
Trois Pistoles to Sarnia, will be 1112 miles, and it 
will probably be completed in 1856.-0ffices, 18 
Little St. James Street, and corner of Champ de 
Mars and Gosford Streets. 

THE MoNTREAL AND BvTowN RAILROAD, which 
will pass through a :fine district of country, is now 
in progress of construction. The length will be 
about 120 miles, and the road will probably be open­
ed in 1856. Office, 33 Great St. James Street. 

THE VICTORIA BRIDGE. This S}1lendid and usefi.tl 
structure, which is to cross the St. Lawrence, from 
Point St. Charles to the South shore, will have a 
total length of 9437 feet, or somewhat over a mile 
and three quarters. It is to be built on the tubular 
principle, the s~me as the Britannia Bridge at the 
Menai Straits, and will have a track for Railway 
cars in the centre, while on the outside of the tube 
there will be a balcony on each side, with a footpath 
for passengers. The bridge will rest on 24 piers and 
two abutments of limestone masonry, the centre 
span being 330 feet long, and 60 feet high from sum­
mer water level. The iron used in its construction 
will be the best boiler plate T iron, and the total 
cost of the work is to be £1,500,000 steding, or 
$7,500,000.

THE MouNT RoYAL CEMETERY is a beautiful and 
extensive piece of land, recently laid out, which is to 
form the future place of interment for the Protes• 
taut population of the City. Great taste and judg· 
h1ent have been displayed in the selection arid ar­
rangement of the grounds, which are situated on 
the East side of the Mountain at a distance of about 
~ miles from the C1ty. The Cemetery is well 
worthy of a visit from either strangers or citizens. 

TI-m CHAMP DE l'rlARS is a favorite promenade for 
citizens or strangers, m,cl frequently, during the sum­
mer evenings, the fine bands of the Regiments in 
Garrison, dispense their enlivening strains to the 
surrounding multitude. 

THE PLACE D'ARl\IEs, is the square opposite the 
French Church. It has been lately planted with 
trees, surrounded ,,-ith a handsome iron railing, and 
a fountain placetl in the centre ofit. 

J,\CQUES CARTIER SQUAim,extending from opposite 
the Conrt Honse on Notre Dame Street to the River, 
is also to he adorned with trees, a fountain, and or­
namental railing, and the Nelson Monument, which 
stands nt the head of it, is to be renovated and 
heightened, which will render it one of the most 
attracti7c pl::tces in the City. 

DALHousiE SQuAnE, is at the east end of Notre 
Dame and St. Paul Streets. This Square is to he 
planted with ornamental trees shortly. 

HICI-Il>Io:m SQUARE, at the west end of St. An­
toine Street. Phillips' square, Beaver I-Iall square, 
on Beaver Hall, and Papinmu square, at the east 
end of St. Mary Street, are the remaining public 
squares ofthe city. 

A handsome BouLEYARD, to extend along the base 
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of tha Mountain, halil been recently projected, and 
will probably be carr:ecl into effect in a lilhort time. 

ST. HELEN's IsLAND is also a DJOst delightfi.1l spot, 
Jooking, as it does, like a gem set in the clear waters 
of the river. 

THE GREAT AND LITTLE MouNTll.INs, behind the 
City, cannot be overlooked in our catalogue of the 
agrhnens of Montreal,_ and no traveller should puss 
through the City without driving at least once round 
them. 

1\:IONKLAND's HoTEL, at which most of the plea­
sure parties who drive round the l\/fountain stop to 
partake of refreshments, was formerly the residence 
of the Governor General. It is surronndecl by beau­
tiful grounds, well worthy of notice ; and the land­
lord, Mr. Compain, is polite and attentive, while his 
cuisine will be found unimpeachable. 

Another favorite drive in the immediate vicinity, 
is to Longue Point, and if ,L·:jrous of a more extend­
ed tour on the Island, the excmsions to Point anx 
'Trembles, Sault au Hecollect, or St. Anne, will be 
found highly agreeable, allCl a -vi~it to the Belmil 
:Mountains on the south side of the St. Lawrence, 
will be fonnd_amply to repay for the time or toil ne~ 
cessary.

The value of imports at Montreal in 1851, amount­
ed to £2,291<,710, and the nett amount of duties 
collected to £314)90. In 1852, the imports were~ 
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£2,311,472, and the nett amount of duties, £331,773, 
and in 1853, the imports were £3,603,696, and the 
nett amount of duties, £4A·7,089. The value of 
exports in1851 was £529,E07,and in1852 £681,866. 
No return of exports for 1853 has yet been issued. 
In 1852, there were 4,187 vessels of I'Lll deseri ption~, 
with a gross tonnage of 425,633 tons, and in 1853, 
there were 4,885 vessels, with a. gross tonnage of 
491,9:28 tons, which entered the Port. 

The City Debt in 1852, amounted to £28~,800, 
and the value of the property owned by the City in 
the same year was £253,038. The total income of 
the City in 1852 was £88,326, and the total ex­
penditure £85,204. 

Numerous manufacturing establishments for Cot­
ton, India Rubber goods, Furnitnre, Steam Engines, 
Railroad Cars, Axes, Sashes an<{ Blinds, s.nd also 
several extensive and valuable milling esta.bl ish­
ments have been recently erected on the line of the 
Lachine Canal, at the South-vVest end of the City, 
and as the Grand Trunk Railroad depot, and the 
Victoria Bridge, will be in the same vicinity, that 
part of the City seems destined to become the great 
centre for manufactures of every description. 

THE RIVER ST. LAWRENCE FROM MONTREAL TO 
QUEBEC. 

In passing down the River St. Lawrence from 
Montreal to Quebec, the steamers make several 
landing places, the first of which is SoREL, or \.Yil­
liam Henry, 45 miles below Montreal, at the junc­
tion of the River Richelieu, (which is the outlet of 
Lake Champlain,) with the St. Lawrence. The 
town is l;;.i.d out in the form of a quadraugle,and hns 
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l number of good buildings} the -principal of which 
are the Roman Catholic and English Churches. 
Population about 3000. Steamboat fare from Mon­
treal, 5s. On leaving Sorel, the steamer enters 
Lake St. Peter, which is merely an expansion of the 
River, and, except in a narrow channel, navigable 
for vessels of about six hundred tons, and now in 
course of being improved, so as to admit vessels of 
one thousand tons ascending to Montreal-it is quite 
shallow, its length is 25 miles, and greatest breadth 
9 miles, and there are several islands at its western 
extremity. 

PoRT ST. FRANCIS is situated on the south 1hore 
of Lake St. Peter, 82 miles below Montreal, it is a 
place ofbut little importance. 

THREE RIVERS is one of the oldest settled Towns 
in Canada, having been founded in 1618. It is si­
tuated at the confluence of the Rivers St. Maurice 
and St. Lawrence, 90 miles below Montreal, and 
th,e same distance above Quebec. The Town is 
well laid out, and has numerous good buildings, 
including the Court-house, the Roman Catholic 
Church, the Ursuline Convent, the English and 
Wesleyan Churches, and the Jail. There are also 
Barracks for several oompanies of infantry. Two 
weekly nev,rspupers, " The Journal," and "L'Ere 
N C· welle," are published here. There is an agency 
of the City Bank of Montreal, and thBre are agen­
cies of seven Assurance Compallies. The public 
societies consist of a St. Andre-..v's Society, a St. 
Jean Baptiste Society, a Mechrnic~' Institute, a Ca · 
nadi::m Institute, a Young Men's Improvement So­
ciety, and a Notarial Board. There ?tre three Fire 
Compunics in the town. Steamboat fare to Mon-
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treal or Qnebec, 6s 3d. Population about 5500. 
Three Rivers returns a Member to the Provincial 
Parliament. 

THE FALLS oF SHAW.A.NAGENNE, are situated on 
the River St. Maurice, about 25 miles back of Three 
Rivers. The River here is about 180 feet wide, 
and is precipitated over a perpendicular ledge of 
rock, nearly 200 feet in height, forming a magnifi­
cent catar,tct, the very existence of which is com­
paratively unknown. Excellent fishing is to be 
found in the St. Maurice, between Three Rivers 
and the falls. 

ST. LEoN le grand is a neat village on the little 
Riviere du Loup, 6 miles from the Town of that 
name, and 26 miles north west from Three Rivers; 
there are excellent 111ineral Springs here, the wa­
ters of which have been found an efficacious reme­
dy in numerous diseases, and there is a good hotel 
nnd several boarding-houses. Stage fare from Three 
Rivers, 7s. 6d. 

B.~TISCAN, 117 miles below Montreal, on the north 
shore of the River, is the last place which the 
steamers stop at before reaching Quebec, it is a 
J>'ace of little importance. 

THE CITY OF QUEBEC, 

The present capital of United Canada, is situated 
on the north shore of the River St. La\vrence, in 
lat. 46° 49' North, and long. 71° 15' 'Vest from 
Greenwich. It was founded by Charlevoix, in 



THE CITY OF QUEBEC, 
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l60i, on the site of an Indian village called Stada­
contt, and is now the ~econd city in British America, 
it:!! population by th.e census of 1852 having been 
42,000 eouls, which at the present time (1854) has 
increased to over 45,000 souls. The form of the 
city is nearly triangular, the plains of Abraham 
forming the base, and the Rivers St. Lawrence and 
St. Charles the sides. It is naturally, as well as ar­
tificially, divided into two parts known as the Up­
per and Lower Towns, the former o{ which ifl 
.strongly fortified, and includes within its limits the 
Citadel of Cape Diamond, which is known to be the 
most formidable fortress in America. The Lower 
Town is built upon a narrow strip of land which 
runs at the base of the Cape and of the high ground 
upon which the Upper Town stands, and the suburbs 
of St. Rochs and St. Johns extend along the River 
St. Charles and to the plains of Abraham. Quebec 
wa11 taken by the British and Colonial forces in 
1629, but restored to France in 1632, and was final­
ly eaptured by the army under Wolfe io 1759, and, 
together with all the French pos5essioll& in North 
America, was ceded to Great Britain at the peace 
of 1783. 

The City is divided into six wards, and is govern­
ed municipally by a Mayor and nineteen Council­
lors, elected by householdet's paying an annual rent 
of about 45 dollars, or owning real estate worth half 
that amount annually. 

The Police department con~ists of a Police Magis­
trate, a. Chief of Police and 33 men, be~ideB a River 
Police, during the season of navigation, of 38 men, 
and the Fire Brigade consists of ltll Inspector, S

There are 174< Streets in the City and suburbs, 
among the principal o[ which are the following, 
viz :-St. John Street, which extends from Fabriqne 
Street to St. John's Gate, in the Upper Town, and 
is occupied principally by retail stores, many of 
which are elegant, and display choice stocks of 
goods and wares of all kinds. St. Louis Street, is 
a handsome and well built Street, extending from 
the Pl::tce cl'Annes to St. Louis Gate, and is occupied 
principally by laYiryers' offices and private dwellings. 
D'Auteull Street faces tho Esplanade, and th(} 
ground where the Artillery are drilled, and is an 
elegant Street, mostly of private dwellings. Grarzd 



.Allee or St. Louis Road, outside St. Louis Gate, and 
leading to the Plains of Abraham, is a beautiful 
S~reet, on wl1ich there are many elegant villa resi­
deilces. St. John Street without, is also a fine 
Street, occupied by shops and private residences. 

In the Lower Town the principal Street is Sa£nt 
Peter Street, on which, and the wharves and small 
Streets which branch from it, most of the Banks, 
Insurance Companies and lVIerchants' offices are 
situated ; there are also several fine Streets in the 
St. Itochs and St. Johns suburbs, and the appearance 
of these quarters of the city has been much im­
proved since the great fires of May and June, 1845, 
in which nearly two tho11sand buildings vvere de­
stroyed, wlnch have since been replaced by others 
of a very superior description. 

DuRHAM: TERRACE, in the Upper Town, is a plat­
form commanding a splendid view of tho R.i\'er and 
the Lower Town. It is cowstructecl on the site of 
the old castle of :3t. Louis, which \\'as burnt in 
183~, and owes its erection to the nouleman whose 
name it beGrs. 

T.aE PunLIC GARDEN, fronts on Des Carrieres 
Street, Upper Town, and contains an elegant mo­
nument which was erected to thememory ofvVolfe 
and Montcalm, in 18'27. The 1otal ht"ight of the 
monument is 65 feet, and its clesign is chaste and 
beautiful, nor should any stranger leGve Quebec 
without visiting it; clming the snmrner the hands of 
the Regiments in Garrison play here several even­
ings each week, and add much to the enjoyment of 
the promenaders. 

The PLACE n' ARMES, is an open piece of ground, 
around which the olu Chateau of St. Louis, th0 Go-
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vernment offices, formerly the St. George's Hotel, 
the English Cathedral, and the Court-house are 
situated. 

THE EsPLANADE, is a beautiful piece of ground, 
railed off from, and situated between, d' Auteil Street 
and the Ramparts. The various guards of the Gar• 
rison are mounted here each morning in summer~ 
and it is also used as a drill ground by the Royal 
Artillery. 

THE P~AMPARTs, afford a beautiful promenade tQ 
the citizen or Stranger, and from nearly every part 
of them a delightful view of the surrounding sce­
nery can be had. 

THE CITADEL, which is situated on the highest 
point of the land known as Cape Diamond, is, of 
course, one ofthe most interesting objects to visi­
tors, and those who are desirous of seeing it, should 
make application to the Town Major at the main 
Guard-house, from whom tickets of admis&.lon can 
always be obtained by persons of respectability. 
The area embraced within the fortifications of the 
citadel is over forty acres, and the officers' barracks, 
guard rooms, magazines, bastions, observatory, tanks, 
&c., are each perfect in their kind. A regiment of 
Infantry, and some Artillery, are always quar~ered 
in the Citadel Barracks. 

THE Lcm OF FoR TIFICA TJONS, enclosing the Citadel 
and the Upper Town, is nearly three miles in length, 
and the guns with which they are mounted are 
mostly 32 and 68 pounders. There are five gates to 
the city, three of which, Prescott, Palace, and Hope 
Gates, communicate ·with the Lower Town, and two 
of which, St. J olm's and St. Louis Gates, communi­
cate with the 3uburbs of the sam€l uame. 



There are four Martello Towers, at a distance of 
about three quarter.s of a mile from the city, fronting 
the Plains of Abraham, and intended to impede tl ... e 
advance ofan enemy from that direction. 

THE CHURCHES IN THE CITY ARE:-

The Ronu:m Catlwlic Cathedral, which fronts upon 
the Upper Town ;mnket-place, and which is a large 
and commodious building, but with no great preten­
sions to architecture. The interior is handsomely 
fitted up, and has several fine paintings. by the old 
masters, which are well worthy of an inspection, 
the church will seat 4000 persons. It has a !ina 
choir and a good organ. 

St. Patrick's Church, on St. Helen Street, Upper 
Town, is a neat and comfortable buildin~, having an 
area of 136 by 62 feet~ and being capable of seating 
about 3000 persons. 

St. Rochs' Church, on St. Joseph and Church 
Streets, in the St. Rochs' suburbs, is a large and 
commodious building, which ,.,.ill seat over 4000 
persons. There ure several good paintings in this 
church. 

The Church of Notre Dame des Victoires, on Notre 
Dame Street, Lower Town, is one of the oldest build­
ings in the City.· It has no pretension to arehitec­
tural beauty, but is comfortably fitted up in the in­
terior, and will seat over 2000 persons. 

The ChuTcl~ of the Congregcttion, is situated on the 
CMe a Coton, outside of St. John's Gate, and there 
ia also a chapel attached to the burial ground on D!i 
Salauerry Street, St. Louis suburbs. 

PROTESTANT CHURCHES. 

The English Cathedral, is situated between Gaz-
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den Street, St. Anne Street, and the Placed' Armes, 
Upper Town, an<.l is a handsome edifice, 135 by 75 
feet, which will seat between three and four thou­
sand persons. The Church, which was erected in 
18::>,1,, has an-excellent choir and a good organ, and 
is neatly fitted np in the interior. Adjoining is a 
handsome residence for the B1shop of the Diocese, 
and the whole is enclosed hy a parapet wall sur­
mounted by a neat iron railing. The Right Rev. J. 
G. Mountain, D.D., Bishop of Qne!Jec, assisted by 
the Rev. G. Mackie, D. D., and the Rev. A. \V. 
l\'Ionntain, B.A., officiates here. 

Frinity Clmrch, situated on St. Stn.nislas Street, 
Upper Town, is a neat cut stone building, erected in 
1824; its size is 74 by 48 feet, a11d the interior is 
handsomely fitted np. The P.,ev. E. W Sewell, 
and the Rev. C. H. Stewart, officiate here. 

St. Peter's Chapel, is situated on St. Vallier Street, 
St. Rochs, and is a neat, plain structure, which \Vill 
scat about 500 persons. Rev. G. Percy, B.A., 
:Minister. 

St. Paul's, or the Mariner's Chapel, is a small 
building ncar Diamond Harbor, designed principally 
for seamen. Rev. R. G. Flees, Minister. 

St. Andrew's Clmrch, in connexion with the 
Church of :-3cotlancl, is situated on St. Anne Street, 
Upper Town. lt was erected in 1810, and enlarg­
ed in 1824, its dimensions being 93 by 4·8 feet, the 
interior is comfortably fitted up, and the Church 
·will scat over 1200 persons. 'I'here is a neat cut 
stone residence for the clergyman, adjoining the 
Church. r~ev. John Cooke, D.D., Minister. 

St. John's Free Scotch Church, is situated on St. 
Francis Str2et, Upper Town. It is a neat, plain 



sh'acturc, which will scat about 600 persons. r.ev. 
W. B. Clarke, Minister. 

The Wesleyan Chapel, on St. Stanislas Street, 
Upper Town, is a handsome Gothic building, erect­
ed iu 1850, the interior is beautifully fitted up, anrl 
it has a goocl organ. It will seat over 1000 persons. 

The Wesleyan Centenary Chapel, is situated on 
D' Artigny Street, St. Louis Suburbs, and is a plain 
but substantial edifice. 

The Crmgregational Church, on Palace Street, 
Upper Town, is a neat Gothic building of cut ston0, 
erected in 1841, and capable of seating alJout 800 
persons. 

The Baptist Church, on St. Anne Street, Upper 
Town, is a neat stone building which will seat over 
600 persons. Rev. D. Marsh, Minister. 

THE OTHER PRINCIPAL PUBLIC BUILD­
INGS ARE: 

Tbe HoTEL Dmu Nunnery, Hospital and Church, 
which front on Palace Street, Upper Town, and 
with the Garden and Cemetery attached, cover au 
area of about ten acres. The buildings are spacious 
and substantial, and the Hospitall1as beds fur about 
t)O sick. The religious body consists of a ~npcrior 

and forty Nuns or Novices. The attending Physi­
cianS' are Drs. Morrin, Nault, ;':;ewell and Fr6mour. 
There are several fine painting-; by celebrated mr.s­
ters in the Church and Hospital. This Institution 
was founded in 1637 hy the Dnchess D' Aiguillon. 

The GENERAL HosPITAL, sitnn ted on the Ri n~r 
St. Cbarles, iu the ~t. Rocl1\ wnnl, Wflil f .. mnded by 
the Bishop of (!uebee, .l\I. de ::)t. Yallier, in 1693. 
'i'he ll?spital, Convent and Church are a handsome 

c 
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quadrangular pile of stone buildings, well adapted 
for their designed purposes. The religions body 
consists of a Superior and about 60 :Nuns and No­
vices, anJ there is an excellent school for young la­
dies attached to the Nunnery. 

The URsuLINE CoNVENT, situated on Garden 
Street, Upper Town, was funneled by l\Iaciame le 
Peltrie in 16-J,l. The buildings consist of the Chur~h 
and Cc·nvent, both substantial stone edifices, :mel 
have a fine Garden attached. The religious body 
is composed of a Superior and about sixty Nuns and 
Novices. There is an excell'3nt school here, nt 
which about 150 young ladies are nsna1ly receiving 
instruction, besides a school for poor children, at 
which from two to three hundred are educated at a 
very trifling charge. A number of fine paintings 
are to be seen here, and application fur admission to 
this and the other Convents should be made to the 
Lady Superior of each. 

The UNIVERSITY OF QuEBEC, fronts on St. Famille 
or Hope Street and the 1\iarkct-place, Upper Town, 
und was founded by Ivi. de Laval, in 1663. The 
buildings, \Vhich arc of massive grey stone, form 
tluec sides of a quadrangle, and have a fine Garden 
in rear. From three to four hundred youths are 
usually receiving instruction in all that constitutes 
a good education here, and the charges are exceed­
ingly moderate. The Rev. L. Gingras is the pre­
sent Superior, and there arc thirteen Rev. gentle­
men Lesides, engageLl in the various duties of the 
estaLlishmcnt. 

The PARLIAliiE="T Housr::, 'vas situated inside of 
Prescott Gate, at the head of l\Iountain Str.eet, and 
consisted of an elegant pile of cut stone l.mildings, 
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forming three sides of a square, and commanding 
from its rear windows and from the dome which 
surmounted it, one of the most magnificent pros­
pects in America. This fine building has been re­
cently destroyed by fire, but will probably be re­
built within a short time. 

The CounT HousE and the CITY HALL, are sub­
stantial stone edifices, situated on St. Louis Street, 
Upper Town, and well adapted to their respective 
purposes. 

The JAIL is situated at the corner of St. Ann6 
and St. Stanislas Streets, Upper Town, and is a 
massive stone building, erecteJ at a cost of about 
£60,000. It is in an airy anJ healthy situation, and 
is well-managed and adapted to the purpose for 
which it 'vas constructed. 

The JESUIT BARrtACKS, formerly the Jesuit Col­
lege, front on the Upper Town Market-place and 
St. Anne Street. They have accommodations for 
about 1000 men, and the fine Parade Ground at­
tached aflords ample space for the drilling and ma­
nmuvrcing of the troops, a sight which can be ·wit­
nessed almost daily during the summer. A baud­
lion of in.fimtry is usually r1tmrtered here. 

The MARL:\£ HosPITAL, sitnated on the River n. 
Charles, in the St. Roch's ·ward, is intemled for the 
use of ;:::,,ilors ancl Emigrants, aml i.s a beautful stoJH& 

bnild.ing of fonr stories, ·which was erecteJ at a cost 
of £15,000. The Hospitul will accommodate about 
•1.00 patients, and is under the supervision of six 
Government Commissioners, of whom Dr. l\1orrin 
is rresiclent. Drs. James Uonglas, ruinchaud, Hall, 
Jackson, Robitaille and Ilowund are the visitiJJi; 
Physicians, ::mel Dr. Lemi•:nx the House Sur;zv\Ju. 
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The LUNATIC AsYLUM, is situated at Beauport, 2~ 
miles from Quebec, and is an extensive building, 
enclosed in a park of about 200 acres. It is under 
the management of Drs. James Douglas, Morrin, 
and Fremont, and has been, under Providence, the 
means of an incalculable amount of benefit since 
its establishment in 1845. The patients, who are 
about 175 in number, are divided into five classes, 
and the arrangement of the Asylum generally is 
worthy of the inspection and observation of the 
philanthropist. 

The QuEBEC MusiC HALL, is a handsome cut­
stone edifice, recently erected, situated on St. Louis 
Street, in the Upper Town. It is used for Balls• 
Concerts, Theatrical Entertainments, &c., being the 
only public building in the City suitable for such 
purposes. 

The QuEBEC AND RICHMOND RAILROAD, to connect 
the City of Quebec with the Montreal and Portland 
r~ailroad at Richmond, a distance of 100 miles, is 
now in progress of construction, and will probably 
be opened soon.

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The above includes the vessels that were bound 
to Montreal, as every vessel that enters the port is 
boarded and reported, whether she is for Montreal or 
Quebec. Value of Imports in 1851, £642,804; of 
Exports, £1,593,662; amount of Duties collected, 
£92,840. 

Among the notabilities of Quebec at.d its vicinity, 
which have not been previously mentioned, are, the 
spot where General Montgomery fell, which is on 
the road from Champlain Street to Diamond 
Harbour, and is pointed out by a board affixed to the 
cliff above it, placed there by Mr. Alfred Hawkins. 

THE PLAINS OF ABRAHAM, a little to the west of 
the city, where the celebrated battle was fought be­
tween the British forces under Gene~:al Wolfe an6i 
the French forces under the Marquis de Montcalm, 
should be visited by every traveller. A monument, 
erected on the spot where Wolfe fell, points out the 
place where the hottest part of the action occurrecf. 

SPENCER W oon, the residence of the Governor 
General, is about a mile farther west, and is an ele· 
gant country house, formerly the seat of Henry 
Atkinson, Esq. 

THE INDIAN VILLAGE o:v LoRETTE, is 8 miles dis­
tant from the city, and ia inhabited by the remains 
of the once powerful tribe of the Hurons. The usual 
fare for a caleche to hold two persons, here and 
back, is 1! dollars, and for a carriage to hold five 
persons, 4 dollars. 

Tm1 ¥ J..LLS OF MoNTMdtENCI, distant 8 miles be­
low Quebec, form one of the grandest cataracts in 
America. The River here is about 60 feet wide} 
and the perpendicular height of the Falls is 250 
feet. The fare for a carriage to convey five per-



sons here and back tQ Quebec is 4 dollars, and for a 
caleche 1~ dollars. The natural steps are an object 
of much interest, and there are many excellent fish­
ing places on the River above the Falls, rendering 
it a favorite resort of the lovers of angling and beau­
tiful scenery. 

THE CHAUDIERE FALLS, on the River Chaudiere~ 
9 miles above Quebec, are also a favorite resort, and 
are very beautiful and romantic. The River here 
is about 400 feet wide, and the height of the Falls 
is 130 feet. Usual coach fare to the Falls and back, 
5 dollars, usnal caleche fare, 2 dollars. 

THE FALLS OF ST. ANNE, are situated on the River 
of the same name, on the north side of the St. 
Lawrence, 24 miles below Quebec, and present a 
singular variety of wild and beautiful scenery, both 
in themselves and their immediate neighbourhood. 
By leaving Quebec early in the day, the tomist can 
visit the Falls of Montmorenci, and the remarkable 
objects contiguous, and reach St. Anne the same 
evenir:~, leaving the next morning to visit the Falls, 
and the remainder of the day to return to Quebec. 
Usual carriage fare, 8 to 9 dollars, caleche fare, 4 to 
5 dollars. 

L.A.KE ST. CH.A.RLEs, 13 miles north of Quebec, is 
a favorite resort of tourists, particularly of those who 
are fond of angling, as the lake abounds with fine 
trout. Parties intending to remain any length of 
time would do well to bring some of the good things 
to be found in the larders of Quebec with them, as 
it is not at all times that the supplies in the vicinity 
are all that can be desired. Usual coach fare, 5 to 
o dollars, caleche fare, 2 to 2~ dollars. 

LAK:E B:EA UPORT1 lies 14 miles north-east of Quebec, 
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and is celebrated for its fine tront, which are usually 
taken with bait, as they refuse to bite at the fly.­
The fares to here are the same as to Lake St. Charles. 

LAKE ST. JosEPH, 28 miles north-west from Qne­
lJec, and three miles east of the P~iver Jacques 
Cartier, into which its waters are discharged by a 
small stream, is 9 miles long by nenrly 6 miles wide, 
and is celel)rateu for its fine trout and black bass, 
both ofwhich are taken in large quantities. 

THE IsLAND OF ORLEANS, situated in the P.iver 
St. Lawrence, immediately below Qnebec, is nine­
teen miles long, by five and a half miles wide, and, 
like the island of Montreal, is snperior in fertility to 
the main land adjacent to it. It has a population of 
about six thousand souls, ancl produces the finest 
fruit in Lower Canada, excepting that raised in the 
vicinity of Montreal. 

The P.rvER ST. LA WHENCE, from Quebec to tha 
Saguenay, Affords a variety of beautiful scenery, 
and there is now, during the season of navigation, 
a regular weekly steamer np and down; the princi­
pal places v,rhich the steamer calls at on he:r trips 
are, GRossE IsLE, 30 miles below Quebec, where 
the Qnarantinfl Station for the River St. Lawrence 
js established. Dr. George Douglas is the principal 
Medical Officer here, and there is a Captain's com­
mand of Infantry furnished from the Garrison at 
Qnebec. Usual steamboat fu:re from o:r to Quebec~ 
1 dollar. 

M.A.L:BAIE, 90 miles below Quebec, on the north 
t~bore, is a large village, where many of the people 
of Quebec resort for sea bathing. Usual steamboat 
fare, 3 dollars; do. going and returning, 5 dollars. 
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KAMOURASKA, on the south shore, DO miles below 
Quebec, is also a thriving village very pleasantly si­
tuated, and resorted to as a bathing place. Fares 
same as to Malbaie. 

RIVIERE nu LouP, en bas, is situated on the south 
shore, 114 miles below Quebec, and is a rising vil­
lage, much frequented for sea-bathing. Usual steam­
boat fare, $4, do. going and returning, ~c;5. 

THE RIVER SAGUENAY, falls into the St. Lawrence 
from the north, at a distance of 140 miles below 
Quebec. This noble river takes its rise in Lake St. 
John, and has a total length of 126 miles, till it 
falls into the St. Lawrence ; for 68 miles of that 
distance it is navigable for large vessels, and at I-Ia 
Ha Bay, fifty miles from its mouth, the largest fleet 
of men-of-war would find a safe and spacious anchor­
age. The depth of the Sagnenay is very great; in 
mid channel at its mouth no bottom ·was found with 
a line of 330 fathoms, and at t!1e distance of 60 miles 
from the St. Lawrence its average depth is from 50 
to 60 fathoms. The shores of the River present some 
of the grandest and most striking scenery in the 
world, rising from the water almost perpendicnlarly 
to a height of from one thousand to fifteen hundred 
feet, and in many places a 5hip of the line might 
run close to the rocks which overhang it. 

TADOUSAC HARBOR, is situated on the north-east 
side of the River at its month. It is a post of tha 
Hudson's Bay Company, who ha\Te a resident and a 
considerable establishment here. 

TETE nu BouLE, on the north shore, three miles 
nbove Tadonsac, is a remarkable round mountain 
peak, and a few miles further up are t\vo hills known 
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as the two Profiles, which bear a strong resemblance 
to the human face. 

At ST. JoHN's B.A.Y, on the south shore, 28 miles, 
above Tadousac, and at the mouth of the RIVER 
MARGUERITE on the north shore, are extensive lum­
bering establishments, and at various points upon 
the River there are others, all of which are owned 
by William Price, Esq., of Quebec, who employs 
between two and three thousand hands, and freights 
over one hundred ships annually, with the lumber 
which he has prepared upon this river. 

ETERNITY PoiNT AND CAPE TRINITY, 6 miles above 
St. J olm's Bay, oa the south shore, are two immense 
masses of rock, rising perpendicularly from the wa­
ter's edge to a height of about 1500 feet, and afford­
ing a prospect of solemn and imposing grandeur. 

Next in succession comes STATUE PoiNT, and then 
the TADLEAU, which is a perpendicular rock rising 
to the height of nine hundred feet; the scenery con­
tinues very beautiful on to HA HA BAY, where the 
River expands towards the north-west into a beau­
tiful Bay of 11ine miles in length, by six: miles in 
width, which affords good anchorage for the largest 
vessels, the average depth being from 20 to 35 fa­
thoms. A large proportion of the land about here is 
good, and several Townships have been lately sur­
veyed and laid out on both ~ides of the River in this 
vicinity; the climate is also represented as being 
equal to that of Quebec, 

CHxcouTnm, is situated 68 miles above Tadousac, 
at the confluence of the Rivers Chicoutimi and Sa­
guenay, on the left bank of the latter. The Hud­
son's Bay Company have a post here, and there is a 
Roman Catholic Church, erected by the Jeauits in 
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1727. The population is auont 4·00, principally 
French Canadians. The steaml1oat navigation of 
the Saguenay ends here, us the River above this is 
obstructed by rapids and fulls. Fifty miles above 
Chicoutimi, the river issues from LAKE ST. JoHN, 
which is a fine expanse of water of a hunt 30 mil~:s 

in length, and, in the widest part, tlw same in 
breadth, its superficial area being oveT 500 square 
miles. The Rivers l'riistasZ:ne, Assuapmoussoin, Pe-
1 ihonea, and Ouatclwanish, all of which are large 
streams, and many smaller ones, empty into Lake 
St. John, and as its only outlet is the Saguenay, 
which also receives many considerable streams in 
its course, the great depth and volume of water iu 
that River may be thus accounted for. 

LAKE ST. JoHl'(, THE SAGUENAY, and the Rivers 
which they receive, abounJ in excellent fislt, consist­
ing of white fish, bass, trout, dore, carp, pike, eels, 
and others, and the salmon ascends the Saguenay 
for a considerable distance, and is taken in large 
quantities and shipped to Quebec. The usual steam­
boat fare from Quebec to the Saguenay and back, 
(the trip usually occupying about three days), is 
from $10 to $12, which includes everything, except 
wines, liquors, or cigars. 

MONTREAL TO SHERTIROOKE AND THE PROVl~C'l: 
LINE. 

The touri~t, departing from Montreal uy the :St. 
Lawrence and Atlantic llailrmd, will cross the ferry 
to LoNGUEIL1 a distance of two miles, where he eH­
ters the cars and proceeds to BouCHEI:tviLLE MouN­
TAIN, a distance of 12 miles, from thence to ST. HI­
LAIRE, 7 miles distunt, the scenery is very fine: an<.l 
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the Ee1mil. JV1ountain, which is close to the village, 
is a fJ.vorite resort for pic-nic parties, &c. Proceed­
ing onwards, we next reach 

ST. HYACINTHE, THE CouNTY TowN of the Coun­
ty of St. Hyacinthe, C.E., which is beautifully situ­
ated on the River Yamaslm, 32 miles distant from 
Montreal by Railway, the first class fare being 3s. 
!kl. The town is laid out in a similar manner to 
many of those of olcl France, the streets being rather 
murow, while the principallmilclings are substantial 
stone edifices, among the most prominent of which 
the Parish Church, the College, (a really fine edifice, 
where there are fif:een Professors and over 4·00 Stn­
dents) the Hospital of the Sisters of Charity, the 
Congreg;ational Nunnery, the Court House and the 
Jail, are more particularly worthy of notice. The 
St. Lawrence and Atlantic E.ailroacl passes throngh. 
the to\vn, connecting it with Montreal, Sherbrooke, 
Portland and the intermediate places, and the Grand 
Trunh: Hailroad between Richmond and Quebec 
places the town also in daily communication with 
the ancient Canndian Capital. One weekly news­
p:lper (in French,) ' Le Courier de St. IIyacinthe," 
is published here, and there are agencies of several 
Assurance Companies. The population by the 
census of 1852 "ras 3,313, and is at present (May, 
1854·,) about 4·,200 souls. St. Hyacinthe is d1stant 
from Quebec, by railway, 150 miles, from Sher­
lJrooke 62 miles, and from Portland 260 mile,.<;. 
Principal Hotels, c: Yamasl.:a Ilouse" and " Savage's.!' 

Leaving St. Hyacinthe the next station is UPToN, 
distant from Montreal, 4_,5 miles ; here a vilhtge is 
rapidly springing np. AcToN, 6 miles futher on, is 
the next rbce at which the cars stop; next to which 
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is DuRHAM, 8 miles distant. MELBOURNE, 74 miles 
distant from Montreal, is a rising town, situated on the 
west side of the Ri,rer St. Francis. It is connected 
with RICHMOND, which is on the opposite side of the 
river, by a covered bridge; and it is here that the 
railroad bridge, w~1ich is to connect the Quebec and 
Richmond, with the St. Lawrence and Atlantic road, 
is to cross the river. Manufactures of pot aud pearl 
nshes, leather, and iron, nrc carried on here, and 
there are four Protestant Churches and one Roman 
Catholic Church. Population of Loth villages about 
1000. Railroad fare, lOs. The next station is 
VVnmsoR, distant from l\Iontreal 84 miles, and pro­
ceeding onward we next arrive at 

SHEfiBROOKE, THE CouNTY TowN of the Connty 
of Sherbrooke, C.E., which is situated at the conflu­
ence of the r--ivers .l\1:agog and St. Francis, in the 
c~ntre of a rich agricultnral district. The River 
l\1agog, whieh passes throngh the town, furnishes 
an almost unlimited water power, which dnves the 
machinery of several extensive manufactming estab­
lishments, where woollen cloths, flannels, cottons, 
machinery, axes, sashes and blinds, pails, printing 
paper, &c., to a large amount, are produced. Sher­
brooke, with the To·wnships of Orford and Ascott, 
retnrns one mem her to the Provincial Parliament~ 
and the Superior Law Courts for the District of :3t. 
Fmncis are held here. Two weekly newspapers, 
" The Gazette'' and "The Tozcnships Reformer," 
arc published here; there is an agency of the City 
Banl~ of Montreal, and there are agencies of seven 
Assurance Companies. The British American Land 
Company, which has over half a million of acres of 
land to dispose of, situated principally in the Easter1:1: 
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Townships, has its heads office here; and there are 
ehurches of the Episeop~J, Congregational, Wesley­
an, aud Roman Catholic denominations. At Len· 
noxville, 3 miles di61tant, there i'l a collegiate estab­
li:shment, for preparing young men for the Church 
of England Ministry, known as "Bishops College,'' 
which has four professors and three teachers; and 
there are several good puLlic and private schools in 
Sherbrookc. No town in Eastern Canada has in­
creased so rapidly as Sherbrooke within the last 
four years, its population in 1850 having been 1,006, 
in 1852 2,998, while it is now (May, 1854) over 
4,000 souls. Sherbrooke is distant from Quebec 120 
miles, from l\'Iontreal 98 miles, railroad fare, 12s. 6d., 
8-ud from Portland 194< miles, fare, 25s. It has now 
daily communication by railroad with both the lat­
ter cities and the intermediate places, and the en­
tire line of railroad to Quebec is to b.:J opened during 
the present summer. Prineipal Hotels, "Magog 
1-Iouse" and .. Camirand's." 

Passing through Lennoxville, we proceed to W A­

TgR VILLE, 7 miles distant, and thence to CoMPTON 
CENTRE, 4 miles, thence to CoA.TICOOKE, 7 miles, 
aml 9 miles farther, at a distance of 127 miles from 
Montreal, we cross the Province line and enter the 
State of Vermont. Passengers from Montreal for 
Portland, and vice versa, stop for the night at IsLAND 
PoND, where there is a good hotel ; distant from 
Montreal, 143, and from Portland, 149 milea; the 
liue between Montreal and Portland is 30s. 

On the route from Montreal to Boston or New 
York, the only town of importance on the Canadian 
side of the Line is ST. JOHNS, which is a. consider­
~1ble Town and Port of Entry of Canada East, situ-
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ated on the r~.-iver Itichelien, (the outlet of the 
waters of Lake Champlain) 25 miles south-east of 
Montreal, and 18 miles north of the Province line. 
The town is well laid out, with wide streets inter­
eecting at right angles, and it has many handsome 
private residences and some good public buildings, 
including the barracks, (which have accommoda­
tions for over 1,000 men, though only a small de­
tachment is at present quartered there) the Rail­
way Station, and the Court Honse, with churches of 
the Episcopal, Wesleyan, and Roman Catholic deno­
minat:ons. One weekly newspal:Jer, " The .1Yews,-'' 
is published here, and there are agencies of several 
Assurance Companies. Mannfactures of ghss, pot­
tery, iron ware, leather, &c., to some extent, are 
carried on, and a considerable general business is 
transacted. The Champlain and St. Lawrence 
Railroad, which connects .Montreal with the various 
American lines which meet at Rouse's Point, passes 
through St. Johns, the cars running twice each way 
daily, and the largest steamers from Lake Cham­
plain can come np to the \vharves to discharge or 
take in cargo. Value of Imports in 1852, £18,9:22; 
of Exports, £98,886. Amount of clutjes collected, 
£1,476. Population in 1850, 2,459; in 1852, 3,215, 
and at present (~lay, 1854·) over 4,000 souls. Prin­
cipal Hotels, " Molt's" and ' H,..atson's." 

THE RIVER OTTAWA. 

This noble stream, which is the second in point of 
size aml importance in CanuJa, takes its rise in the 
unsettled, and but little known country, of the :North 
West, and flows in a south and south easterly dt­
rectiou, till it unites with the St. Lawrence at the 
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upper end of the Island of J\Tontreal. During its 
course, which is estimated at a1Jou L 700 miles, It re~ 
ceives many fine streams, most of which would, in 
any other country, be reckoned great Rivers. Its 
principal tributaries on the Upper Canada side are 
the Rivers .Montreal, .Mattawan, Petawawe, Bonne 
Chere, Madawaska, "!.\1ississippi, Rideau and Petite 
Nation, and on the Lower Canada side the Rivers 
Gatinean, du :Moine, aux Lievres, Petite Nation, and 
du Nord. The scenery on the lower part of the 
River is handsome, but inferior to what it is as the 
travelle-r ascends farther. Tomists, who design to 
visit the Otttnva, should leave :Montreal by the La~ 
chine Railroad cars in the morning, and on reaching 
that Village they will take one of the steamers 
which runs to CAlULLON, a distance of 50 miles, here 
they take a stage, which is always in readiness to 
forward passengers on the arrival of the steamer, and 
proceed to GRENVILLE, a distance of 12 miles, where 
another fine steamer receives them, and they pro~ 
ceecl direct to BYTOWN, a distance of GO miles, which 
they reach in time for supper the same evening. A 
little below Bytown, the PciDEAU P.rvER precipitates 
itself into the Ottawa, forming a beautiful cataract 
of over 30 feet in height, and immediately above 
Bytown are the CHAUDIERE FALLS, which are se­
cond only to those of Niagara in grandeur and mag­
nificence. The RIDEAU CANAL, to connect the Ot­
tawa with Lake Ontario, commences at Bytown, 
and a series of eight splendid gra.nite locks at once 
overcomes a fall of 3-!< feet. The tot::tl distance from 
By town to Kingston is 126 1111les, and the number of 
locks to the Isthmus, a distance of 87 ~ miles, is 34, 
which overcome a rise of Z92 feet. I-' rom the Istl-L-
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mus to Kingston, a distance of 38 ~ miles, there is a 
descent of 165 feet, with 13 locks. Length of the 
locks, 134 feet, witlth of the locks, 33 feet, depth of 
water in the canal, 5 feet, total cost of the works, 
$4-,SOO,OOO. Many of tho locks on this Canal, be­
sides those at Bytown, arc handsome, ancl there is a 
goocl deal of fine scenery on several -portions of the 
route. The usual fure from Montreal to Bytown is 
4 dollars, and the steamer which leaves Bytown fur 
Kingston thrice a >veek, usually charges the same 
fare. The principal places between Bytown ancl 
Kingston are, Burritt's Rapids, ::\Icrrickville, Smith's 
Falls, Newboro' or the Isthmus, Brewer's J\Iills, awl 
Kingston Mills. 

lhTow~•, the Connty Town ofthe Connty of Carle­
ton, ancl the principal place on the Jlivcr Otta>va, is 
situated on the south west side of that River, in the 
Township of Nepean. The Town takes its name 
from the late Colonel By, of the Royal Engineers, 
by whom it was luiJ. out, and under whose superin­
tendence the works on the Grenville and Rideau 
Cunals were carried out. It is in a naturally strong 
situation, and could be easily rendered one of the 
mo:;t defensiule military posts in America. The 
Town is divided into t\vo parts, known us the Up­
per and Lower '.fuwns, which are about half a mile 
apart. The RiJ.~uu Canal commences here, and is 
sparft1cd by a handsome stone bridge, forming part 
of the street which connects the Upper and Lower 
Towns, and it is also connected w.ith HuLL on the 
Lower Canada side of the River, by a fine suspen­
sion bridge. Three newspapers, " Tlte Gazette," 
" The Citizen," and " The Ottawa Advocate,'' are 
puulished here. There are agencies of the Banks 
of British North America, JJfontreal, and UJ;pcr Ca-
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>irula. There is also a branch of the Royal En­
gineer Department, and a Crown Timber Office, and 
there are Churches of the Roma~J Catholic, Church 
of Englaml, \Vesleyan, Free Church, Church of 
Scotland, and Btlptist denominations. The Muni­
cipal Government consists of a Mayor and Eight 
Councillors; there are two Fire Companies, two 
Building Societies, an Electric Telegraph (which 
communicates with Montreal and the intermediate 
places), and there are offices or agencies of seven­
teen Fire or Life Assuranc.e Companies. The 
princip:d Hotels are, Doran's, Wharton's, lVood's, 
and 1YicConncll's, and there are several other com­
fortable public houses. A detachment of the Royal 
Canadian Rifles is usually stationed at Bytown, and 
there is a News Room, a Mechanics' Institute, and 
a Mcrc::u:.tik Library A1-:.-sociation. Besides being 
the head quarters of the lumber trade of the Ottawa, 
there is a hn·.'-'-'"' and increasing general business 
transacted, and there are considerable manufactories 
of cloth, iron, and leather, together with several 
mills, ln-c\\·cr1c:'!, and distilleries, carried on. The 
BYTOWN A1"<D l'nEsco-:rT RAILROAD, ·which will pass 
through a beautiful and fertile country, is now in 
course of euiJ'-'truction. It will probaLly be finished 
soon, aml will :~dtl llluch to the advan~tcgc and pro­
fTc-ss u!" IJctlt terminuses, as \\·ell ns the country 
through which it runs. Its length will 1e 53 miles, 
and the estinwted cosL is £150,000, or $GOO,OOO. 
A railroad to connect Bytown wi.th l\!ontrt'al is uuw 
in prugn·:o-s, anLl \\·ill probably be completed in 185ti. 
During 1 he summer there is a daily steamboat com­
munication w itl1 ~[ontrcal, distance 1:23 miles; 
cabin fare, 20s or .J., dollars, deck fare, lOs or 2 dol-

D 
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Jars, and there is also steamboat communication 
with Kingston,. distant 126 miles, via the Rideau 
Canal, three times each week, fares same as to Mon­
treal. The population of Bytown in 1850 was-
7, 760, and it is now over 10,000 souls; the Town 
returns one Member to the Provincial- Parliament. 

TH"' TowNSHIP OF PLAXT A GENET, on the SOLlth 
side of the River Otta'.va, has become celebrated in 
consequence of the extraordinary medicinal qualities 
of the famous "Plantagenet lVater," which is pro­
cured from a spring on the property of Mr. Larocque, 
in this Township. In the year 1832, when the 
cholera was raging throughout the Province, the 
discovery ·was made that those who drank the wa · 
ters of this spring invariably escaped the terrible di­
sease, and public attention being called to the fact, 
the spring immediately came into high :repute. 
Chemical analysis l1as since established its extraor­
dinary medicinal character, and placed it at the 
head of all known mineral waters. Slightly saline 
and most agreeable in its taste, so that those who 
use it become immediately fond of it. Its effects 
upon the general health and spirits are pe1fectly 
marvellons. The worst dyspeptic cases yield to its 
influence almost immediately, whilst in gout, rheu­
mati:::m, affections of the heart, liver, kidneys and 
skin, and in specific fonns of scrofula, it is preferred 
by medical men to every other known remedy. The 
eCinsnmption of the "Plantagenet VVater" in Cana­
da and in the sister Provinces_is immense, and large 
quantities are yearly exported to the United States 
and Great Britain. The sole depOt in Montreal is 
at No. 4, Place d' Armes, and there are also agencies 
in Qnebtc and Toronto, where the water can be 
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obtained. There is also a comfortable hotel kept by 
Mr. Larocque at the springs, where the visitor will 
find ample means of amusement whilst laying in a 
store of health, the country round being very pic­
turesque and affording plenty of fishing and shoot­
ing. Passengers for here will proceed by Railroad 
to Lachine, and from thence by steamer to CARIL· 
LoN, at PmNT F_oRTUNE, directly opposite, they ,vill 
take a stage by which they reach the springs the 
same evening, distant from Montreal 88 miles, fare, 
17s 6d. 

The CALEDONIA SPRINGs, which are now cele­
brated all over North America, are situated at the 
Village of the same name, 72 Iniles distant from 
Montreal. Passengers for here will leave lVfoHtreal 
by the Lachine Railroad, and take the steamer to 
CARILLON, and at PoiNT FoRTUNE, on the other side 
of the Ottawa, opposite Carillon, they will find 
stages in readiness to convey them to the Springs, 
which they will reach the same evenin;. There 
are good hotel accommodations here, and the read­
ing rooms, bath rooms, billiard rooms, ball alleys, &c., 
furnish ample sonrces of amusement and recreation 
to the visitors. Usual travelling fare {rom IVfon­
treal, 2~ dollars. Board can be had here from 1~ 
dollars, down to 75 cents, per day. 

The tourist, who intends to proceed from Mont­
real to Kingston, Toronto, or the Falls of Niagara, 
will take passage by one of the lines of steamers 
mentioned under the head of "Steamboat, Rai!Toad_, 
and Stage Offices" in Montreal, where the fares also 
are given, and will, in any case, proceed by Rail­
road to Lachine, from Lachine the steamer crosses 
Lake St. Louis to Pointe Couvillon; where she en-
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ters the BEAUHARNOIS CANAL. This Canal is 11! 
miles in length, and has nine locks of 200 feet long, 
1,5 feet wide, and 9 feet deep, overcoming an ascent 
of 82~ feet. Leaving the Canal, the steamer crosses 
over to CoTEAU LANDING, a neat Village 4,5 miles 
from lVIontreal, with a population of auout 400, and 
from thence proceeds through Lake St. Francis to 
CoRNWALL, the County Town of the Counties of 
~tormont, Dundas, and Glengary, which is a neat 
thriving Town, 82 miles from 1\iontreal, with a po· 
pulation of about 1800, here the CoRNWALL CANAL, 
which is 11} miles in length, is entered by the 
steamer. This Canal has 7 locks uf the same di­
menswns with those on the Beauharnois Canal, 
overcoming an ascent of 48 feet. The Villages of 
l\IILLEROCHES and =vrouLINETTE are on this Canal, 
and at the head of it is DICKINSON's LANDING, 9-J. 
miles from IIIontreal, whieh is a thriving Village 
with a population of about bOO. Passing upwards, 
we next proceed through the FARREN's POINT, RA­
PID PLAT, PoiNT IROQUOIS and GALOP's Canals, 
which are situated at short distances from each 
other, and are in all9i miles in length, with 6 locks 
of the dimensions above stated, overcoming a rise of 
291 feet. In descending the River from Kingston, 
the rapids which these Canals, as >vell as the La­
chine Canal, overcome, are passed through by the 
steamers, and present a beautiful and attractive 
spectacle (not unaccompanied by fear, in those 
whose nerves are weak,) to the tourist. The 
TowN oF PRESCOTT, 134 miles above Montreal, 
is a place of considerable importance, having a po­
pulation of about 2500 ; a railroad to connect it with 
Bytown, a distance of 53 miles, is now in progress,

and will add greatly to its prosperity; on the oppo­
site side of the River stands OGDENSBURG a thrivino-

' b 
Town, with a population of over 8000, which is ra-
pidly Improving. BROCKVILLE, the County Town 
of the United Counties of Leeds and Grenville, is 
finely situated on the River St. Lawrence, 12 miles 
above Prescott, and 52 miles below Kingston. The 
River here is over two miles across, and the depth 
of water is such that the largest class of steamers, 
and other vessels which navigate the Lakes, can lay 
close to the shore. The town is handsomely laid 
out, and well lmilt, many of the buildings, both pub­
lic and privatP, having fronts of cut stone, and its 
appearance altogether is superior to that of most 
towns of its population in Canada. Three weekly 
newspapers, " The Free Press,'' " Fhe ReconleT,'' and 
" The Statesman," arc published here. There are 
agencies of the Montreal, Upper Canada, and Com­
mercial Banks, and also of nine Life, Fire or .:\Iarinc 
Insurance Companies. There are churches of the 
Episcopal, Presbyterian, Congregational, \Yesleyan, 
Baptist, Free Church, aml Roman Catholic denomi­
nations, all of which are handsome and snlJsttmtial 
structures, and the Court-house is also a fine stone 
building worthy of notice. The Fire Department 
consists of two companies and two engines, and 
tharc is a :i\1ech::mics' Institute aud Heading Tioom. 
There is an extensive foundry am! engine ma­
nufactory, which employs over 150 hands here. 
There are also several :fine flour and saw mills, and 
manufactories of cloth, axes, sashes, shingles, lea­
ther, &c., are cnrrietl on to a large amount. Brock­
ville, and the TO\vnship of Elizabethtown, in which 
it is situated, return one Member to the Provincial 
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Parliament. The Grand Trunk Railroad will pass 
through the town, and a Railroad Company is char­
tered which proposes to construct a line of road from 
Brockville to Arupriur, on the l{i,·er Ottawa, a dis­
tance of 75 miles. Brockville is distant from Que­
bec 3:!6, from l\Iontreal 146, and from Toronto 217 
miles. During the season of navigation it has daily 
communication by steamer with all the towns on 
the St. Lawrence and the Lakes, and stages leave 
for the inland towns lying between the St. I~aw­
rence and Ottawa, daily throughout the year. Po­
pulat:on in 1844, 2100, in 1850, 2750, in 1852, 3250, 
and at present, (J'I'Iay, 1854,) over 4500 souls. Value 
of imports in 1852, £50,692, of exports, £29,714; 
amount of dtlties collected, £5,501. Principal ho­
tels" vVillson's'' and "Bmckville House." 

GANANOQ.UE, 20 miles below Kingston, and 32 
miles a ~Jove Brock ville, is a considerable village, 
with a population of 1000. There is a splendid wa­
ter power here, and the place is fast rising in impor­
tance. A few miles above Brockville commence 
the THoUSAND IsLANDs of the St Lawrence, some 
of which are mere rocks, while others are both beau­
tiful and extensive. Many of tl~em rise from the 
water in the most strange and picturesque manner 
imaginuble, and the ]Jassage among them, when the 
trees and flowers, with which they abound, are in 
full foliage, is really delightful. 

The LACHINE CANAL, since the construction of the 
Railroad, :s but seldom passed through hy travellers. 
Its length is 81miles, and it has five loC'ks, three of 
which are of the same capacity and dimensions as 
those on the Beauharnois Canal> and two of them, 
being those at the City of Montreal, have a depth 
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,Jf 16 feet water. A [together, they overcome a nse 
of 44~ feet. 

The entire cost of the Canals between Kingston 
and Montreal has been about $4,500,000. 

THE CITY DF KINGSToN, is situated at the head 
<Jf the River St. Lawrence, on a fine harbour of Lalw 
Ontario, in lat. ·14<) 8' north and longitude 76·• 40' 
west from Greenwich. The town was laid out in 
1784, on the site of Fort Frontenac, an o!J French 
post, and it has now a population of about 15,000 
souls. The streets of Kingston are generally wide 
and spacious, and intersect each other at right an­
gles. Stone for bmlJing purposes is abundant, and 
most of the buildings. both public and private, which 
have been recently erected, are constructed of that 
material. The principal public building is the Mar­
ket-house, a splendid edifice, built at a cost of about 
$100,000, and containing, besides the Market, the 
Offices of the Corporation, the Post Office, the Met­
chants' Exchange and Reading Room, and scvcr~1l 
fine rooms, which are let out for other purposes. 
The other pnlJ!ic buildings of importance are, the 
Court-house, St. Paul's and St. George's Churches, 
the Roman Catholic Cathedral, the College of Re­
giopolis, and the Hotel Dieu Nunnery, the UninT­
sity of Queen's College, and the Churches of the 
Church of Scotland, Wesleyan, Free Church, and 
Baptist, Jenominations. The buildings of the Eank 
of Montreal, Commercial Bank, Bank of Upper Ca­
nada, and Bank of British North America, are also 
worthy of notice. About two miles west of the 
City is situated the PROVINCIAL PENITENTIARY, a 
large and massive pile of stone buildings, surround­
by u strong and lofty stoue wall, flanked by tower-: 
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at the corners. The number of convicts here m 
November, 1853, \Vas 530, which was the entire 
number then undergoing penitentiary punishment 
in Canada, as this is the only prison for that purpose 
in the Pro·rince. On the opposite side of the Bay, 
is Point Frederick, between \\·hich and Point 1-Icmy 
is situated NAvY BAY, where there is a duck-yard 
and station of the Royal Na "Y. On Po tNT HENRY 
is situated the Fort of the same name, which is a 
strong and compact work, designed to protect the 
entrance to the harbour. There are two Mineral 
Springs at Kingston, one of which is situatetl at the 
corner of King and Arthur Streets, and the other 
contiguous to the Penitentiary. There is a Marine 
Railway here, upon which vessels of fi·om three to 
four hundred tons can be hauled np for repairs, and 
there are several steam-engine manufactories, at 
which some of the best machinery in the Province 
has been made. Thcre·are two daily newspapers, 
"The British ·whig" and "Daily News," and three 
weekly papers," The Chronzcle," "The Herald," and 
"The Argus;" and there are offices of fifteen Life, 
Fire, or Marine Assurance Companies. There is a 
Gas Company and a vVater Works Company, and 
there are two Building Societies. The Municipal 
c;overnment consists of a Mayor, fourteen Alder­
men, and fonrteen Councillors, and there is a Com­
mercial News Room, and a Mechanics' Institnte.­
The Trust and Loan Company of Upper Canada 
have their head office here, there are two Telegraph 
Companies which connect with all the principal 
places in North America, and the Grancl Trunk 
.f:'.uilroad "'·ill pass through the City. Scn·r~tl ex­
tensive ship-yards are carried on here, and the finest

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ale brewed in Canada is produced in this City. A 
laro-e and increasing general business is transacted 

b . 

l·n Kinaston and although its trade suffered consi-
"" ' derably by the removal of the Seat of Government, 

and also by the completion of the St. Lawrence 
Canals diverting a large portion of the carrying lm­
siness from it, it seems to have recovered from both 
these shocks, and is now, as regards both imports 
and exports, the sixth Commercial City in Canada, 
haxill!!, in 1852, imported goods to the amount ot 
£169,832, and exported to the nmount of £69,381, 
the amount of duties collected being £21,737. 

The principal hotels are, the British American, 
the Princess Elouse, the St. Lawrence, and the City. 
Kingston is the County Town of the Counties of 
Frontenac, Lenox and Addington, it returns one 
Member to the Provincial Parliament, and is the 
head quarters ofthe army for Upper Canada. 

Kingston is distant from Montreal 198 miles, 
steamboat fare, cabin, 20s, stage fare, 35s; distant 
from Toronto Hi5 miles, steamboat fare, cabin, 20s, 
stage fare, 45s. There is a daily communication 
throughout the year from Kingston to all parts of the 
Province. The usual fare for cabs is 2s 6d, or 50 
cents per hour, and travellers should, as a general 
rule, make the agreement with the driver previous 
to using his vehicle. The principal hotel:s always 
convey travellers and their luggage from and to the 
steamers free of cost. 

Departing from Kingston by steamer for the BAy 

oF QuiN1'E, which is a most delightful pleasure trip, 
the first considerable stopping place is PICTON, the 
County Town of the County of Prince Edward, which 
is handsomely situated on ground that rises gradu-
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ally from the Bay until it attains an elevation wl1ich 
renders the place exceedingly healthy. There are 
several good public buildings here, among which the 
Court-house and the Episcopal Church are conspi­
cuous. The Montreal and Commercial Banks have 
agencies here. There are agencies of several Assur­
ance Companies, and two weekly newspapers," The 
Sun" and "The Gazette," are issued. Manufactures 
of iron and leather to some extent are carried on, 
and there are several flour and saw mills in the town 
and its vicinity. There are three Protestant churches 
and one Roman Catholic church in Picton, and there 
are several good schools. Distant from Kingston 
by water, 40 miles, steamboat fare, 5s.; from Belle­
ville, 22 miles, fare, 5s. Population, about 1750. 
Principal Hotels, " Mansion I-Iouse" and ".North 
American." 

BE!.LEVILLE, the County Town of the County of 
Hastings, is beautifully situated at the mouth ofthe 
River Moira, where it f~tlls into the Bay of Quinte. 
The Town is handsomely laid out, with wide 
streeti3, which intersect each other at right angles, 
and many of the buildings which have been recent­
ly erected are elegant brick or stone edifices; equal 
to any in the Province. There are extensive Man­
ufactures of Cloth, Iron, and Leather, c>arried on 
here, and there are several large Flouring and Saw 
Mills, Distilleries, Breweries, Machine \Yorks, &c. 
The Banks of Montreal, Upper Canada, and Com­
mercial of the Midland District, have agencies here, 
and there are agencies of nine Life, Fire, or Marine 
Assurance Companies; there are also two Building 
Societies, and two Fire Companies. Three weekly 
newspapers, " The Tribune," " 1'/te Chronicle," and 
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and there are one Episcopal, one Chnrch of Scot­
land, one Free, one Romnn Catholic, [tud three 

l\IethoJist, Churches. 
Belleville is distant from Kingston 50 miles, and 

from Toronto 115 miles; it is connected with both 
those cities by Electric Telegraph, and will soon he 
so by Railroad. It has also daily communication by 
steamer with Picton, Kingston, &c .. during the 
season of navigation, and it lws intercourse by stages, 
daily throughout the year, with nearly all the smaller 
towns within 50 miles distance. THE GRAND JuNc­

TION P~AILROAD, to connect EelleYillc \nth Peterboro', 
a distance of 60 miles, and tl1ence to Gloucester 
Bay, on Lake Huron, a distance of 90 miles, has 
been recently chartered, and will, no doubt, be 
built at an early day, and its construction cannot 
fail to add largely to the prosperity o.fthis enterpris­
ing town, and the country which it will inter:>ect. 
-The Imports of Belleville, in 1::-\30, amounted to 
£~23,910, the Exports to £50,485, and the amnnnt of 
Duties collected to £3,655.

Tr:ENTON, is a thriving Town, situated near the 
head of the Bay of <.tuinte, on the J:li \'cr Trent. The 
Town is advantageously situated for the lumber 
trade, as large quantities of 1 i mher are }'roducecl on 
the lx1nks of the Trent, and the extensive chain of 
;r~akes? of which it is the outlet. There are three 
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Protestant Churches aut1 one Homan Catholic 
Church here, and there nrc several good schools.­
J.Vlanufacturcs of Cloth, lron, &c., are carried on, 
there ~~re several Mills and Distilleries, and the 
general trade of the place is rapidly increasing.­
Popnlution, about 1,400. Distant fi·om Belleville, 
12 miles, nstwl f~ne, '2s. 6d., from Kingston, 50 miles, 
usual fare, lOs. 

On leaving Kingston fur Toronto and Hamilton, 
the first landing place at which the steamer stops is 
ConouRG, the County Town of the United Counties 
of Nortlmmberland and Durham. The Town is 
pleasantly situated on ground which rises gradually 
from Lake Ontario, and, being built on a dry gmve]. 
l y soil, it is very healthy and s~duLrious. The streets, 
which are wide, intersect each other at right angles, 
and nearly all are provic1cc1 with excellent plank sille 
walks. Yictoria College, an Institution of the \Yes­
leyan Methodist denomination, is a handsome LuilJ­
ing, situated on an elevated site at tbo back part of 
the Town, it is a conspicuous object, as the Town is 
approached from the Lake, and has generally over 
one hundred students pursuing their studies. The 
Court-house and Jail if> a handsome stone building 
about a mile and a half from the Town, and there 
are handsome Churches of the Episcopal, Congrega­
tional, W esleyau, Christian and lloman Catholic 
denominations. Three \veekly papers, "The Star," 
"'The E.ramincr," and "The Reformer,'' are pub­
lished here. There is an ngency of the Bank of 
Montreal, a Savings Bank, and a Building Society, 
and there are also agencies of twelve LiJe, Fire, or 
Marine Assurance Companies. The largest woollen 
manufactory in Canada, the Ontar£o ll!Jzlls, owned 
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by Messrs. McKechnie & Winans, is situated here, 
they give employment to about 200 persons, and 
produce over 300,000 yards of cloth annually. Con­
siderable manufactures of Iron, Leather, and Mar­
ble, and several extensive Mills, Breweries, and 
Distilleries, are carried on here, and the general bu­
siness of the place is large and increasing. Value 
of imports in 1852, £34,625, of exports, £6,694; 
amount of duties collected, £4,580. Population 
about 4,000. Cobourg is distant from Montreal 293 
miles, steamboat fare, cabin, 30s or $6, distant from 
Kingston 95 miles, steamboat fare, cabin, lOs or $2, 
distant from Toronto 70 miles, steamboat fare, cabin, 
lOs or $2. Principal Hotels, Albion and Globe. 
The Grand Trunk Railroad will pass through Co­
bourg, and it is now connected by Railroad with 
Peterboro'. Two Electric Telegraph lines also pass 
through the Town, placing it in communication 
with every place of importance in Canada. 

PETERBORo', the County Town of the County of 
Peterboro', C. W., is a neatly laid out and beauti­
fully situated town on the Otonabee River, 30 miles 
North of Cobourg, with which it communicates by 
Railroad. The Grand Junction Railroad, from 
Belleville to Peterboro', and thence to Gloucester 
Bay, on Lake Huron, a distance in all of 150 miles, 
has also been chartered, and will no doubt be built 
within a reasonable time, the effect of which cannot 
fail to be of the utmost benefit to those towns and 
the fine af,ricnltural country which it will open up. 

Peterboro', at the present time, is one ofthe most 
fiounshing inland to\vns in Canada, an<.l lias exten­
sive manufactures of Cloth, Iron, Machinery, Cabi­
net \Vare, Leather, &c., with numerous Saw and 
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Flouring Mills, and several Breweries and Distiller­
ies. A large quantity of very fine lumber, both 
square and sawed, is annually got out on the River 
Otonabee, and the chain of Lakes which discharo·e 

tJ 

their waters by it into the River Trent, and many 
of the merchants er.gaged in this branch of business 
reside here. The Commercial Bank of the MiLlland 
District, and the Bank of Montreal, have Agencies 
here, and there are Agencies of ten Life or Fire 
Assurance Companies. There are several handsome 
bnilJings, the principn.l being· the Court House and 
Jail, the Market Place and Town Hall, and the 
Chnrch of England, Presbyterian and Roman Ca­
tholic Churches, and there are also Churches of the 
Baptist, Wesleyan aml Bible Christian denomina­
tions. During the season of navigation a steamer 
passes daily between Peterboro' and r~.-ice Lake, 
where it is met by the stage from Port Hope, and in 
winter there is a daily stage line Letwcen these 
towns, the distance heing 27 miles. Two weekly 
newspapers are published here, and there are two 
fire companies and a public reading room. The 
town was laid out in 1826 ; in 184<6, it:s population 
was about 1,500; in 18;)0, it was 1,800 ; in 1852, 
2,200; and at present (.i\Iny, 185-1), it is over 3,000 
souls. Principal Hotels, 'Jll!Jcrt Elouse," " Com­

mercial," und '' Victoria." 
PoRT HoPE, in the Cotinty of Durham, 7 miles 

\Vest of Cobourg, is a very thriving Town, \Vith 
a population of over 3000 which is rnpidly increas­
ing. There is excellent water power here, and nu­
merous extensive .:.\Iills, Breweries, Distilleries and 
JYLwnfactories of Cloth, Iron, and Leather, are car­
ried on. Two weekly papers, " Tlte vVatchman," 
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and " The Echo" are published here; there are 
agencies of the Banks of ~Iontrcal, Upper Canaua, 
and Commercial Bank, and of fifteen Life, Fire, or 
Marine Assnrance Companies. There are Churches 
of the Chnrch of Enghlnd, United Presuyterian, 
Baptist, Roman Catholic, Episcopal 1\Iethodist, and 
\:Y csleyan denominations. There is also a Building 
Society, and the general business of the Town is 
very considerable. Port Hope communicates by 
electric telegraph with all the principal towns m 
Canada, and the Granll Trunk Railroad will pass 
close to the place. A Hailroacl Company is also 
chartered to construct a line to Peterboro' (a distance 
of 27 miles), which, YdJcn completed, will add 
greatly to the prosperity of both these thriving 
towns. Valne of Imports in 1852, £32,366; of 
Exports, £:27,181. Amount of duties collected, 
£5,063. Principal Hotels, " Ontario," anJ. " Nm th 
American." Steamuoat f:ues, same as to Cobourg. 
After leaving Port Hope, the steamer proceeds di­
rect to Toronto. 

ToRo:-<To, the Capital City of Canada ',Yest, is si­
tuated on a fine Bay of L(lke Ontario, in the Town­
ship and County of York, lat. 43° 32' N ., long. 79o 
20' w. 

Toronto Bay is a beautiful sheet of water, sepa­
rated from the main body. oi Lake Ontario, except 
at its entrance, hy ::t long narro\V slip of srmdy bench, 
the south west terminrttion of which is known as 
" Gibraltar Point.'' The City was founded in 1794 
l1y Governor Si111coe, and is laid out in the form of 
a parallelogram, ueing above three miles long by 
one and a half mile wide, the streets, which are 
strait and wide, intersecting ut right angles. In

1817, the population amounted to 1200, in 1830 to 
2860. In 18-12 to 15,336, in 1850 to 25,166, in 1852, 
to 30,763, and now, (li:\:3±), it amounts to over 
40,000 souls. 

No Town in Canada has advanced so rapidly in 
wealth and population as Toronto, and the probabi­
lities are, tl1at at the next decennial census, in 1862, 
it will rauk second to no city in British America. 
The City is divided into seven wards, which return 
two aldermen and two councillors for each, who, 
from among themselves, elect the 1\Iayur. It also 
returns two members to the Provincial Parliament, 
and the Snperior Courts of Law for Canada vVest 
hold their sittiugs here, in a large and elegant build­
ing called Osgoode Hall. There is a City Recorder, 
whose court is held four times in the year, and there 
are eight Fire Companies in the City, who are un­
der the direction of one chief and two assistant en­
gineers; each company having also a captain of its 
own election. 

The City is lighted with gas, and is \rei! supplied 
with water, by companies incorporated for those 
purposes. The Bank of Upper Canada has its head 
otlice here, and there are agencies of the :Montreal, 
British North America, Commercial Bank of King­
stun, and City Bank of Montreal; there is also an 
in~titution called the Farmer's Joint-Stock Bank, 
and there are two Savin.:;s' Banks. 

The head offices of the British America (Fire and 
Marine), ProvinciallHntnal and General (Fire and 
Marine), and the Canada \Vestern (Fire) Assurance 
Companies are in Toronto, as is also that of the Ca­
nada Company, which has nearly two millions of 
acres of land for sale situated in various parts of the 
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Province. The head offices of the Toronto and 
Gne !ph, and of the Ontario, Simcoe and I-Iuron Rail­
road Companies, are likewise at Toronto. 

There are agencies of over thirty other Life, Fire 
or Marine Assurance Companies, and there are eight 
Building So~ieties. The principal public buildings 
are, St. James' Chmch, (the English Cathedral), St. 
-Michael's Church, (the Roman Catholic Cathedral), 
the University of Toronto, the St. Lawrence Hall 
allll Market, the Parliament Honse, Osgoocle Hall, 
the Court-house, Trinity College, Upper Canada 
College, the Lunatic Asylum, the National School, 
and the· Jail. The buildings of the various Bn.nks 
are also worthy of notice, and the shops, stores and 
private residences, are not surpassed in elegance, 
magnitude or convenience, in any city of its size in 
North America. 

The Churches number twenty-fum, viz., five 
Church of England, one Church of Scotland, one 
Scotch Free Church, one United Presbyterian, one 
Irish Presbyterian, four vVesleyan, one Congrega­
tional, one Methodist New Connexion, one Primitive 
vVesleyan, one Baptist, one Catholic Apostolic, one 
Disciples of Christ, two Roman Catholic., one Unita­
rian, one African Baptist, and one African -\Vesleyan. 
The University of Toronto has ten Professors aJHJ one 
Lecturer in the Faculties of Law, Arts and Lan­
guages, whilst Trinity College (in eonnexion with 
the Church of England,) has seven Prufcssors in the 
Faculty of l\Tedicine, and six in the Faculties of 
Law and Arts. The Toronto School of Medwine 
has six lectnrers, and is recognised by McGill Col­
lege at Montreal, as preparing gentlemen for gra­
duating at that institution. The other educational 
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establishments are, Upper Canada College, which 
has a PrincipJ.l and thirteen Masters; Knox's Col­
le.re which has two Divinity Professors and a Clas-

"' ' sical Tutor; the Congreg:1tional Institnte, with two 
Vivinity Professors; the United Presbyterian Divi­
nity Hall, with one Professor; St. _l\Tichae1's, (:P.o­
m:ltl Catholic) College, under the charge of the 
urotl1ers of the order of St. Basil ; the Provin­
cial S or mal ancl .:\Iocle l Schools, with twelve 
teaehcrs; the Toronto Academy, which has eight 
Musters, and the County of York Grammar ~chool, 
which has five :\lasters. There is also a Pn blic 
School in each ward, and there are nnmerons first­
class Private Schools. 

The Benevolent Institntions are, the Toronto 
Hospital; the Lunatic Asylnm; the Eye Dispen­
sary; the General Dispensary and Lying-in Hospi­
tal; the Provincial Lying-in Hospital and Vaccine 
Institution, and the l\Iatcrnity Lying-in Hospital. 
These instit11tions, the I,unatic Asylum excepted, 
are mostly s·rpportecl lJy vulllntary contributions, 
with, occasionally, some assistance hurn Govern­
ment. The National :-:::r)('ieti.:·s, cuus;sting- of a St. 
Gc:Jrc;L·\;, a St. Andrew's, and '\ St. Patrick's So­
eicty, may abo be cbsscll with the Benevolent Iu­
stitntiuns, as they are eYer active in their charities 
when the OCCclsiun olfcr.-;. The l\Iercantile and Li­
terary ;:;oc:ieties ~trc', the Board of Trade; the Stock 
Exchange; the Athcmcum and News lloom, and 
the _}Ier:klllic\; Institute. There is also a Philhar­
munic Socwty, a :-)uciety of Arts, a Typographical 
Soeiety, a Hurticnltnral Society, and a Female 
Emigwt10n Society. There are sever~ll Lodges of 
Freemasons and Odcl Fellows, and thcre are Turf, 
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Cricket) Curling, Bowling and Chess, Clul>s. There 
are three daily, two tri-weekly, t!itl'C semi-weekly 
and thirteen weekly newspapers published here, aml 
there are nine monthly magazines and periodicals. 
The City communicates by Electric Telegraph ·with 
every town of i·11portance in Canada awl the Unit~ 
eel States, and the lines of Railrond already con­
structed or in progress, will place Toronto in direct 
commnniL:ation \\rith nearly every important town 
in North Amcriea. 

Toronto has a constant steaml>oat intercourse, 
during the season of navigation, with the various 
ports on the great Lakes and the Itiver St. Law­
rence, and sla~c:~ leave the City (laily throughout 
the year, f\_,r all the principal inbnd Towns in vV c:;t­
ern Canada. The l\farkets of Toronto are \\ dl sup­
plieu with every deseription of Provisions of the 
best q nality at very moclern.te prices, and house 
rents, except in the principal business Streets, (snch 
as King Street, Yonge Street, Front Street, Church 
Street, &c., where good bnsiness stands let at from 
£150 to £300 per annum,) are reasonable. 

Property in Toronto has become greatly enhanced 
iu value within the last few years, the price having 
in many instances more than doubled; the w~1ges 
of labor of every description have also ach·anced 
steadily, and the trade and commerce of the City 
have fully kept pace with its increase in population. 
The value of Imports in IS.)'? was £639,317; of Ex­
ports, £134<,211, and the duties collected amounted 
to £93,304<. The valne of Imports in 18:1:3 was 
£02U,739, al1ll the duties collected amounted to 
£156,026, which shev.:s Toronto to be next to :\Ion­
treal in 1he Import trade of the Province. The 
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value of property as assessed, within the Corporation 
limits is uuout £3,250,000, or thirteen millions of 
dollars. 

Toronto is distant from Qneuec 543 miles; from 
Montreal, 363 miles; from Kingston, 165 miles; 
from Hamilton, 45 miles; and from Hulifax, Nova 
Scotia, 1353 miles. 

Principal Hotels- •· Russell's," Church Street;

Passing westward from Toronto to Goderich, by 
Railroad, the first place of any note which is reach­
ed is CHURCHVILLE, a flourishing village situated on 
the River Credit, 26 miles distant from Toronto. 
The village has a population of about 500, and has 
several Flour and Saw Mills, a Woollen Factory, 
and a Tannery. The next considerable town is 
GuELPH, the County Town of the County of W el­
lington, which is a thriving place, with a population 
of about 3000 souls. The town is well laid out, and 
contains many good buildings, while its situation in 
the centre of a fine agricultural district is sure to 
render its increase both large and steady. The 
Montreal and Gore Banks have agencies here ; there 
are also agencies of several Assurance Companies, 
and the general business of the place is large ancl in­
creasing. Two weekly newspapers, ' The Adver­
tiser," and " The Herald," are published here. There 
are manufactures of Cloth, Iron, Leather, Chairs, 
&c., and also several :Mills, a Distillery and a Brew­
ery. There are five Protestant Churches and one 
Roman Catholic Church in Gnelph, and there is a 
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Building Society and a Fire Company. Distant 
from Toronto, by railroad, 47 miles, and from Galt, 
by railroad, 16 miles. Principal Hotels ''British 
Hotel," " Wellington Hotel," and" Farmer's ATms." 
After leaving Guelph, there is no town of any im­
portance on the line of railroad, till we reach 

GoDERICH, the County Town of the County of 
Huron, whiCh is situated at the mouth of the P~iver 
Maitland on the shore of Lake Huron. The town 
was laid out by John Galt, Esq., in 1827, and is 
J>leasantly situated, the greater part being upon an 
elevated platean about 100 feet above the level of 
the Lake. Much of the scenery in the vicinity is 
very fine, and the surrounding country is both 
productive and healthy. For a considerable time 
Goderich did not make !"nuch progress, but as 
it is now the terminus of two great lines of railway, 
i. e., "The Toronto, Guelph and Godcrich Rail­
road," and " The Bnffitlo ancl Goderich P~ailroad/' 
its future prospects are excellent. 

Goderich Harbour has been receptly much im­
proved at a heavy expense, and is now the best 
upon the eastern shore of Lake Huron between Port 
Sarnia and Sangeen. Two weekly newspapers, 
"Tlte Loyalist" and "The Signal," are published 
here. There are agencies of the Banks of Mont­
real and Upper Canada, and also of seven Life, Fire 
or Marine Assurance Companies. The Canada 
Company, which has over two millions of acres of 
land to dispose of, has an agency here. There are 
two Shipyards, steam Flour and Saw Mills, and 
several Breweries, Tanneries, Axe Factories, &c., 
while the general business of the town is consider­
able and fast increasing. The Church of England, 
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Church of Scotland, Free Church, \Yesleyan, Seces­
sion, ancl Roman Catholic denominations, have 
places of worship here, and thBre is a Fire Company 
and a Reading Room. Population in 18,1<0, 650, in 
1850, 1,190, in 1:::3'2, 1,330, and at present (1\'fay, 
1854), over 2,000 souls. Yaluc of import:s in 1852, 
.£6,972, of exports, £1,073; amount of duties col­
lected, £671. Goderic:h is distant from Quebec 673, 
fwm Montreal 493, from Toronto 130, and from 
Guelph, 83 miles. 

Principal Hotels, "British Exchange,'' "Victoria" 
and" Colboou." 

THE CITY oF HAJ\IILTON, is beautifully sitnated 
near Burlington Bay, at the Upper end of Lake On­
tario, and fi·om its admirable geographical position, 
as well as being the centre of the finest section o{ 

Canada, it must always be one of the most impor­
tant and thriving places in the Province. Hamilton 
was laid out in 1813, in 1822 it was made a County 
Town, in 1833 it was incorporated as a Town, with 
the privilege of sending a rdember to the Provincial 
Parliament, and in 18<15 it was incorporated as a 
City. The population in 1845 \Yns 6,500, in 1850, 
10,300, in 18:)2, 14·,000, and it is now ( 1854.·) over 
17,000 souls. The City is well bicl out, on ground 
·which rises gradually from Burlington Bay, and the 
streets are wide and spacious. l\Iany of the build­
ings are crcctecl of brick, though stone being abun­
dant to close the City, renders the good taste of the 
choice rather questionable. A good many of the 
more recently erected buildings are of cnt stone, 
among which the Gore Banl~, the Bank of Montreal, 
and the Bunks of Upper Canada and British North 
America, are conspicuous and handsome. There 
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aTe Churches of the Church of England, Roman Ca­
tholic, Church of Scotland, Wesleyan Methodist, 
Primitive Methodist, Episcopal MBthodist, New 
Connexion 1\llethodist, Congregational, Bn ptist and 
F-ree Chu-rch denominations, and the head office of 
the Gore Bank, with branch offices of the Banks of 
Montreal, British North America, Upper Canada, 
and Commercial Bank, are established here ; there 
are also two Savings Banks, and offices or agencies 
of twenty Life, Fire or Marine Assmance Com­
pames. The head offices of the " Great \Vestern 
Railway," and "Canada Life Assurance Com­
panies,'' are here, and there are a Mercantile Li­
brary Association, a Mechanics' Institute, a Gas 
Company, and two Telegraph Companies. There 
are three National Societies, the St. George's, St. 
And-rew's, ::md St. Patrick's, and the-re are several 
Lodges of Freemasons and Odd Fellows. There 
u:re also three Building Societies and a Horticnltural 
Society. Four sBmi-weekly 11ewspape-rs, " The 
S.pectatrrr," " Tke Gazette," •' The 'Canadian," and 
~' The Journal and E'l;press," are published here, and 
there is oBe weekly paper, The CMistian Advo­
·cate." The wholesale and retail business done here 
is large-, Hamilton being the head quarters of sev­
-eral of the most extensive importing houses in 
Canada.. The Great \Vestern Railroad, to connect 
Hamilton with the Americ(H1 lines at Detroit and 
Buffalo, is now completed, and must add greatly to 
the wealth and importance of the City. The Mu­
nicipal Government consists of a J.V£ayor, nine Alder­
men, and ten Councillors, and the City returns one 
member to the Provincial Parliament. Value of 
Imports in 1852, £590,326; of Exports, £122,517.

DuNDAS, a flourishing Town in the Township of 

Flamboro \Yest, and County of \Yentworth, C. \V., 
is situated in a valley near the western extremity 
of Burlington Bay, 5 miles distant from Hamilton. 
The ground between the To\vn and the Bay is 
principally marshy, and a Cn.nal, called "the Des• 
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jardins Canal," 5 miles in length, has been cut 
through it to connect Dundas with the navigable 
"\vaters of Lake Ontario. There are many handsome 
and substantial stone and brick buildings here, and 
the streets are wide, regular and well kept. Dundas 
has extensive water power, and there are many 

extensive and successful manufactories of Cloths, 
Blankets, Yiachinery, Paper, Axes and Edge Tools, 
Furniture, Millstones, Combs, &c., carried on; there 
also numerous Flouring and Saw Mills, Bre~veries, 
Tanneries, Planing Mills, &c., &c., while the gene~ 
ral business of the Town is prosperous and steadily 
progress1ve. The Bank of British North America 
has an agency here, and there are agencies of six 
Life, Fire or Marine Assurance Companies, also a 
Building Society, two Fire Companies, a Mechanics' 
Institute, and a Jleading Room. There is a weekly 
newspaper, "The lVarder," puulished here, and 
there are Churches of the Episcopal, Church of 
Scotland, Free Church, Baptist, United Secession, 
VVesleyan, and Roman Catholic denominations. 
There is Railroad communication with Hamilton 
three times each day-fare, 9d. The population of 
Dundas in 1846 was 1,500, in 1850 2,300, in 1852 
3,500, while at present (1\fay, 1854) it is over 5,000 
souls. Dundas is distant fi:om Quebec 593, from 
l\Iontreal 4<13, and from Toronto 50 miles. Princi.: 
pal Hotels, "Eccchange," "J.Vorth American" and 
"Elgin." 

PAms, a thriving Town situated on the Grand 
River in the Townships of Dumfries and Brantford,

a splendid water power which drives the machinery

veral Cloth Factories, Fulling Mills, Tanneries, Iron 
Foundenes, &c., are also carried on here, and them 
is a Distillery and a Brewery. There are agencies 
of the Gore Bank and six Insurance Companies, and 
a ·weekly newspaper, "The Star," is published in 
Paris, ·while the general trade of the Town is large 
and increasing. The Great \Vestern Railroad which 
passes close to the Ton.'n, will conduce much to its 
prosperity, and, considering its many advantages, it 
is not too much to say that it appears destined to be­
come one of the best inland Towns in the Province.

Principal 
Hotels, " Union House,'' " Victoria" and "PaTis 
Hotel." 

GALT, a flourishing Town situated on the Grand 
River in the Township of Dumfries, County of \Ya­
terloo, C. \Y. The To\vn is handsomely laid ont 
and well built, and is increasing rapidly in wealth, 
trade and population. There are agencies of the 
Gore and Commercial Banks, and of six Insurance 
Companies here; also a Mechanics' Institnte and 
Reading Room, a PuLiic Library, two Fire Cotnpa­
nies, and a Curling Club. Two weekly newspapers, 
''The R.ifonncr" and "The Reporter," arc published 
here. There are Churches of the Church of Eng­
lund, Scotch Kirk, Free Church, v\' e~:;leyan, Primi­
tiye .i'd ethodists, and United Presbyterian denomin­
ations, and there are several good schools. Manufac­
tlues of Cloth, Iron, .i\iachinery, Paper, l\larule, 
Lasts, Sashes, Pails, &c., to a large extent are car­
ried on here, and there are several extensive Flour 
and Saw Mills, a Brewery, a Distillery, and a Soap 
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Factory. A branch of the Great \Yestern Railway 
p::~sses through Galt, pbcin~· the Town in daily com­
mnnication with all the principrrl places in Canada. 
The water power here is very valuable, and as the 
situation of the To·wn is in the centre of a prodnc­
ti,·c and rich agricultural district, its rapid advance­
ment is certain. Population in 1814 900, in 1850 
1,700, m 1852 2,300, and at present (1854) about 
3,500 souls. Galt is clistqnt from Quebec 613, from 
l\Iontreal 438, from Toronto 62, nnd from Hamilton 
30~ miles. Priucipal Hotels, "Queen's Arms" and 
"Union." 

BRANTFORD, the County Town oi the County of 
Brunt, is situated 5 miles south of Paris,-to which a 
branch of the Railroad extends,-on both sides of 
1he Grand River, which is navigable for steamers to 
within two and a half miles of the Town, for which 
distance a Canal has been constructed, so that Ycs­
sels of over 250 tons can now come up to the 
wharves. A line of Railroad connecting Brantford 
with the City of Bnffitlo, in New York, between 
·which places there is now daily commnnication, has 
been recently opened, (its length is 75 miles,) and 
the continuation of the same line from Brantford to 
Goderich, a distance of S3 miles, is now under con­
tract. Brantforcl is handsomely laid out and has 
many good public and priYate buildings, its public 
schools being peculiarly ·worthy of notice, as being, 
probably, the best adapted to the purposes intended, 
as \\-ell as the best managed in the Province. The 
Banks of .:\Iontreal and British North America have 
agencies here; there are agencies of ten Life or 
Fire Assurance Companies, and there are two Build­
ing Societies, two Fire Companies, a Navigation 
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Company, and a Mechanics' Institute. Three week­
ly papers, "Th.e CoU1·ier," "The Flcrald,'' and "The 
Expositm ," ure puhlishccl in Brautforcl, a\1d there 
are Chnrches of the Episcopal, Presbyterian, 1\letlw­
-dist, Baptist, Congregational, and Homan Catholic 
denominations.

are agencies of several Iusurunce Companies, there 
is a weekly newspaper published, and there is a 
Mechanics' Institute and a Cricket Club. There 
a.re six P~·otestant Chmcbes, and several good 
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Schools here; there are manufactures of Machinery;. 

Leather, Cloth, &c., carried on, and the general 
business of the town is consider-able~ The Great 
Western Railway passes through the Town, placing

to the Provincial Parliament. Being m the centre 
of a :fine agricnltnral district, London is a place of 

much importance, where an extensive general bus­
iness is carried on, and, as the Great \Y estern Rail­

road passes thwugh the To,vn, it must continue to 
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advance in a ratio equal, at least, to that portion of 
country of which it is the natural centre. There 
are Barracks sufficient for a regiment of infantry, 
and half a battery of artillery, and that number of 
troops were formerly stationed here. There <Jre 
several handsome Churches, most conspicuous 
amongst which is St. Paul's, of the Church of Eng­
lund, and the Court House is also a fine bnilding.­
There nre also Chnrches of the Chnreh of Scotland; 
Free Church, Roman Catholic, \Yesleyan, Episco­
pal Methodist, Congregational, Baptist and l~~lliYer­
:-;alist, denominations, and there is a Church for col­
oured people. There are three newspapers," The 
Free Press," " The Prototype," and " The Times." 
There are agel'wies of I he Montreal, t' pper Canada, 
British :;'{vrth America, Commercial, and Gore 
Banks, there is a Savings Bank, and there nre 
agencies of twenty-six Life, Fire, or :Marine Assur­
ancP Companies here. There are sever::d extensive 
Breweries, Distilleries, Iron Founcleries, Tanneries, 
Mills, and Cloth Factories, and a large '\Vholes::tle 
and retail trade in merchandize of all kinds is car­
ried on. There nre lines of H,ailroad now in course 
of constwction, which will connect London with 
Port Stanley, God erich, Guelph, and Toronto, and 
the town has telegraphic communication with all 
the principal places in Canada and the liJ!iteJ

Its population in 1846 was 1,:250, 
in 1852, 2,100, and at present, piuy, 1S5.f.,) nearly 
3,000 souls, and is rapidly increasing. 

The completion of the Great ~restern Railway, 
which pu:-:ses through the town, and connects it 

·with Detroit, Loudon, Hamilton, Buffido, ,\:,•., has 
given a great impetus 1u the advancement of 
Chatham, and us its situation is in the centre of one 
of the most productive parts of the Province, its 
future progress is certain. 

The Town is \Yell laid out, with \vide streets, 
having good side walks, and many of the llllildings 
are handsome and substantial. There are Churches 
of the Church of Engh•ud, Preshyterian, 1\esleyau. 
Baptist and Homan Catholic denominatio,1s, and 
there are two Fire Companies, two Bank Agencies, 
"The Gore," and " The r pper Canada," with 
agencies of several Life, Fire or 1\Iarine Assurauce 
Companies. Two weekly newspapers, The J{ent 
Advertiser," and '- The Trcstrrn Planet,'' are pub­
lished here. There is a Theatre and a Cricket 
Club, and there are several Flour and Saw Mills, 
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Distilleries and Breweries, "·ith manul~tctories of 
Cloth, Iron, Leather and Pottery, carried on here. 

Chatham is a port of entry, the Tiiver Thames 
being navigable for good sized steamers up to the 
town, and dnring the season of navigettion, it has 
daily communication with Detroit, 50 miles distant, 
(fare 7s 6d,) and from Detroit steamers are departing 
several times each clay for all the ports on the 
Great Lakes, and the River St. Lawrence. Chat­
ham is distant from Quebec, 713, fre:m Montreal, 
560, from Toronto, 185, from Hamilton, 140, and 
from London, 67 miles. Value of Imports in 1852, 
£16,900; of Expm·ts, £7,634. Amonnt of Dnties 
collected, £2,635. Principal Hotels, "Albion," 
" Chatham Arms," and "Exclumgc." 

\VINDSOR, the \Yestern terminus of the Great 
\Vestern Railroad, is pleasantly sitnuted on the 
Detroit River, directly opposite the City of Detroit, 
to which steam ferry boats cross every tew minutes 
daily. The population of the Town, 'vhich is now 
mcreasing, is abont 500 souls. Distance from Ha­
millon, 186, from London, 110, and Ii·om Niagara 
Fulls (the i'Sonth Eastern Terminus of the G. \V. 
Railroad), 2:29 miles. 

On, or contiguous to, t]JC line of" the Great \\T es­
tern Railroad," between Hamilton and the Niagara 
River, the first place of any extent which we meet 
with is GRIMSBY, a neat village with a population ot 
about 300. There are several Flour ancl Saw Mills, 
a Distillery and a Brewery here. Distant from 
Hamilton, 16~ miles, fare 2s. 6d. The next stop­
ping place is BEAMSVILLE, a thriving village, with a 
population of about 500 souls. I\lannfactures of 
Cloth, Iron, Potash and Leather are carried on here. 
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and there are several Flonr uncl f:aw Mills, a Dis­
tillery, and a Brewery. Distant from Hamilton, 
21~ miles,-fare 3s. 3d. Principal Hotels, "Beams­
viLle I-Iouse," and "Clinton E-:rcltange." At the dis­
tance of 104 miles from Beamsville, \Ye arrive at 

ST. CATHERINES, a flourishing town, situated on 
the vVelland Canal, in the County of Lincoln, C. 
vV. The town is handsomely laid out, while the 
greater part of it is well built, and from its favorable 
situation on the Weiland Canal, it is the centre of 
large and rapidly incrensing trade. Being the out­
let for a fine agricultural district of country, St. Ca­
therines has a very extensive trade in \Yheat aml 
Flour, and some of the most considerable Flouring 
Mills in Canada are to be found here. There are 
also several extensive Saw Mills and Lumber Yards, 
together with manufactories of Cloth, Iron, Machi­
nery, Leather, Sashes aml Blinds, Agricultural Im­
rlements, &c. &c. Ship-uuilding to some extent is 
also carried on. There are several large Breweries 
and Distilleries, and the general bnsiness of the 
town is prosperons and apparently progressive. There 
are agencies of the Montreal, Upper Canada, nncl 
Commercial Banks here, and there are also agencies 
ot fifteen Life, Fire or Marine Assurance Compa­
nies. There is a Public r.eading Hoom, a Building 
Society, a Mechanics' Benefit Association, and a 
Telegraph Oflice, and there are two weekly Ile\\-s­
papers, " The Constitutional," and " The Jounwl." 
There are churches of the Church of England, 
vVesleyan, American Presbyterian, United Seces­
sion, Baptist, and Roman Catholic denominations, 
and there is a Grammar School, known as "the 
<_;rantham Academy," 'vith three other PnLlic 
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Schools. The principal office of the \Yelland Ca­
nal is here, and there are t\vv Fire Companies in 
the town. St. Catherines has Jaily cotnnumication 
by steamer witlt Toronto, Hamilton, and Niagaru, 
during the season of navigation, and the Butfulo 
Branch of the Great \Yestcrn ltailroad, places it also 
in direct and cbily conununication with all the 
principal towns whicl1 it traverses from BnfEdo to 
Detroit. 

The town was incorporated in 18-15, at which pe-
riod its population amounted to about 2,500; in 
1850 it had increased to 3508; and in 18:'i2,to4·368, 
while at present, (.\lay, 1854,) it is between 5000 
and 6000 souls.

FALLS OF NIAGARA. 

So mnch has been written and said of these 
celebrated Falls, that it would seem almost pre­
sumptuous to do m~e than refer to them in the 
briefest terms, in a wurk such m; the present.­
Sntlice it then to say, that they are sit~wted on the 
Niagara River, which unites Lakes Erie aud Onta­
rio, the former of wltic:h is over 300 feet al>ove the 
level of the other. The strc:tm bdwccn Lake Eric 
and the Falls has a very rapid descent, w]Jieh, in 
the last half mile bclorl:' it reaches t!tell1, is nut less 
that1 58 feet; a tremendous velocity is consequent­
ly attained uy the mass of moving \Y~tters, rlnd in 
this state o[ rapid mutiou it is precipitated oYer a 
rock of 150 feet in perpendicular height, in a strccLm 
oC a \)out 2,300 led in width. The continueJ nction 
of the water has worn away tho ruck into the furm 
of a crescent, and po;tions of it arc vrc<:ipitatecl, from 
time to time, into tllC gnll' beneath. l':o living 
thing· can re.-;i.'lt tho f:Jrcc of the c·urrent for miles 

alJove the Falls, anLl shunk! they, by any misfortune, 
once become iu vol n:d among the r<l picls, destruc-tion 
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is inevituule. A vapour of considerable destiny is 
constant! y ascending from the surface of the water, 
\Vllich, in bright sun-shiny weather, reflects a beau­
tiful rainbow, and in winter it becomes congealed 
upon the points of the rocks and tl1e trees contigu­
ous to the Falls, into the most varied imaginable 
forms of beauty. 

There are many objects of considerable interest 
in the immediate vjcinity of the Falls, all of which 
are pointed ont in detail, in a little wbrk relative to 
them, ~which is sold at the various hotels npon the 
spot. The principal Hotel on the Canada side is 
" The Clifton House," and there are numerous good 
Hotels on tl1e United ~tates side. 

::\'JAGARA Tow::~) to which it is propo3ed to extend 
a hr::mch of the Great v\' est~rn Railroad, is the 
County To,vn of the County of Lincoln, and is beau­
tifully situated at the month of the Niagara P-iver, 
the site upon which it is built rising gradually from 
the Rin·r till the upper part of the town, has at­
tained an el.:Yation of over 150 feet above the water 
level. The town was ordered to be bid out by 
Governor ~imcoe in 17~H, and was incoq1orated in 
1S45, at which time its population v;as uhont 2400, 
in 1850 it amounted to 3280; in 180'2, to 3350; nnd 
at present, U1hy, 18:l~·.) it is aiJollt 3750 sonls. The 
principal public buildings are, tl1e Court-house, the 
Town Hall, the Barracks, the Jail, and the Episco­
pal and Presbyterian Churches. There are also 
Clmrcl!es of the l~oman Catholic, \\' esleyan, and 
Baptist denominations. Two \Yeekly newspupe!·s,

Assurance Companies. Dming the period of navi­
gation, the town has dally communication by steam­
er with Toronto, St. Catherines, :Hamilton, and the 
other Lake ports, and the steamers to Toronto run 
also every day during the winter. Steamboat and 
ship-building to a considerable extent is carried on 
here, and should, as is contemplated, the lateral cut 
of the Weiland Canal be cal"l'ied to Niagara, its 
trade will be greatly benefitted thereby. Niagara 
is defended by fort Mississanga, which isa little be­
low the mouth of the River, while about half a mile 
above the town are the ruins of the old Fort George.

GEOGRAPHICAL AND STATISTICAL SKETCH OF 
CANADA. 

The Province of Canada, including both its granJ 
divisions, extends fJOm 42 to 52 de~rees of North 
Latitude, and from 64 to 92 degrees of \Yest Longi­
tude, embracing a superficial area of about 330,000 
square miles, and having a population of about 
2,250,000 souls. 

Previous to the year 1791, the whole extent of 
country now known as Upper and Lo-..ver Canada, 
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was designateJ the PRoVINCE OF QurmEc .• bnt, ow-· 
ing to alleged difficulties in mana£ii n g the adm i­
nistratiun of SG lar~:e an extent of country, it was in 
that ye~tr cli\·ided into two Provinces having separ­
ate governments, and so remained until 1'-:!..J.l, when 
they \Vere re-united, ::md now constitute one Pro­
vince only. 

LowER C,\NJ DA, which is consiclerahly the largest 
Province, has an a!'ea of 210,000 square miles, and 
UPPER CANADA au area of 121,000 squnre miles, the 
population being about 1,200.000 in Vpper and 
1,100,000 in Lowe-r c~lnad:1. 

About two-thirds of the population of Lower Ca­
uad~l are of French Jescent, the remainder consist­
ing of English, Irish, Scotch, Germans, and Ameri­
cans or their descendants. In Upper Canada the 
population i:; made up o{ Colonists or the descendants 
of Colonists from the British IslnnJs, of t!Je descend­
ants of American loyalists "·lw emigrated to Canada 
after the Revolutio1wry 1\.ar, and in a few loealities 
there are settlements of Germans and Dutch. 

In Lower Canada about four-fifths of the people 
belong to the Romrrn Catholic Church, the remain­
der consiE?ting of members of the different Protest­
ant ClmrellPs and a few Jews; while in Upper 
Canada about four-fifths of the p<?ople are Protestant, 
and the renw.imlcr Roman Catholic. 

At the time of the conquest of Canada in 1760, 
the entire population was estimated at 70.000, and 
a glance at the following synopsis from the official 
returns of the diflerent periods mentioned, will shew 
the rapid advance which the country lms made sin.ce 
that time.

A new Diocese, "Three Rivers,', has been re­
cently erected, it consists of parts of the old Dioceses 
of Quebec and 1\Iontreal, and has 50 clergvmen. 

The Province is also divided by the Church of 
England into three Dioceses, viz:

The Province is fmther divided by the vVesleyan 
Methodists in to eleven Districts ; by the New Con~ 
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11exion and Episcopal Methodists into six each; and 
by the various Presbyterian Churches into Presby­
teries, as follows, viz :-Church of Scotland, six; 
Free Church, eight; United Presbyterian Synod, 
five. 

In connexion with many ,of the Congregations, 
there are Sunday Schools. The number of those 
Institutions is about 600. 

II. EDUCATION. 
In Upper Canada, there were in January, 1852, 

3,010 Schools, with 3,:309 Teachers, and 154,465 
Scholars. In Lower Canada, in 1853, there were 
2,277 Schools, and 97,582 Scholars. Upper Canada 
has also a Normal School, the advantages of which 
have been already participated in hy upwards of 800 
Teachers, and a Council of Public Instruction. 

In addition to the Elementary Schools in Lower 
Canada, there are the Schools of the " Christian 
Brothers,'' containing about 5,000 pupils, and Nun's 
Schools, with 2,500 pupils. 

For the support of Elementary Schools, the 
Legislature has voted .£50,000 per annum for 
several years past, in addition to the salaries and 
incidental expenses of the Education Deptntment, 
which are charged on the Consolidated Fund. 

The Upper Canada Grammar Schools, eighty­
three m number, are supported by a Special Fund, 
arising out of the lands set apart for this purpose, in 
the reign of Geo. III. The present annual income 
is about £5,500, and it is increasing. 

In the Lower Province, are the " High Schools" 
of Montreal and Quebec, certain "Academies" in 
the Eastern Townships, and the Roman Catholic 
" Seminaries" or " Colleges.JJ The U niversi~ of 
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Qnebee contains 22 Professors, and 385 Etndents; 
in the "College" at Montreal there are 18 Profes­
sors, and Z50 Students. The other Colleges, nine 
in nnmLer, are situated in different parts of the Pro­
vince, and are numerously attended by those -..dw 
design to enter the Iearnc~d professions. They con­
tain about 1,500 Students. Most of these institu­
tions, with several others not named, and four 
Schools for Indium, receive aid. from the Legisla­
ture. 

A "Cniversity Education, with the opportumty of 
obt::tining degrees, may be enjoyed in Upper Cana­
da at the Umversity of Toronto, which is supplied 
with twelve Professors, at Trinity College, Toronto, 
which has thirteen Professors, at Queen's College, 
Kingston, where there are five Professors, and at 
Yictoria College, Cobourg, \Yhich has fonr Professors 
and three Tutors. There are also the Roman Ca­
tholic Colleges of Regiupolis, Kingston, with six 
Professors, and Bytown, where there are two and a 
Superior. 

Similar advantages arc offered at McGill College, 
l\Iontreul, under five Professors and three Lecturers, 
and in the l\'ledical Department, which stands de­
servedly high, there are eleven Professors and 52 
Students. 

Theological instmction is imparted to Candidates 
for the Christian 1\linistry at the following places: 
At Tri:1ity College, Toronto, and at Lennoxville 
(L. C.), to Church of England Students; at Queen's 
College, to Church of Scotland Students; at Knox's 
College, Toronto, to Free Church Students; and at 
the Congregational Theological Institute, aud the 
Divitlity Hall of the lJnited Presbyterian Synod, in 
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the same city, to th~ Students of those denomina­
tions. Roman Catho-lic Candidates for the priest­
hood study at such of the existing Colleges as may 
be indicated to them by the proper anthm·itic>s.

Lower Canada, and then distri~ 
buted an~ong the County Agricultural Societies, te 
be added to local subscl'iptions, thus fol'ming a fund 
hom which the premiums to successftll com;petitm:s 
at the Agricultural Shows are paid.

The as:sessed value of landed property for taxati.on,. 
in 1852, in Upper Canada, was £36,670,890, or 
$146,683,560. In Lower Canada, the same year, 
it was £'29,208,158, or $116,832,732. In ali, £65,-
899,04<8, or over two hundred and sixty-three and a 
half millions of dollan. 

In the United States, the growth of ·wheat has 
increased about forty-eight per cent during the last 
ten years, whilst in all Canada, during the same 
period, it has increased over four hundred per cent ! 
And taking the article of Indian Corn, which is the 
production that compares most favorably fur the 
United States, the increase on it for the ten years 
between 1840 and 1850, has been equal to 56 per 
cent, whilst the increase in Canada for the last nine 
years has been 163 per cent. During the same 
period, also, the increase in the grow~ h of Oats in 
the United States has been 17 per cent, whilst in 
Upper Canada it has been 133 per cent, :in Lower 
Canada, 41 per cent, and, in both united, 70 per cent. 

The quantity of land laid down in \Vheat, in 
Ohio, in 1850, was 1,231,437 acres, ·which produced 
14,487,351 bushels, while in all Canada, the land 
laid down in Wheat was 1,136,311 acres, which 
produced 16,156,94<6 bushels; the average produce 
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per acre in Ohio being 12, and in Canada, 14 1-5 
bushels. Ohio produces a little over 1-7th part of 
the Wheat raised in all the United States, and 
Canada a little less than 1-6th part of that amount.

CANALS IN CANADA. 
THE WELLAND CANAL, connecting Lakes Erie 

and Ontario, is 28 mtles in length, and has 27 locks, 
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overcoming an nscent of 330 feet. The locks are 
150 feet long, and 26.~ feet wide, with a depth of8~ 
feet of water on the mitre sills, and the CHnal is 45 
feet wide at tlw bottom, and 81 feet wide at the 
surface. The Feeder Branch, from Junction to 
Dunnville, and the Broad Creek Branch, from the 
Feeder to Port Maitland, are 22~ miles loug, and 
have two Locks, overcoming an ascent of 16 feet. 
This great work was constructed at a cost of over 
four millions of dollars. In 1852, the number of 
vessels, of every description, which passed throngh 
it was 6,162, with a gross tonnage of 894,103 tons, 
and the amount of tolls collected was $230,116. 

THE ST. LAWRENCE CANALS, between Lake Onta­
rio and Montreal, have a length of 41 miles! with 27 
Locks, overcoming an ascent of 204i feet. The 
Locksare 200 feet long, and 45 wide, with a depth 
of 9 feet of water on the mitre sills, and the Canals 
are from 50 to 80 feet wide at the bottom, and from 
90 to 150 feet wide at the surface. The cost of 
these Canals was tiJLH millions and a quarter of 
dollars, the vessels which passed through them, in 
1852, numuered 6,568, with a tonnage of 585,466 
tons, and the tolls collected amounted to $84,b69. 

THE CHAliiDLY CANAL, connecting the waters of 
Lake Champlain with those of the River St. Law­
rence, has a length of 11 ~ miles, with 10 Locks, 
overcoming an ascent of 79 feet. The Locks are 
120 by 24 feet, with a depth of 6 feet of water on 
the mitre sills. The Canal cost $500,000, and the 
vessels which passed through it, in 1852, numbered 
1,637, with a tonnage of 82,618 tons, producing a 

revenue of$7,632. 
ST, ANN's LocK, connecting the Lake of Two 
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Mountains with Lake St. Louis, is 190 feet long and 
45 feet wide, overcoming an ascent of 3~ feet, and 
having a depth of 6 feet of water on the mitre sills. 
Its cost was $90,685, the number of vessels {lassing 
through it, in 1852, was 2,034, with a tonnage of 
108,649 tons, and the tolls collected amounted to 
$3,100. 

THE BuRLINGTON BAY CANAL, between the Bay 
of that name and Lake Ontario, has no Locks. It 
is about half a mile long, and from 100 to 180 feet 
wide; the cost of its construction was $194,64 7, and 
the number ofvessels which passed through it, in 
1852, was 3,006, with a tonnage of 556,221 tons.­
The tolls collected amounted to $20,215. 

THE RIDEAU CANAL, from Bytown to Kingston, 
was constructed entirely at the expense of the Im­
perial Government. It was commenced in Septem­
ber, 1826, and the first steamboat passed throngh it 
in May, 1832. Length of the Canal from Bytown 
to Kingston, 126~ miles. Actual excavation, 16~ 

miles. Number of Locks, ascending from Bytown 
to the Isthmus, 87~ miles, and overcoming a rise of 
292 feet-3-! Locks. Number ofLocks, descending 
from the Isthmus to Kingston, 38l miles, descent, 
165 feet-13 Locks. Length of Locks, 134 feet.­
Breadth of Locl,s, 33 feet. Depth of water in Canal, 
5 feet.

'fotal cost of construction, £965,000, Sterling, or

over by the Imperial to the Provincial Government, 
but no returns of its trade or revenue have yet been 
issued.
