TO THE TEACHER; 

PART I. of the First Book may be adapted by the Teacher to any 
ordinary system of teaching. It is, however, 'peciaJly intended to 
be used in the manner described below:-

(SECTION I.) 
This Section embraces lessons on the lettef'·form., a.nd contains 

eleven lessons. It will be observed that the word. used are those 
of either two or three letters, and tna.t they are invari&bly arra.nged 
80 &8 to form short sentences. These lesson8 are, in school, chieJly 
taught by means of a series of Tablets in V6.-y ZQ/I'ge type. 

(SUCCESSION 01' sTEPa.) 

[. The letters &t the head of Lessou I. are drawn by the Teacher 
on the blackboard, or pointed out on the tablet, &nd the 
attention of the clas8 carefally directed to their forml aDd 
na.mea. 

U. The first sentence of the leSIon is then printed by the Teacher 
on the blackboard, or pointed out on the tablet, and each word 
distinctly pronounced by the Teacher, a.nd repeated by the 
el&ss, until the children ca.n read the sentence as a whole. 

UI. The succeeding sentences are similarly dealt with on the black. 
board, or with the tablet. . 

.. V. When the pupils ca.n read the lentence. as they stand, the 
Teacher selects from the lesson other combinations of worda 
so as to form new sentence., when, if the pupil. know the 
word·forma of the lesion, they ca.n read these without &alia· 
t&nce. 

Y. At the close of the lesson the pupils may be required to print 
on their elates all the letters a.nd words found in the lesson. 

\"!. Each of the first ten les80n. is dealt with in & aimila.r ma.nner. 
The eleventh lesson is by way of recapitulation-containing 
all the words used in the previous ten le880ns. If Lessons 
I. to X. have been prgperlyma.8tered, the pupils ought to be 
a.ble to read Lesson XI. without aasist&nce. 

NOTE.-It is of great importance that these le8l0n. should be 
thoroughly mastered before the pupil proceeds to the Second 
Section. It is, however, recommended not to trouble the pupil 
with oral spe~g at ~ ~ge. While h!, is learning !"-<>. read,.~ 
eye i. becollllD:S fa.milia.r WIth the word .liDS. &lid hI!

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(SECTION II.) 

Section II. contains, chiefly in words of three letters, lessons on 
the long and short suunds of the vuwds, and the single consonant 
sounds. It is supposed to be taught in cunnection with a series of 
Tablets in moderately lrurge type, and with the large Chart of the 
Elementary Sounds of the English Language, specially pnepared 
jor the 'Use oj Teachers in cOWlectiun w,th this series of Readers. 

(SUCCLSSION OF STEPS.) 

I. Each sentence is dealt with as in Step II., Section I., except 
that the Teacher should h",ve to prunounce only those words 
which are new to the pupils. These new words, as they are 
met with, are pronounced after the Teacher, by the cladS 
individually and simultaneously. 

II. When all can read the sentences as they stand, the Teacher, in 
order to test whether they know the new words, proceeds as 
in Step IV., Sectiun I. 

III. When the lesson is mastered, the Teacher draws attention to 
the flew words at the head of the lesson, a,nd using the 
blackboard or tablet, carefully directs attention to their 
points of resemblance and diJlerence, both &8 to form and 
lound. 

IV. A slate esercise may he given in connection with ,each lesson, 
and should include the olLreful copying of the words at the 
heIIA oft\le lesson. 

NOTIi:.-Each lesson should be thoroughly IJlMtered before the 
pu pil proceeds to the next. and the back lelj80ns may with profit bit 
frequently reviewed. Experience has shown that the child had 
better !,ot be troubled with any at~mpt a,t oral spelling, while in 
$e m-.t part of the First Book.
