IN QUEBEC 

THE GROUNDS 

The grounds on which the Government 
Buildings in Quebec are huilt, formerly 
were a part of the Fief St. Fran~ois, the 
erection of which into a fief and the first 
concession by the company of New France 
to Jean Bourdon, date as far back as the 
10th March, 1646, under the government of 
M. de Montmagny. 

The grounds are situated to the north­
west of Grande Allee, near St. Louis Gate, 
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in Montcalm Ward of the city, outside the 
walls, and bear the number 4436 of the 
official cadastre of that ward. 

Their superficial area is 251,763 feet, 
English measure. They were purchased from 
the Government of Canada by the Province 
of Quebec on the 14th August, 1876, under 
the De ;Bouch_ervil1e administ.ratioll, for the 
sum of $15,000.00, for the purpose.of erect­
ing the Legislative and D~partmental Build­
ings on them. 'lhey were then known as 
the" Garrison Cricket Field." 

This lot of laA~ -W:I~S formerly bounded to 
the north-east by St. Eustache Street. The 
portion of that street on which the si te of 
the .Gov~rnment Buildings stood, was tntUs­
fer-red some years ago by the corporation of 
the City of .. Quebec to the ,Government of 
this Province on certain conditions. 

It now constitutes the Fountain A venue 
and rUllS parallel to the front of the Leg-is­
lative Buildings between Graltde Allee alld 
St. Julia Street. It extends to the ed O'e of o 
the -fountain dedicated to the aboriginal 
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tribes of North' America, in front of" the 
main entrance of the buildings. 

To the superficial area of nnrhber 4436 of 
M on tcalm Wal d, must therefore 00 added 
the area of that' portion of St. E1[}Sta:~he 
Street which has become the' Fountain 
Avenue, to obtain the' total al'en: of,the 
grounds belonging to the Province noW 

occupied by the Government Buildings:

Most of the ground situated on both sides 
of Dufferin A venue belongs to the' Federal 
Government. 
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The grounds adjoining the Government 
BuildingH have been planted with treeH, 
whose number and intere:-;t grow yearly. 
There nre elm:-;, onk:-;, maples, poplarH, ches­
uuts, willmv~, a variety of bircheH and some 
groupH of spruce. These plan tationH are to 
be completed and will con tain specimens of 
all Calladian fore!"t trees. 

Quite near the bllildilig and the fountain 
are large flower beds and floral deHigns of 
variegated colors. 

TheHe nre, during the SUIllmer r-;eaHon. one 
of the attraction:-; of the City of Quebec. 
They have been designed by Mr. Chollet, 
the gardener of Spencer-W 00<1. 

GENERAL DATA RELATIVE TO THE BUILDINGS 

The hllildill,~H erected on lot No 4436 of 
:'Iontcalm 'Yard ahove mentioned, and 
which are kllown :\:-; the Govel'l1ment 
BlIil<1illP::-;, fin'lIl a qlladrallgle, with an inner 
court-yard, with pavilions at the angles 
and in the cell t J"(' of each of the Rccoll(lary 
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fronts alld a campanile with fore-front in 
the centre of the main building. 

This portion, fronting on Duft'erin A ve­
lIue, is occupied by the Legislative Council 
and Legislative Assembly; it is called the 
Legislative Building. 

'The three other sides of the square are 
called the Departmental Buildings, and face 
respectively on G}'(/wie Allee, St. Augustin 
Street and St. Julia Street. They contain 
the offices of the Lieutenant-Guvernor, the 
Executive Council, the Attorney-General, 
the Treasury, the Provincial Secretary, the 
Departmen t8 of AgriclII ture, of Colon ization 
and Milles, of Public vVo\'ks, of Lallds, Fo­
rests and Fisheries, of Public Instructioll, 
the Library of the Legislat1\re~ the Queen's 
Printer's office, etc. 

Each face of the building is :300 feet long, 
but, counting the projections of the angles, 
fore-fronts and campanile, the outer line 
reaches 1405 feet. The i:lller lille (on the 
court yard) is 857 feet. 

The main building (Legislative Build-
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ing), has a minimum width of 60 feet, and 
a maximum width of IOn feet. Its outeT 
walls are sixty feet high from the level of 
the soil to the cornice. The top of the roof 
above the same level i:,; '/7 feet. 

The tower of the campanile i" 122 feet 
high at the cornice and 153 feet at the top 
of the roof. The crf'st, with the iron crown 
on top, is 19 feet high, making a total of 
heigh t of 17~ feet froll1 the base of the tower 
to the top of the crown. 

'I'he three sides occupied by the public 
departments have a millimulll width of 47 
feet 6 incheH, and a maximum width of 57 
feet 6 inches. The ou tel' wall :-; have the 
!;lame height at the cornices on each face, 
60 feet. The central pavilliolls are 72 feet· 
high at the comice and 103 feet at the top 
of the roof. 

'J he elltire building has a basement, a 
ground floor of rustic quoins, and two other 
stories divided by a continuous band and 
surmounted by a large Ionic entablature. 
The basement is of green sandstone; the 
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ground floor al:d other stories are of dressed 
Deschambault stone. 

A mansard roof, covered with galvanized 
iron, with ornament.:; in hammered ZlllC, 

completes the outside of the building. 

PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS AND CONTRACTS 

The design of this vast building, as well 
as the decorations of the vestibules and 
Legislative Council and Legislative Assem­
bly Chambers, and of the ol'llamentation ill 
carving and incrustations of the inside and 
outside of the buildillg, are due t.o Mr. Eu­
gene Tache, architect. 

That part of the Government Buildings 
which, from the year 1880, has been occu­
pied by the public departments (facing 
Gran/Ie Alll:e and St. Augnstin and St. Julia 
Streets), was built by M~·:-;"H':';. Nicholas 
Piton and S. X. Cilllon, ('on tractors, under 
a contract passed before Mr. Cyrille Tes . ..;ier, 
Notary, on the 8th May 1877, under the 
DeBoucherville Administration and accord­
ing to plans and specifications signed by 
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l\I r. Ellgen e Tach(~ and Mr. Pierre Gauvreau. 
The latter \\':li'! then chief engineer of the 
constrllction of the buildings. 

The work was commenced nnder the De­
BOllchenille Government and continued 
under the Joly alld Chapleau Governments. 
The Departlllent of Agriculture and Public 
'Wol'k" was installed in the new building 
011 the 1st September, 1880; that of the 
Provincial Secretary was transferred there 
on the 6th December of the same year. 
The other departments soon followed. 

'l'h~ foundat.ion of the main building 
facing on Dlliferin avenue (Legislative 
Building) "'ai'! built by Mr. Willia1l1 J. 
Piton, under contract of the 18th August, 
1881, before Mr. Jean A. Charlebois, Notary, 
under the Chapleau Admiuistration. The 
principal contract of this portion of the 
bui:uing, according to plans and specific­
ationi'! drawn lip and prepared by Mr. Eu­
gene Tache and Mr. J. B. Derome, was 
awarded to Mr. Alphonse Charlebois, con­
tractor, by deed passed on the 9th February, 
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1883, before Mr. Cyrille 'ressier, Notary, 
under the Mousseau Government. 

From the signing of the latter contract 
dates the motto of 1 he Province of Quebec 
" Je me souviens." 1 

1. The arms of the Province of Quebec, Ontario, Nova 
,Scotia and New Brunswick were assigned by warrant of 
Her Majesty Queen Victoria, dated from the Court of 
St . .,-ames on the 26th May, 1868. Here is a description 
of tlle,arms of the Province of Quebec as set forth in the 
royal \Var .. ant: 

" Or, on a fess gules between two jleurs de lis in chief, 
lIoZllre, and a sprig of three leaves of maple slipped in vert; 
in base, a lion, passani, fjllanZlll!t, or." 

In 1883, the motto" J e me souviens " was added to these 
arms; it most almirably expresses the raison d'e/,'e of the 
Canada of Champlain and Maisonneuve, as a distinct pro­
vince in the Confederation_ 

Mr. Eugene Tache had drafted the plan of the front of 
the Quebec Legislative Buildings, and had introduced in 
it the arms of the Province with the motto "J e me sou­
viens" of which he is the author and which was until 
then unknown. The plans and specifications drawn up 
by Mr. Tache, architect, Mr. J, B. Derome, engineer, and 
Messl's. Cousin, Trudelle, Saint Michel and other draughts­
men, served as a basis for and were annexed to the can­
kact for the erection of the Legislative Building, passed 
before Mr. C. Tessier, Notary, on the 9th February, 1883, 
under the authority of an order-in-council of the 22nd 
January of the same year, and signed by Mr. Alphonse 
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The work on the Legislative Building 
under the contract of the 9th February, 
1883, was finished in the autumn of 1886, 
under the Ross Government. 

Charlebois, the contractor, of the one part, ami on the part 
of the Government by Hon. A. Elisee Dionne and Mr. 
Ernest Gagnon, the former as Commissioner and the latter 
as 8ecretary of the Department of Public Works. The 
parties also signed the plans annexed to the contract on 
which the arlllS of the Province were drawn with the 
motto" .Je me souviens," It may therefore be said that 
it i. from the 9th February, lR83, when the contract for 
the construction of that portion of the Government Build· 
ing was signed, that this motto".J e me sou viens " a~sul1led 
an official character. 
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MAIN FRONT 
OF THE 

BUILDING 

OUTSIDE DECORATIONS 

Like all modern architects, he who con­
ceived the plan of this building is an eclec­
tic. He has too much taste, however, and is 
too well educated to fall into that confusion 
of styles into which one is apt to fall nowa­
days; a confusion which can be tolerated in 
a building intended for ordinary purposes, 
but which should be avoided in a monument 
devoted to the patriotic labors of l~gislation 
and to the perpetuation of the historical 
glories of our country. 

The style of the Government Buildings 
may be called the Renai88ance style of the 
17th century; for the revival of classical 
forms has manifested itself in many ways 
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in France, Germany, Italy, dc.; and these 
manifestations have been successively mo· 
dified and have formed a specie:> of E'econd­
ary epochs in the general epoch. 

The main front of the vast square of the 
Government Buildings is remarkable for 
the fine proportions of its centml tower, 
dedicated to Jacques Cartier; for the purity 
of the lines of the fore parts added to this 
tower, one dedicated to Champlaill, the other 
to Maisonneuve; for the elegance of the pa­
vilions at the angles, and the entire orna­
mentation. 

On the ground floor of the campanile or 
central tower is the principal entra,llce by 
which the Lieutena.nt-Governor proceeds to 
t.he Legislative Council to meet the mem­

. bel'S -of both Houses of the Legisla.t.ure, on 
the occasion of grand official ceremonies, at 
the beginning and end of each session. 

In the centre of the entablature of the 
·polltico of the main entrance, the arms of 
the Province of Quebec, with the motto" J e 
·me souviens" are carved in Deschambault 
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limestone. This entablature is supported on 
each side by double Ionic coluUls, ofpoli"hed 
green granite from Quincy (l\Tassachus~tts) 
and by corresponding double pilasters of the 
same stone. To the right and left of this 
main entrance are pedestals built into the 
basement, in the form of piers intended for 
statues of great men of the present or future 
generations. Thl') idea has been expressed 
that they Hhould not be used for any of our 
contemporaries, during their life-time. 

The niches in the masonry of the front of 
the campanile and of the central forefront 
will hold the statues of Jacques Cartier, the 
discoverer of Canada; of Champlain, the 
founder of Qllebec; of Maisonneuve, the 
fuunder of Montreal; of Laviolett.e, the 
founder of Three-Hivers ; of Pierre Boucher, 
Governor of Three-Rivers, an accomplished 
type of the old Canadian seigneur; then 
those of Father de Brebeuf, the great Jesuit 
martyr; of the Recollet Father Nicolas Viel, 
drowned by the Indians ill the rapids since 
called Sault-au-Recollet; of lIfoltseiglteuJ' de 
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Montmorency - Laval, the first bishop of 
Quebec; of 1\1. Olier, the founder of the 
Society of :::It. Sulpitius and of that of Notre­
Dame de 1\1011 treal; finaly those of Frun­
tenac, Levis, Wolfe and l\Iontcalin, and of 
two celebrities of the nillcteellth century, 
Lord Elgin and Colonel Charle;l Michel de 
Salaberry. 

The arms of each of these per"onnages, 
those of their family, of their town, or order, 
are carved in stone above each niche 1. 

The manner in which these niches and 
statues are disj osed indiutte a very clear 
perception of the main lines of Canadian 
history; in their distribution there is also 
a noticeable parallelism whit'h denotes an 
experienced hand. 

1. The mottoes ot several of the personages have also 
been carved in stone. lIel'e are some of them: Laval: 
" lJi~1/ aide all p"ell/ier /wron chrestien;" Montcalm: 
"Moil innocence est mafu1"fel"esse, and" D"aconis extinc­
tor; Elgin: " Puimlls ; " de Salaberry :" Porce II superbe, 
mercy a foible." The motto of the ,J e~uits : " Ad majore!n 
Dei gloriam;" that of the Franciscans (Recol\ets) : 
" Alisi! milti gloriari nisi in cruce D. N. J. U. ; ,. that of 
Levis: " Dieu ayde all second UII1'estiell, L~vis." 
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In the piers of each story and lip to the 
walls of the attic of this main front, trophies, 
surrounded by oak leave:,:, cartouches, pano­
plifs and floating draperies bear, c:lrved in 
relil'f, the arms and names of the Governors 
and Lieutenants of the King: Montmagny, 
d' Ailleboust, d' Argenson, Tracy, Callieres, 
Vaudreuil, Murray, Dorchester, Prevost, 
Bagot; of the discoverers Marquette, Jo­
liette, La Verendreye, La Salle; of the in­
tendant Jean Taloll ; of the warriors Daulac, 
de Beaujell, Hertel, d'Iberville. 

The lalltern of the campanile, consisting 
of a story of the Corinthian order and of an 
attic, is flail ked at the allgles by four small 
towp)'s and is pierced hy bull's eyes on each 
face. 

One of these openillg:>, on the main front., 
is masked by an escutcheon, elliptic in form,. 
containing the Royal Arms carved in high 
relief. The key of the frame of thiH opening 
bears the mOllogram V. R., surmounted by 
an imperial crown. 

Jacques Cartier's :;tatue will be placed im-
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mediately below in an orrlonnauce in the 
Corinthian style. 

'1 he transpnrent dial-platl's of the clock 
in the call1pani'e nre lighted at lIight by an 
electric lamp in the interior of the tower. 
To the right and left of these dial-plates, 
lorcheH wi t Ii H ickl'ri lIg tlalllcs, ern blcllls of 
the Hight of time! and of life ever self-c,)Jl­
~mmillg, are c<lrved ill the stone 

The attics of the fore-parts joined to the 
cltlllJ,allile are divided into three arcades 
separa.ted by Corin thian pi lasters. In the 
cell trctl arcades al'e 11 iches intended for the 
statues of Champ'aill and ~Iais()nlleuve. 

The pedimellt of the fore-part dedicated 
to Champlain iH SllrmOllll ted by a fine grol p 
in bronze by Mr. Philippe Hebert: ., Poetr.'I 
((1Id History. " Another bronze group by the 
same sculptor:" HeU!Jiollltlld Putri"." crowlls 
the pedilUent of the fore-part dedicated to 
Maisonneuve. 

III front of the main l'lItrance, at the foot 
of the campanile, on the slope of the gro!lI1d, 
is the monumental fountain dedicaterl. to the 
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aboriginal tribes of Canada already referred 
to. Its portic " of the Tuscan order, is orna­
mented at the top by a bronze group re­
presenting an Indian family. At the very 
foot, at the back of the sheet of water for­
med by an almost elliptic baQin, forty-five' 
feet long and twenty-eight wide, a bronze 
Indian with a uigogne or fish-spear, spearing 
a llalmon fish in the middle of a casc:tde, 
completes the ornamentation of this graceful 
piece of work. 

The following statlles executed by Mr. 
Philippe He-bert have already been placed 
on the front of the Legislative Building: 

Campanile: Wolfe and ~Iontcalm. 

Champlain fore front: Frontenac, Elgin, 
Poetry and History. 

Maisonneuve fore-front: Levis, Salaberry, 
Religion and Patl·la. 

Fountain: An Indian family and Indian 
fish-spearer. 

The modelll of each of thelle statues were 
approved by a committee appointed by the 
Government and cOllsisting of ~lr. Simeon 
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Lesage', Assistant Commissioner of Public 
Works; Mr. Eugene Hamel, artist,and the 
architect, Mr. Tache, A ssisalJ t Corum issioner 
of Lflnd~, Forests and Fisheries. 

Rose granite pedestals, placed asa bOrder 
on' the foun'tilin avenUe, to the right' and 
left of the basin, await twisted columns 
which, in Mr, Tache's designs, are surmount­
ed by Gr~cian lamps. The columns and htrnps 
~ill be 01 bronze. 

CORNER STONE. 

The corner stone of the portico 01 the 
main entrance' (the plinth of the double 
columns on the left hand side going in) was 
laid on the 17thJime, 18'34. The Evenement, 
of Quebec, published a description of the 
ceremony as follows:

" On Tuesday, at 3 p. m., Hi:; Honor the 
Lieutenant-Governor presided officially at 
the laying of the corner stone of the new 
Legislative Building. 
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" In spite of the exc,essi v:e heat, the cere­
monyhad attracted a great mauy s);lectators 
to the spot, and those who hadbecn invited 
did not hesitate to brave the sun's rays.

" The corner stolle is at the .base of one 
of the side l)illars of the main (utrance on 
the left hand side. 

"Flags of every kinu floated in profusion 
and the whole scene was a splendid one. 
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" The ceremony bf'gan with the following 
address presented to His Honor the Lieute­
nant-Governor by the Prime Minister, Hon. 
Dr. Ross: 

"To His Honor the Honorable Theodore 
Robitaille, member ofI-Ier Majesty'sPrivy 
Council for Canada, Lieutenant-Governor 
of the Province of Quebec, etc., etc. 

"MAY IT PLEASE YOUR H0NOR: 

"I have the honor to re(lLle8t YOLl, as the 
representative of lIer Majesty the Queen, 
to proceed with the ceremony of laying the 
corner stone of this Legislatiye Bui~ding. 

"As head of the Legislature and of the 
executive power of this I'ro\'ince, it is your 
office to see to tIl<' maintellance of the poli­
tical institutions (ll' which this builJing is 
both the receptacle and the symboL 

" May your participation in this ceremo­
Ily be a pledge of the n'sped of the present 
and future gl'neratiolls for the authority of 
which yOll are the representative and for 
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1he federal institutions to which the people 
of this Province are so justly attached. 

" (Signed),

The Lieutenant-Governor then carne for­
wl,1rd .and .deposited in thecavitv of the 
corner stone a commemorative ~late bearing 
the following inscription:

The Prime Mini:-;ter then deposited in 
this cavity a photograph likelle:-;, of His 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, and ~ome 
othf'r articles. The Mayor put in the city 
directory for the current year. 

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor and 
the Prime Minister, one with a trowel, the 
other with a hammer, laid the corner stone, 
and the Governor declared it officially lald. 

However, it will not be finally laid until 
Saturday next. It is intended to place in it 
all the Quebec IIl'wHpaperH containillg an 
accoun t of the ceremony and various other 
articles and documents connected therewith. 

The ceremony ended with a most remark­
able address delivered by His Honor the 
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Lieutenant-Governor, and which we have 
much pleasure in printing. 

" GOVERN:llENT HOUSE, 

"QUEBEC: 17th June, 1884. 

" MR. PREMIER, 

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN : 

" The action we have just performed in 
solemnly laying the corner stone of this, 
our new Parliament Building, is of great 
importance. The Province of Quebec has 
once more asserted its autonomy by its offi­
cial representative. 

"In fact, what is this building whose 
erection we have just solemnized? It is the 
Legislative Building, ill which the repre­
sentatives of our Province will deliberate 
and legislate in its name and for it. 

" In it the most important measures re­
lative to its prosperity, its stability and its 
grandeur will be brought up. 
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" In it the problcms of its future will be 
\liscllssell and resolved. There, all the dearest 
in tcre:-;ts, from a social and religious point 
of vicw, will be protected. And its own 
children will preside over its destinies. 

" They will be the represen tati ves chosen 
hy it, entrllsted with its confidence, who 
will labor to make laws for it and to main­
tain its gon~l"lIlllell t. III a word, this Legis­
lati\'e Building will be the sanctuary of our 
provincial autonomy. 

"Provincial alltonomy, gentlemen, is a 
very great thing, a very preciolls prero­
gative of which we cannot be too jealous. 
It is our :,;afl'gual'll and our palladium. It is 
a good thing that there is a central govern­
ment :It Ottawa, powerful and respected, 
wlJich grollps the scattcred forces together, 
which serVes as a bond between the pro­
vinces of" the Canadian Confederation, which 
giycs an impctlls to great undcrtakings, 
which en('()llrages indllstry, trade and navig­
ation, which has the necessary strength, 
pre:,;tige and resources to worthily repre-
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sent our country in the concert of natioll:> ; 
but, besides this central power, it. is good 
also that there should be :l local power, 
which, acting in a more limited sphere, 
sbould, if I may so express myself, have a 
more in timate jurisdiction Hnd exert its 
watchfulness and control over the elements 
constituting the basis of our social order -
property, civil laws, municipal organization, 
education, etc. Thi8 antonomy has been 
fully secured to us by the Confederation 
Act which has cOllRecrn.ted the principle of 
governmen t decen tralization. 

"The Province of Quebec, more than any 
other, should adhere to this tutelary prin­
ciple, and it does so. 

" Of course, as it has been stated, it would 
be more convenient and Ies:; costly to have 
but one government and one administration. 
But, if it be true that we would have less 
to pay, we would also be Ie:;:; masters at 
home and less in a position to control our 
family affairs. Our Province has felt this 
and has spared nothing to assure the per-
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petuity of its loc:tl institutions. It has ge­
nerously made the nccessary sacrifices to 
tlwt enll, and the erection of the buildings 
now occupicd by the public departments 
aJl!l the new Legi;,;lati ve Building are a 
manifest proof of it. 

,. '1'0 those who may hereafter ask whe­
thc'r the Pl'Ovincc of quebec is attached to 
its institutiolls and to its provincial auto-
110lllY we may reply: 

" Go and see the public huilding's it has 
crcdl'd ill its capital, and you will find that 
it illtc>nris tl) preserve that 8e1j~!ll)r('J'nment

"I was thereforc right in saying that

Mr. Eugene Tache, the archi tect of the 
building, also deposited a statllett'~ of St. 
Joseph in the cavity of the stone.

" Copies of each of the French and En­
glish newspapers containing an account of 
the laying of the corner stone of the new 
Legislative Building were deposited in that 
stone at noon to-llay, in the presence of 
.Mr. S. LeSage, Af'si:.;iant-Commissioner of 
the Department of Agriculture and Public 
Works, and of l\Ir. Ernest Gagnon, Secre­
tary of the same department. Then an 
enormous :;tone, lifted by a powerful crane, 
was laid on that containing the newspapers 
and other ltrticles deposited during the 
ceremony of last Tuesday. Mr. Pageau, 
ltfchitect, directed the operation." 

INTERNAL DI~CORATIONS 

On entering the first vestibule of the 
main entrance of the Legislative Building, 
one observes on the right hand side, carved 
in the Ohio ~;andstone, with which the walls 
of the vestibule are faced, the escutcheon of 
the ~Iar!lllif' of Lorue, with the Norman 
bark of the House of Argyle and the motto: 
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Ne obliviscaris. Below are the dates 1878-
1883, indicating the term of the Marquis of 
Lorne as Governor-General of Canada. 

To the left are carved the arms of the 
Marquis of Lansdowne, late Governor-Ge­
neral, with the motto: Virtnte non verbi8, 
and the dates 1883-1888. 

Close by, to the left of the door leading 
to the inner vestibule, are the arms of the 
Honorable Theodore Robitaille, ex-Lie ute­
nant-Governor of the Province, whose 
characteristic emblem i" a dove with an 
olive branch in its beak, and the motto: 
A ciel onvert. Below are the figures 1879-
1884. 

As a pendant to the latter blasollry, on 
the right, that of the Honorable Louis Ro­
drigue Masson, ex-Lieutenant - Governor, 
with his emblem, a head of a winged lion, 
and the motto: Dien {/!Jdant, is carved 
in the sandstone facill g. Below it are the 
figures 1884-1887. 

The Marquis of Lome and the ~Iarq ui" of 
Lansdowne, Mr. :Robitaille and Mr. Masson 
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were successively, the former, Governors­
Ceneral of Canada, and the latter Lieute­
nant-Governors of the Province of Quebec 
tIming the erection of that part of the 
G0vernmellt Building:-; known a:-; the Legis­
latiYe Bllihling. vVe ha.ve seen above that 
thi;-; "';1:-; cOlllmenced in 1883 and cOlllpleted 
at the end of the year 1886. 

The lJlack walnut wainscoting of the 
ve;-;t i bllles, ground floor and first and second 
;-;torie;-; of the Legislative Buildings are 
orualllellted with chiseled and gilt ara­
besq lH~S, coat:-; of arms and inscriptions of 
extreemely remarkable taste and science. 
It is hi~tory written in heraldic langnage. 
On the ground floor are the arms and names 
of personages belonging> to the first period of 
North American and Canadian history: 
Verazzani, Sebastian Cabot, de la Roche, de 
Caell, Roberval, POlltgrave, POlltrincourt, 
de MOll te, Lery, de Chastes, POll tcha.rtrain, 
Chateaufurt, the Marchioness de GlIerche­
ville, Lauzon, Courcelles. HOCqllftl't, Denon­
ville, Begon, Duquesne, the Duchesse d'Ai-
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guillon, Madame de Ia Peltrie, Marie Gl1yart 
de l'Incarnation. 

On a cartouche at the foot of the mai n 
staircase in the vestibule, traced out in gullI, 
is a sun lighting up the worhl, with the 
motto: Nee plurilms impar, and the inscrip­
tion: "Louis XIV." Facing it, and on an­
other cartouche, are engraved the arms and 
the name of Colbert. 1 

In the story above, and in similar PlJsi­
tions, are the arms of George III of Eng­
land and of hi:,> minister, William Pitt. 

The visitor ascends a flight of ~tairs alld 
history advances a century. With c~nSl1m­
mate art, the gilt arabesques run along the 
panels of the ramps and landing-pl:wes to 
the first and then to the second story, 
multiplying their varied and graceful de­
signs and surrounding the coats of arms of 
personages belonging for the most part to a 
more recent period: St. Valier, Pontbriand, 
Beauharnois, La Galissonniere, La J on-

1. Colbert's motto was: "Pro Rege Sa'],e, pro pa/ria 
semper i" "For King often, for Country ever." 
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qmerE:>, Longueuil, Coulon de Villiers; 
Ramezay, Townshend, Amherst, Quesnel, 
V alliere~, Sewell, Stuart, Panet, Baby, Tas­
chereau,Bedard,de Lery, Lotbiniere, Parent, 
Nelson, Lanaudiere, Boucherville, Viger, 
Cuvillier, ~t. Ours, Bourdages, Plessis, 
l\lountain, Blanchet, Laforce, Lartigue, 
Bourgd, Rollette, Dambourges, Duchesllay, 
de Gaspe, etc. 

On the highest landing place of the main 
staircase, amidst an abundance of palms, 
picked out in gold on the panels of the 
wainscoting, shines the monogram of the 
Society of Jesus and the names of some of 
the Jesuit missionaries who have watered 
with their blood and fertilized by their 
martyrdom the soil of Canada and of North 
America, which, from that time, became 
Christian soil: J ogues, Lalemant, Rasle, 
Buteux, Garnier. 

To the right are the names of the first 
historians of New France: Sagard, Lescar­
bot, Ducreux, Charlevoix; to the left are 
those of modern historians: Garneau, Fer­
land, Christie, Bouchette. 
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The panels of the ramps also bear, traced 
out in gold and surrounded by arabesques, 
the name of "Lorne," with the arms and 
motto of the House of Argyle and of Eng­
land; the name of'" Lansdowne," with the 
arms of the Flahaut, the arms of the Chatel­
lerault, and the motto Sola novii£t1l8 cirtlts, 
as well as the names, arms and mottoes of 
our first Lieutenant-Governors. 

The carving and tracings, in gold on 
black walnut, of the monumental doors of 
the Legislati ve Council and Legislative 
Assembly Chambers, as well as of the 
thrones of the Speakers of both Houses, are 
the admira'tion of all visitors. 

The figures'" 1792," the date of the adven t 
of constitutional government inaugurating 
the parlianL~ntary system in Canada, and 
the figures" 1867," the date of Confeder­
ation, are traced in gold on the two leaves 
of the great doors of both Houses, amidst 
mo"t elegant palms. 

The Legislative Council and Legislative 
Assembly Chambers are of the same dimen-
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sions: sixty-seven feet long, fifty feet wide 
and thjrt.Y-th~ee feet high. 

Each Chamber is lighten up by two hun­
dred electric lamps attached to the ceiling 
in the shape of a parallelogram~ 

The letter" C" (Canada), surrounded by 
wreaths of oak leaves moulded in plaster, 
serves as ornament and crown the smaller 
en trance doors of both Houses. 

The ceilings lwd cross-walls are arranged 
to receive frescoes or other wall paintings. 1 

Tlte arms of England and or Old France 
with angels as supporters, figure in the 
many plaster decorations of these vast 
rooms. 

1. .J11". Eugene Hamel has made sketches for the 
Government of two great historical pieces which will 
,!oubth·s" be painted later on the walls of the Legislative 
Building. The same artist has painted most of the portraits 
of the Speakers of the Legislative Council and Legislative 
Assembly wl.iC'h have been 1,]:\('''.1 in the Chambers and 
in their vestibules: those of the Hon. Messrs. de Boucher­
ville, Ross, Lc.JIaire, de la Bl'Uere, Fortin, Blanchet, Taillon, 
Beaubien, Turcotte, Wiirtele, Marchand. The pOl'traitof 
Hon. Mr. Leblanc has been painted by .J[r. Saint· Charles, 
and that of Hon. )11'. Starnes, by Mr. Alexander. 
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Here and there in several other portions 
of the building are placed: 

The arms of England: "Quartered first 
and fourth gules with three leopards or, one 
above the other," with the motto " Dieu et 
mon droit." 

The arms of Scotland: "Or, in base a 
lion gules surrounded by a double tressure 
flory and counter fiory or," with the motto 
" Nemo me impnne Zacessit." 

The arms of Ireland: " Azure with a harp 
or," and the motto" Erin go Bragh." 

And the arms of the old kingdom of 
France, the country from which came the 
ancestors of most of the i!lhabitants of the 
Province of Quebec: "Azure with three 
jleu,rs-de-lys or" and the war-cry "Mont­
Joye Saint-Denys." 1 

1. Mont-Joye was the name of the Carlovingian banner; 
Saint-Denys was the name of the Capetian oriflamme_ 
The banner of the Carlovingians was given by Pope 
Adrian I. to Charlemagne on the hill in Rome called 
Mons Gattdii (Mount of Joy), whence the name Mont-Joye 
was given to that banner. 

The arms of Old France in the decoration of the Leiis-
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A Canadian author, writing of the build­
ingtl which form the object of this study, 
says: 

"Our historial or archi tectuml monu­
ments are vcry humble and peUy compared 
with those of European cities. From an 
artistical po~nt of view they have compa­
ratively buta limited value. But it is other­
wise with our Legislatiye Building - the 
Pan theon of French Canada - which would 
be an ornamen t even to the finest ci ties of 
France and Italy. 

" There is I know not what of strength 
and grace ill this building which charms 

latin' Buil,ling have no political meaning. Canadians of 
French origin were definitively separated from their old 
mother country by the Treaty of Paris in 1763. The offi­
cial and political ties, which united them to the country of 
their ancc'stors were then severed and the first French 
republic, the first empire, the restoration, the second 
republic, the second empire and the third republic 
occupy no place in their history. ·When Frenchmen and 
Englishmen from beyond the sea observe here the arms 
or Old France, they may find the explanation of this 
species of anachronism i'l the motto of the Province of 
Quebec" J e me sou viens." There is. no other. 
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and captivates the eye. That roof, so much 
admired by Princess Louise and which re­
calls that of the Tuileries,l that elegallt 
and majestical campanile, those pavilions 
where the lilies are scattered with a lavish 
halld, resemble nothing to be seen else­
where on our American soil. 

" All this architecture is truly French; 
with, in addition, a peculiar character of its 
own in which the learned, original, dis­
tinguished and very Canadian personality 
of the architect, Mr. Eugene Tache, mal1l­
fests itself." 

LATERAL FACES. 

The masonry work of the three sides of 
the building facing on GI'ande Allee, St. 
Augustin and St. Julia streets was com­
menced in 1877. They were interrupted in 
the autumn, then resumed in the spring of 
1878. The figure "1878," on the fore-front 
in the centre of the side facing Grande Allee, 

1. It was to the dome of the central pavilion facing 
Grande Allee that this allusion was made. The roof of 
the main building was built only after the departure of 
the artiiit princess. 
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illdicates the year when the stone beitring 
that figure ,,'as laid there and not the year 
when the work wa" cOllllllellced. 

Above the figure i" the monogram of Her 
Majesty the Queen of England, "V. R.", 
carved in stone, surrounded by a crown of 
oak leayes and ornamentl'(l with ray~. To 
the right and left are the letters" D" and 
" L" surrounded by lal1rel branches, stand­
ing for the names of the Earl of Dufferin 
mHl the Marquis of Lorne, who were succes­
sively Governors of Canada while this side 
was being built. The letter" D" is ;,Ul'­

mounted by an earl's coronet, and the letter 
'" L" by that of a marquis. 

The entrance on this side facing Grande 
Allee, with its Ionic pilasters and its orna­
ments of such pure taste is one of the best 
details of the whole building. It i~ a charm­
ing episode in this fine poem. 1 

1. Chevalier Falardeau \Va, never tired of contemplating 
the side facing on Grrtmle Allee. "It is an admirable 
palace," he would say, "which would be an ornament in 
the finest of our Italian cities." The main front of the 
building was not built then (!~:32). 
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Panoplies placed above this door, to the 
right and left, con tail}, carved in relief, the 
arms of the first two Lieutenant-Governora 
of the Provi'nce under Confederation : Sir 
Narcisse Fortullat Belleau and Honorable 
Rene Edouard Caron. 

Each of these coats of arms bears its cha­
racteristic emblem as a crest. 

Sir N. F. Belleau';;; escutcheon is sur­
mounted by an owl; the motto is Je vcille. 
Mr. Caron's escutcheon is surmounted by a 
fleur-de-lis, and the motto is SIlClviterin 
modo, (oTtiter in ,,·e. Each escutcheon bears 
a knight's helmet. 

On t he side facing St. Augustin street 
are similar panoplies in the piers of the 
first story. The one on the right of the 
doorway, bears the arms of Mr. Caron's 
successor, Hon. Luc Letellier de St. Just, 
with a knight's helmet and surmounted by 
a hand as a crest. The motto is HWI;III(///Il8 

ob patriam. In the other panoply (to the 
left of the entrance) were carved, in 1895, 
the arms of Sir Adolphe Chapleau, the 
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present Lieutenant-Governor of the Pro­
vince of Que bec. These arms are as follows: 

" Argent on a fess azure, two barrulets 
of the same, one in chief, the other in point, 
and three lions' heads, sable, erased and 
langued gules. In S tlrto nt, the arms of the 
Province of Quebec: Or, on a fess gules 
charged with a lion pas8ant, guard«nt, or, 
and two flellr8-de-li8 azure in chief, and a 
sprig of three maple leaves slipped in vert." 

Motto: "Toujours pour elle." 

The escutcheon has a knight's helmet 
and as a crest three maple leaves, vert. 1 

The arms of the Honorable Auguste Real 
Angers, sixth Lieutenant-Governor of the 
Province of Quebec under Confederation, 

1. In heraldry, as everyone knows, colors are indicated 
on stone, marble, bronze and wood by hatches traced 
according to conventional rules. Thus, rcd (gules) is re­
presented by vertical lines; blue (azure) by horizontal 
lines; green (vert) by diagonal lines from right to left; 
purple by diagonal lines from left to right; black (sable) 
by horizontal and vertical lines crossed; gold (or) is reo 
presented by dots; silver (argent) by the absence of all 
hatches or incrustation (a plain ground). 
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have been carved, in 18~6, in one of the 
panoplies of the side facing St. Julia street. 
They are as follows: " Quartered saltierwise 
first and fourth azure with a star, argent, 
second and third, or, with a rOl-;e gules slipped 
in vert; in surtout gules a cherub's head 
winged, with the :-;:Jllle for crest." 1 

The motto is: Pllr dl'oicf.~ dl(;mills. 

The three lateral faces of which we have 
spoken have each a central pavilion pro­
jecting from the general line, surmounted 
by an attic serving as :l base for a large 
four-sided cupola, pierced with dormer win­
dows on the outer side am1 on the side fa­
cing the yard. The transverse bays of these 
cupolas are flanked by chimneys whose 
proportions and elegant forms embellish 
the cupolas themselves. 

The entrances of tne central pavilions 
of the lateral faces above mentioned are 
ornamented with a portico of the Ionic 

1. Mr. Angers' ancestors used to sign their name 
"Angest" (little angel), hence the cherub's head in the 

cen tre of the shield. 
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order with pilasters imbedded in the rustic 
quoins of the ground floor. The architect 
ha:-; very happily introduced nat.ional em­
blems in them; thus the freize of the enta­
blature of this portico i:-; ornamented with 
a lion l/((Ij·wlllt between two flettrs-de-lys and 
the key of the archivolt bears three maple 
leaves slipped, which make up the variou 
constituents of the arms of our Province. 

The panels of the arched doors of these 
entrances are ornamented with boughs and 
laurel:-;. 

At each angle of the square formed hy 
the building, a pavilion, projecting cen­
trally, :-;llpports on one side a raised roof on 
which are j'cIIl"s-de-lis, and, on the other 
side~ a stone dormer artistically carved con­
taining a lilOUlIlnenta.l clock. 

Escutcheon:-; of Deschambault stone, on 
which the arms of the Province are carved, 
and surmounted by the Royal Crown, stand 
(>n the top of the dormers containing the 
clock-faces. Each of the:-;e escuteheons has, 
as supports two enormous beavers sitting 
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erect, which gives an original and national 
character to this ornamentation which is 
quite conformable to heraldic and classic 
rules. 

The four pavilions at the angles of the 
.building, each contain an entrance oflimited 
proportions with Ionic pilasters, consols, 
cornice and cltrtouche, on which the Pro­
villcial arms are carved. 

Two large arched gateways in the fore­
front of the side facing St. Julia street, give 
access to the courtyard. The panels of these 
gateways are ornamented with crowns of 
oak leaves. 

The entrance in the central pavilion on 
Grande Allee leads to the offices of the Lieu­
tenan t-Governor and the variolls public de­
partments. 

At. the t.op of the large dormer in t.he 
front of t.he cupola of this pavilion is a 
flag-staf on which the British flag is hoisted 
whenever the Lieutenant-Governor of the 
Province comes to his office, and which 
remains hoisted as long as Her Majesty's 
representative is in the building. 
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For some years past, the doors of the 
sides facing on St. Julia and St. Augustin 
streets have not been used, in order to watch 
more strictly the entrance and departure of 
persons having access to the offices or other 
parts of the building. 

The Provincial Police are charged with 
the guardillg of the building and its ap­
proaches. They have special q uartel's in 
the basement on the side facing St. Julia 
street. Signab to the constables on duty 
are given by electric wire:;. 

MATERIALS AND CONSTRUCTION-ToTAL COST 

OF THE BUILDINGS .\ND GROUNDS. 

The Goverllment Buildings are built of 
incombustible materials with the exception 
of the roof, ,,-hose frame-work is of wood as 
well as the roof itself. The latter is cover­
ed over with galvanized iron with orna­
men1s of hammered zinc as already stated. 

The green saJHh;tone used in the base­
ment was taken from the Levis quarries. 
The stone of the facings of the outer walls 
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mime from the Deschambault quarries, that 
of the facing of the walls of the court-yard 
comes partly from a q narry at M url'ay Bay 
and partly from a quart'y at Terrebonne. 

The iron beams and other metal work 
used in the floor:,; and the tiles of the floor­
ing came from Belgium. 

The apparatus for heating with hot water 
throughout the buildin~ up to the attics 
was put in by the firm of l\Iitehell, of Mon­
real 

The elevators of the Legislatiye COllncil 
and Legislative Assembly are on the Otis 
system, which i:,; an ingpnious application 
of Armstrong's hydraulic lift. 

The bell, clocks and dials in the campa­
nile and angle pavilions were put in by 
Mr. Cyrille Duquet of Qllebec. 

It would take too long to give the names 
of all the artisans a III I workmen to whom 
the con tractors confided the execn tion of 
the difficult portions' of the work. We may, 
however, mention Mr. Vincent and Mr. 
Cedrat, stone carvers, who, from Mr. Ta-
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che':; drawings, performed their task with 
remarkable success; Messrs. Gingras & 
Frere, who made the staircases, and Mr. A. 
Barbeau who did the ga yanized iron and 
zinc work of the roof. 

The wood-carving was done by Mr. Ber­
linguet, jIlr .• M. L. Moisan and Mr. J. B. 
CDte. 

The total cost of the Government House, 
that is of Lie Legislative anfl Dep:utmental 
Buildings, including the amoull ts paid for the 
construction of the fountain and the granite 
waH around the grounds and the purchase 
of the" cricket field," the old skating rink 
and part of St. Eustache Street, the level­
ling and embellishing of the grounds, the 
cost of the statues on the main front and 
fountain, etc., etc., i:-; $1,669,24\).16 (one 
million, six hundrecl and sixty-nine thou­
sand two hundred and forty-nine dollars 
and sixteen cent;;). 

Two accident;; have increased the CORt of 
the building, viz: Istly, the destruction by 
fire of the old Parliament Building, near 
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the archbishop's palace, which occured on the 
19th April, 1883, necessitating the expense 
of temporary quarters in the building un­
der construction for the following session 
of the Legislature; and 2ndly, the double 
dynamittl . explosion caused by criminal 
hands, on the 11th October, 18~4, and 
which necessitated the rebuilding of a por­
tion of the edifice. 





THE STATUES 

AT THE KERMESSE 

For a. long while, the only two statues on the front of 
the Legislative Building WE're those of Frontenac and Lord 
Elgin. Frontenac is represented by the sculptor in the 
attitude he must have assumed when he gave his proud 
answer to Phipp's envoy: "Go and tell your master that 
I will send my reply by the mouth of my cannon," and a 
small cannon is shown on the hero's right side. Elgin, 
"the friend of CanadiallH," holds in his hand the cele­
brated Bill of Indemnity which li" signed in spite of the 
angry shouts of the riders who burned down the Par­
liament Buildings and threw eggs and stones in the face 
of the noble lord (Montreal, 1849). 

These two statues are the subject of the following article 
which was printed in a serial called La Kerrnesse, published 
in connection with a Kerrnesse or great fancy fair held for 
a charitable institution in IS92. 
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W-hat I am about to relate is so very 
stl'ttnge that I wonder wheth~r my readers 
will follow me to the end of my story.

'VeIl, he came down from the front of the 
Parliament Building and went to the Ker­
lIIess/- !

Bl'LIce," said he, "you must recollec;!.t a 
good many people still in Quebec_ Coine, it 
will amuse YI)I1; ollly, you won t be able to 
go incognito. It is differe-nt for me. They 
publi ~hell :t pri n t of a bishop as my portrait, 
and tlia,lIks to that lucky mistake, no one 
will recognize me. I Wll,nt to go and have 
It look at those English ladies w-h~ now 
reside in myoid capital of two centuries 
ago. 
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"Those English ladies ~ You are mistaken, 
nearly everybody speakK French .••. 

" Ha! there is Baptiste. 

" B~ptiste! Baptiste!" called out Fron­
tenac. 

" What do you wan t, Sir? 

"Bring me a ladder. I am going down 
town to night." 

" All correct, Sir." 
"Hum, multered Elgin, on the contra,ry 

it seems to me far froUl correct." 

" Are you coming with me, Bruce ?" 

" You have only to slide down, my lord," 
said Baptiste. 

" Come, hurry up, my friend." 
" I follow you, said Lord Elgin," leaping 

down. 
Th(l two old governors looked into each 

other's faces and shook hands; then they 
walked towards Grande Allee. 

When they got near St. Louis Gate, Fron­
tenac stretched out his arms towards the 
tipper town and muttered between his teeth: 
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" That miscreant Ramezay, who capitulat­
ed j l!st as Levis was about to arrive; at the 
moment when the Engli.,h were to be caught 
between two fires; in spite of Vaudreuil, of 
Joannes, of La Rochebeaucour; in spite of 
~ommon sense! No he was not a Frenchman, 
he was a Scotchman ..•• 

"Buade, Buade, speak not aga.inst the 
Scotch, they have more than once shown 
themselves your friends. 

"You at least were one. I often feel in­
clined to lean over so as to see you sign 
your bill of indemnity in spite of the cla­
mours of the Upper Canadians and the 
omelette· makers in Montreal." 

By this time they had reached the pa­
vilion where a,ll the beauty and fashion of 
the city meets nightly and where is held 
that hrilliant assembly designated by a 
Flemish or Dutch name: the ](pl'lIfe88e. 

Fron tenac retained his :-ltiff manner of old 
and his bronze eye-brows frowned sternly 
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when the door-keeper asked him for his 
entrance money, five cents. 

" Take my hat and hold your tongue," he 
said. The door-keeper had never seen snch 
a hat and fOllnd it heavy. He did Hot ask 
Elgin for his money: the good governor had 
such a lordly air and such a pleasant smile ... 

As the two heroes entered the room their 
eyes were dazzlecl by the electric light. 

" I cannot get accllstome!l to that ma­
chine," said Frontenac. "Besides it is a 
long time since I have seen ladies 1'3:) close 
and it all dances before my sight like fire­
flies ..• -0 let Divine!

A 1'3 for me, at least, 
my memory still Ii yes and I am called by 
my name. Thou (Hdst deead the poor 
Ohuiean Saint-Loni.s and Qnebec's rugged 
rock; but here thou wouldst have been 
queen .••• Champlain's wife, d' Ailleb::Hlst's 
wife and Denonville's wife had not the 
same aversion and their names aee vener­
ated and glorified. A :Minerva, a woman of 
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fa.shion, when sh(' bore the name of Comtes8e 
de Frontenac; when her husband carried 
terror among the Iroquois, defeated hostile 
tleet~ and lorded it over a country ten 
times larger than France! ..•• " 

" Will you take !:lomething ?" gracefully 
asked a young' lady frO'nl the refreshment 
table. 

" I will take flags from the enemy," said 
the old warrior in thundering tones, "and 
hang them up myself in the cathedral." 
Then, lowering his tone, he said: 

"Thank you, belle demoi8elle." 

The luBe dCllIOi8elle was as pale as a ghost 
and trembled in all her limbs. The man of 
bronze tried to smile. 

" Pardon me," he added," I am getting 
Yl'ry cros:-; since I am stuck up in that niche. 
Here is some stamped paper which you can 
ea:-;ily get changed by applying to your 
great collector a1\d llUlllismati"t Cyrille 
Tes"ier. It i:-; worth fifty li1're8. Take a 
ticket in the Tombola fot, me and try to 
,,-in a trip to Europe. I would not be sort'y 
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to have a chance to speak my mind to those 
rascals who have upset everything ill Paris 
and expelled my good friend8 the Franci8-
can monks from their convents. Then I 
would like to go to Versaillc8 to call up the 
shade of Louis the Great and .••. to see the 
portrait of La Dicillc."

Elgin had left his companion and was 
chattin'g quietly with a lady whose pleasant 
face and white hair had first attracted his 
attention. 

" I think I recognize yon, madam", said 
the noble lord. " Are you not related to Mr. 
K .• ", one of the habitnes of Spencer Wood, 
some forty years ago? 

"Yes, Your Excellency," replied Mada­
me B .••. with her cheerful smile.

Tower clock. 

" The sky is dull and cold. The lonely moon 
Grudgingly bestows her rays on earth; 
The forest wind utters a heart-rending cry; 
The waves of the St_ Lawrence sound like a wailing voice, 
And the brazen throated bell tolls from hour to hour 
Its resounding knell in the cloudy sky-" 
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Long did the old Governor speak. In spite 
of Nature's gloom, there was a joyfulness 
ill his voice, and when dawn brought out the 
undulating peaks of the Laul'elltians, in 
the north, the echoes of the fOllntain and of 
the campanile repeated for the last time: 
" 0 my good Canadians! "
