sixteen in number, and the arrangements for competent teaching in 
€Very department, a.nd for the due supervision and moral training 
of the pupils, as well as for their health and comfort, will be found 
complete and satisfactory. 



"\Vykeham H,tll, formerly the residence of the late Sir J. B. 
Macaulay, which ·was first acquired by the school in 1870, and 
greatly enlarged, is an entensive and handsome building, suiTound­
ecl by Leautifnl and secludeclgrounds, adrniraLly situated for school 
purposes. .Every part of the property is in thorough repair, and 
the systems of heating, ventilation, and drainage, as well as the 
teaching appliances, are effrctive. The spacious and lofty 1·ooms 
are conveniently fnrnished, and unite the advantages of a well 
ordered home to the requirements of a high-class sehool. 

The attractive and well kept grounds afford ample scope for the 
exercise and recreation that are so essential for-tlrn yonug. 

In addition to_ thorough instruction in the English Language and 
Literature, the course of study comprises the other l\fodcrn Lan­
guages, Latin, the Mathematics, History, Geography, N atnral 
Science, Vocal and Instrnmenfal :Music, Drawing and Needlework, 
etc. The improved and simplified modern text-hooks, ·which have 
received the sanction of high authorities, are used, with a due re­
gard both to the accuracy, ease and clearness of teaching, and to, 
the saving of expense to the parent, 

By the formation of a special class, opportunities will be given 
for higher culture in the Classical and lVIodern Languages, in Eng­
lish Literatnre and Composition, Elocution, Science and the more 
advanced Mathematics, and in Art,, for those who are found fitted 
and desirous for such study. 

Simplicity and economy in dress, and moderation in expenditure, 
are enforced. 

The Religions Instruction is nnder_ the charge_ of the Rev. J .. 
Pearson, a clei_gyrnan appointed by the Bishop._ 

In their effort-s to establish and_ mainfa.in, an institution with 
such objects, and which they believe to be now especially needed, 
the Council have met with an encouraging success; and they confr .. 
dently claim the support, of their fellow churchtnen throughout the 
country. As there is no ·desire to make fL, mere_ pecuniary .profit, 



the fees are placed on as moderate a scale as is compatible with 
thorough efficiency in the teaching and an adequate expenditure 
npon the supplies for the honse.

1. The Scholastic Y ea,r is divided in to four Terms of ten weeks 
each, viz :-Michaelmas, Christmas, Lent, and Trinity. Michael­
mas Term begins on the first Wednesday in September, and ends 
on the 9th of November. Christmas Term begins on the 10th of 
November, and ends on the 10th of February, with Vacation from 
the 22nd of December 'to the 13th of ,January. Lent Term begins 
on the 11th of February, and ends on the 21st of April. Trinity 
Term begins on the 22nd of April, and ends on the 30th of June. 

Pupils should present themselves invariably on the first <lay of 
the term. 

No Pupil is allowed to continue in residence daring the Summer 
Vaca.tion, and any pupil remaining at Christmas, will be required 
to pay the sum of Four Dollars per week for Boa,nl. 

The only persons allowed to visit Pupils are Parents or Guard­
ians, lady friends in Toronto introduced by them, or persons from 
a distance who shall bring a written request from such Parents or 
Guardians to be permitted to visit their children or wards.
