c.>mmunity. 'l'hty were buughr by 
hufb 1rds ar,d wiH:s, who had t!1em­
fehc, frcqt1"!H ncca!i .. m for them, and 

fometime lent them ro their ch,ldren: 
They were a!fo purchalcd in large 

quantitic:~ by mailers anJ l:!rvants; by 

y0ung folks who were intePt on matri­
mony; hy judges, jurymen, and c,en 

phy-
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phyficians and divines; nay, if we 
may believe hiitory; the legitlators of 
the land did not <lifdain the ufe of 
them: and we are toid, that \vhen any 
important debate arofe, Caj>, was the 
word, and each houfc looked like a 
grand lynod of Egyptian Priefls. Nor 
was this cap of lei's ule to partners in 
trade, for with thefe, as well as with 
huflnnds and v,•ives, 1f one was out of 
humour, the other threw him the cap, 
and he was obliged to put it on, and 
keep it till all was quiet.

That cap is 
faid to have conveyed people ini1antly 
from one place to another; but as the 
change of tilace does not cha nge the 
temper and di{pofition of the .ni nd, 
little benefit can be expected from it; 
nor indeed is much to be hcped from 
his famous purfe. That purfe, it is 
faid, was never empty, and fuch a pt.1rfe 
may be fometimes convenient; but as 
money will not purclrnfe peace, it is 
not neceifary for a man to encumber 

him-
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himfelf with a great deal of it. Peace and happinefs depend fo much upon the !late of a man·s own niind, and 
upon the ufe of the coniidering cap, that it is generally his own fault, if he 
is miferable. One of thefe caps will Jail: a man his whole life, and is a dif­

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accountable for: If a horfe had the 
ilaggers, fhe was fuppofed to be in his 
head; and whenever the wind blew a 

little harder than ordinary, Goody 
Giles was playing her tricks, anc! riding 
upon a broomflick in the air. Thefr, 
and a thoufand other phantc1fies, too ri­
diculous to recite, po!frff:::d the pates 
of the common ptoµle: horfe-thoes 
were nailed with the heels upwards, 
an<l many tricks made ufe of, to moi­
ti:y the poor creature; and fuch was 
their rage againll her, that they peti­
tioned Mr. Willians, the parfon of d·,e 
parifh, not to let her come to church;

~reeablc; that if ever Jane defcrvcd 
the char.1Eter of a wnch, it was after 

thrs money was left her: for that with 

lier five thoufand p'Junds, fhc clid m()rc 
alts of charity and friendly offices, than 
.i-II the people of fortune within fifty 
miles of the place. 

After this, Sir \Villiam in\'eighed 
againil: the abfur<l and foolifh nonon:i, 
which the country people had imbibed 
concerning witcties, and wirchcrnft; 
and havin c; proved, that there wa~ no 
foch thing, but that all were the dFcfis 
of folly ~nd ignorance, he !!;a,·c the 
court foch an account of ?vlrs. Mar­
gery, and her virtue, good (enfc, ancl 
prudent behaviour, that the gentlemen 
prefent were enamoured with her, and 
returner! her public thanks for the 
1?reat frrvicc fhe had done the country.

T HE harmony and afreaion that 
- fo bfi !led het\\ cen this happy cou-

ple, is inexprciliolc; but time, which 
diffolvcs the clofc,c union, after fix 
years, fe, ered Sir Charles from bis la­
dy; for being feized with a violc.:nr fe­
ver he died, an<l left her foll of grief, 
though poffeffed of a large fortune. 

We forgot to remark, that after her 
marriage, Lady J ,mes (for fo we muit 
nvw call her) ordered the chapel r.J be 
fitted up, and allowed the chapl&in a 

corifiderablc fom out of her own privre 
purfe, to vi lie the fick, and fay prayas 
every day t0 all the people that coulJ 
attend. Sheallot~aveMr. johnfon ten 
guineas a year, to prc.ach a fermon an­
nually, on the ncceHity and duties of 
the marriage Hate; and on the tkccafo 
of Sir Charles, fhc gave him ten more, 
to pre;ich yearly on the fobjt>l'l t)f 
death: fhe had put all the parifh into 
mourning for the lofs of her hulband : 

and 
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and to thole men who attended this 
yearly [ervicc, fhe gave harvelt gloves, 
to their wives fhoes and fl:ockings, and 
to all the children little books and 
plumb cakes.

This was a great mortification to Sir 
Timothy, as well as to hi~ friend Graf p­
all, who from this time experienced no­
thirig but misfortunes, and was in a few 
years fo difpoifeifed of his ill -gotten 
wealth, that hi~ family \\ere reduced 
to feek fobfifience from the parifh, at 
which thofe who had felt the weight 
of his iron hand rejoiced; but Lady 
Margery defired, that his children 
might be treated with care and tender­
ncfs : for they, fays fhe, are no cz.vaJ1J ac­
comttable /01· the allicm of their father. 

At her firfl: coming into power, fhe

ed them with a fupper, gave them fuch 
books as they wanted, and then dif­
patchcd them with her bleffing. Nor 
did fhe forget them at her death, 
but left each a legacy, as will be feen 
among other charitable donations when 
we publifh her will ., which we may do 
in fome future volume. There is one 
requei\: however fo lingular, that we 
cannot help taking fome notic~ of: it iQ. 
thii place; whidi i~ that of her giving 

f• 
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fo many acres of land to be planted year­

ly with potatoes, for all the poor of a­

ny pariili who vrnuld come and fetch 

them for the ufe of their families; but 

jf any took chem to fell: they were de­
prived of that privilege ever after. 

Ar,d there roots were planted and rail"­

cd from the rent arifing from a farm 
which fhe had afiigned over for that 

purpofc. In fhort, fhc was a mother to 

the poor, a phyfician to the fick, and 
a friend to all \\'ho were 111 diihefs. 

Her life \HS the greatell: bk!Iing, and 
}1er death the greateH calamity that ever 

w.i~ felt in the neighbourhood. A mo­
nument, hut without inlcriprion, was 

erected to her memory in the church 
yarcl, over which the poor as they pafs 

\\Ccp continually, fo that the il:one is 

ever hathcd in tean.--On rhis occa­

fton the following lines were fpoken 

extempore, by a young gentleman.
